(Special from United Press.)
Washington, Jan. 1. Treasury Off-

icials were much encouraged with the
opening of the New Year by the fact
that for the first time in the last 6
months, the government receipts ex-
ceed disbursements on the last day
of the old year. The amount of the
surplus for the month of December
is in round figures $3,000,000.

During the present fiscal year, which
covers the period since August when
the new tariff law went into effect,
the receipts from customs have reach-
ed a total of $167,000,000 in round
flr.ures.

Federal revenues receipts have also
been increased by about $8,500,000. The
new tariff law, so far as its opera-
tion has developed, seems to have
been a financial success. When that
law was adopted it was predicted that
it would produce a total revenue of at
least $300,000,000 annually.

Should the receipts continue, during
the next half of the present fiscal year
and the first half of the next fiscal
year, at the same rate that has been
made during the first few months,
following its passage, this estimate
will be exceeded by more than $30,000,-00- 0.

The total receipts since July 1 have
amounted to $324,000,000 as compared
with $288,000,000 for the corresponding
period of the preceeding year. The
disbursements, however, have been
larger, with the result that they ex-
ceed by nearly $600,000 those of the
previous year.

It is confidently expected that from
the economies that have been, intro-
duced into the government service,
from the increased receipts that are
coming in from both customs and in-

ternal revenues sources, this particu-
lar showing will be radically changed
by June 30, 1910, the end of the pres-
ent fiscal year. During the early
part of the coming year it is expected
that the sale of a further issue of
Panama bonds bearing 3 per cent in-

terest will be authorized which will
enable the treasury to reimburse its
general fund.

New York, Jan. 1. If the world's

When Riccardo Martin, of Hopkins-vill- e,

Ky., the great tenor with the
Metropolitan Opera Company of New
York, was in Chicago recently, he was
asked to pronounce judgment on the
voice of Mary Lazalle, a beautiful
orphan girl 23 years old, whose father
had died a few months previously in
Dietrich. Neb. Martin declared the
girl had the most wonderful soprano
voice he had ever heard. He brought
to New York to lead other singers.

Gatti Cassazzi. Aslendaro Bonchi
and a dozen of the finest singers of
the Metropolitan went into raptures
over her voice. They declared she had
the most marvelous soprano voice In
the world, even exceeding the natural
voice of Neflie Melba. The manage-
ment and social supporters of the
opera heard her and immediately rais-
ed several thousand dollars to send
her to Europe, where she will for a
year, study under Maestro Lombardi.
The girl was a chorus singer in a
musical comedy show. The Metropol-
itan company has already tendered
her a contract as one of its soprano
singers when she returns.
