Supt. Frederick Schrieber of the
cleaning department made the

snow fly about the center of the city
this morning, as it has never flown
before after a big snow storm. The
superintendent was on hand at the
city yard at 7 o'clock and put on near-
ly 100 men, 25 double carts and eight
single carts.

Supt. Stark of the street railway
company was also on hand early with
about the same number of carts as
the street department and a gang of
59 men. The railroad also had a gang
out last night, clearfhg off the inter-
sections of streets that are transfer
places.

Director Kenny, of the public works
department, lent his aid to the snow
cleaning work by lending the ser-

vices of his foreman, George Coughlin
and Joseph Waters to the street clean-
ing department. This
with the street cleaning department
opened the eyes of the merchants and
other business men who when they
came down to business early this
morning, were surprised to find the
snow practically two thirds removed
from the center of the city.

At the Intersections of the streets
where the clerks of the stores had not
cleaned off the walks the shovelers
for the Connecticut Co., attacked the
white stuff and cleared off the walks
as they knew they would eventually
have to. come back after it when the
store people had thrown it into the
gutter.

One of the first things that Supt.
Schrieber thought of was the cross-
walks. He sen: out two gangs of 16
men each to clear cross walks only.
One rang went to East Bridgeport and
the other remained on the west side
of the river.

By 10 o'clock this morning more
snow had been removed from the
center of the city than had been tak-
en, off in any two days under the
last two administrations.

Mayor Buckingham's telephone was
ringing bright and early this morn-

TODAY; POLICE ARE

AT A STANDSTILL

No Further Light Shed on
Mysterious Death of

Driver
With the burial this morning of

James H. Mullen, victim either of a
brutal murder or mysterious accident,
the police are at a standstill in their
efforts to learn just what led up to
the death of Mullen and the location
of his body in the Union Square alley
where it was found Wednesday ev-
ening

Mullen's cap was not found, and if
it was outdoors, it is now buried in
snow. Neither has any trace been
found of his money. The police can't
learn how much money he had, nor
can they find where he spent more
than a few cents from the time he
was seen Wednesday evening to have,
a roll of bills.

The theory that he died as the re-

sult of an accident is gaining ground
in the department, still an earnest ef-
fort is being made to trace the man's
movements.

The funeral this morning was held
from the residence of his mother, 25
Curtis avenue at 8.30 o'clock and
thence to St. Mary's church where
Rev. Thomas P. Mulcahy sang a high
mass of requiem. The bearers were
Thomas Flynn, Henry DeLaforge,
George Reiily, John Donavan. Thomas
Hussey, and Thomas Youngs. Inter-
ment was in St. Michael's cemetery.

UPTURNED MITRE
GOUGES THROAT

OF FALLING MAN

Tumbling from Stepladder,
He Ail But Fatally Cuts
His Throat.

Tumbling from a falling step ladder
head first into a kit of carpenter's
tools, John Flynn, 19, 'of 374 Atlantic
street, all but cut his throat fatally at
the Warner Bros. Corset Co. at 10
o'clock this morning. He struck his
neck upon the upturned end of a mitre,
and the instrument gouged out a piece
of flesh as large as a silver dollar,
laying bare the thorax.

coming. Companionship with the dead
was not to his liking. There was
whiskey all around and Ferris began
drinking. About the same time thf
police received his special delivery let-
ter, the engineer and fireman came to
work. They found the living and the
dead.

Ferris was locked up. He will be
arraigned on the charge of murder.

HEROIC EFFORTS
FOR THE BABIES

Blizzard Has Chicago in
State of Siege, With Little
Hope to Replenish Coal
and Milk Supply.

(Special from United Press.)
Chicago, Jan. 15. Chicago is rapid-

ly approaching the state of a besieged
city for the blizzard that continues
unabated in many parts of the coun-
try has destroyed all hope of replen-
ishing the practically exhausted sup-plies- of

coal, milk and other necessar-
ies.

Heroic efforts are being made to
protect the babies of the city by va-
rious civic and charitable organiza-
tions with the result that today the
big milk companies will not deliver
piilk to any home where there is not
an imam.

The coal situation is worse than at
any time in the city's history and
the small amount in the bins is rap-
idly dwindling. Little encouragement
for the coal dealers and consumers is
offered by the railroads. The snow
storm of yesterday rendered vain
their efforts to clear the. tracks.

Many trains that should have de-
parted from Chicago on various roads
early today, could not leave, this ac-
tion being taiten to keep the tracks
clear and permit the entrance of fuel
and perishable freight into the city.

The fifteen hundred patients in the
asylum for the insane at Elgin face
a famine.

CITY'S POOR ARE

DECREASING, SAYS

CHARITY OFFICIAL

Plenty of Work for All
No Occasion for

. Suffering

Superintendent Brennan
Says Charities Depart-
ment Has Scarcely a Sin-

gle Case in Which Lack of
Work Is Cause of Pover-

ty Abandoned Wives
With Children the City's
Principal Burden at Pres-
ent.

That Bridgeport is remarkably free
at this time from privation and suffer-
ing is the opinion of the officials of the
Charities department who are brought
into close touch with the poor of the
city from day to day. Attention was
brought to this fact in the headquar-
ters of the charity department today,
the occasion of the regular weekly dis
tribution of food stuffs from the city
grocery department. There were re-

markably few applications for sup- -

plie3, despite the severity of the weath- -

er. Just such days as this the Chari-

ties department prepares for a rush for
fuel and food, but today the visitors
were few and far between.
