Thé aldermen by a vote of 19 to §
accepted the prosposal of the United
Illuminating Company to furnish 625
magnetite lamps te the city at 373
a Mmp last night.

By & vote of 18 to 6 the aldermen
voted not to continue the investiga-
tion of the United Illuminating Com-
vany, which furnishes' the lights.

The matter came up on a report of

the Couneil Committee on Miscellan-
eous affairs. The majority of the
committee, Aldermen Paddock, Ma-
honey and Jackson, reported im favor
of making the contract and against
continuing the investigation.

The minority of the committee re-
ported in favor of making the cbn-
tract' but also in favor of continuing
the investigation, to secure a lower
rate for private consumers.

The majority report simply recom-
mends a contract for 18 months, the
terms to be agreed upon between the
company and the city attorney.

The minority report shows that the
price per lamp which,
pay is §$13 higher 4in Hertford,
and that no good reason exists for
the difference in price. It is printed
in full in the Farmer. \

The first vote was taken upon the
question of continuing the investiga-
i tion.

Those who voted to continue were
ldermen MeMurray, Clampett, Con=-
lin, J. P. O'Neil, O'Connell and Mey-

er.

Alderman McMurray made a strong
speech in*favor of continuing the in-
vestigation. He said,K that the people
had veoted in favor of an ihvestigation,
that the Democratic party was pledg-
ed to it, and closed by saying:

“The greatest sorrow in municipal
elections come when candidates do
not stand by their promises. If they
'stond upon the platform on which they
were elected there could never be any
regret for the election of any men te
public office.”

“I can get a competent engineer
who could go into the plant of the
Unifed Illuminating Co., and prove to
vou that the company was not only
over charging the private consumers
but the city also,” said Attorney Da-
vid 8. Day, late chairman of the com-
mittee appeinted to investigate the
United Illuminating Co.

Further Mr. Day said that the com-
pany was discriminating against both
the private consumers and the pub-
lie, He declared that an engineer
could tell more in 15 minutes after
going jinto th lant than an investi-
gating commitf®e could after several
weeks of lonig hearings.

“But,”’ he added “what are you go-
ing to do about it? After you find out
all of these things what do you find
out that you ean do. You find that
the United Illuminating Co., is char-
tered by the State of Connecticut, the

At its meeting in December the
Council referred. to the Miscellan-
cous. Committee the report of the
Commiftee raised by it in May,
1909, to Investigate the cost of
electricit furnished for_ public arc
lights Bridgeport.
The n!oresand Comimiittee said In
T its report_that it lacked the pow-
ér necessary to an adeguate inves-
tigation. While the investigdfion
was in progress the United Illum-
inating Co., which furnishes the
said public lights. made a proposal
tot;urnish .magnetite lamps at the

e of $73 a year provided the
city will use 650 lamps. This rate

is $5.47 less than the charge for
the lamp at present in use, which
is of an almost obsolete type. The
new lamp will give more light.

Despite its greater efficiency the
magnetite light is much cheaper to
produce., It requires only ocea-
sional attention and it costs $§ or
$10 a vear less to maintain it.

But the price of $72 a year is
$12 higher than the rate at which
the magnetite lamp has been of-
fered to Hariford, by the Hart-
ford Electric Light company.
rate made to Hartford is upon tHe
basis of 550 lamps, and the price
is §$60 for lamps on ovePhead clr-
cuits and $64 for lamps on under-
ground ecirecuits,

Because of the great efﬁcl
of the magnetite lamp Hart ord
has felt justified in reducing {1
gt:’mber of arc lights from 800 t,o
2

If the lamps were judiciously’ Ilo-
cated Bridgeport would probably
not need more than 550, being ter-
ritorially more compact, and there
is no reason why these should not
be furnished at the rate offered to
Hartford. -

‘It is quite true that some of thé
current used by the Hartford Co.,
is purchase of another company
which owns a waterpower, but
nevertheless the cost of produclng
the light furnished to Hartford
under the conditions of the con-
tract entered into ewill certainly
be greater than the cost in
Bridgeport.

Although the price proposed by
the TUnited IlNluminating company
is much more than the city should
pay, and although €50 lamps is
more than the city should require,
vet as the fiscal year is nearly at
an end, and as appropriations are
soon to be made, it is perhaps ad-
visable for the city to accept the
arrangement purely as a make-
shift, and close a bargain for 18
months,

Gdﬁﬁnons GATHER
AT NATION’S CAPITAL

Uniformity In State Laws Ts
Important Questions to

Washington, Jan, 18.—Having for
their object the furtherance of uni-
formity in state laws, the executives
of thirty odd commonwealths met
here today for a three days confer-
ence which may exert a tremendous
effffect on future legislation in the
states.

After effecting an organization and
a brief speech by Governor Wilson of
Kentucky outlining the obiect of the
convention, the meeting adjourned to
attend a luncheon In their honor at
the Metropoliten Club and later to eall
on the President. This evening the
governors will be the guesfs of John
Hayes Hammond at dinner and later
in the evening will attend the reep-
tion at the White House which Pres-
ident Taft is giving tonight to the
Judiciary.

Under the mysterioug spell of the
“third degree” administered by Detec-
tive Captain Armold in his private of-
fice at police headgquarters this morn-

_ing}, Carrie Sprague, the dissolute wo-

man arrested in Danbury yesterday In
the policial investigation of the mur-
der of James H. Mullen, broke down
and told what she declared were the
true ciréumstances attending the fatal
beating of the well known driver.
When she entered Captain Arnold’s

office she was bold, defiant, and while
willing to 'talk, was eager to protest
her indifference to her arrest, because
she said she would soon be at liberty.
She declared ‘she had left the city on
Tuesday, the day before the murder.
She protested ghe knew no such per-
She added that she
never heard of Mullen, and had not
been in  Briggeport on Wednesday
when the polide held she was seen with
him on the street Wednesday night.
But before she left the office she con-
fessed that Fred Raynor, with whom
she was living, had had a fearful bat-
tle with Mullen; that she and Raynor
fled from their apartment Wednesday
night taking a room at the Arlington
Hotel until the following morning,
when they fled to South Norwalk. She
admitted she had met Mullen in front

of the City Hall, State street, and had |

taken him to her room, &2 Union
Square, in the block at the corner of
Main street and Union Square.

The police are not yet satisfied that
she has told the whole truth. No ex-
planation has yet been made of what
became of Mullen’s money, variously
estimated at from $10 to $50. Nor do

| they take much stock In her explana-

tion of how the fight started., She says
it was becanse the two men differed
about the ouestion of trade unions.
The police are mcre inclined to believe
Mullen was fighting to prevent bein
robbed, The woman gtill mantain
Mulien, bleeding and exhausted, walk-
out out of their apartments and down
stairs,

New light was shed on the mystery
of Mullen’s reaching the ground from
the top floor of the tenement when in-
mates of the block discovered today in
a sort of secret stairway, an inside
rear entrance to the block, a large
number of blood stains. The stair-
way runs parallel to Main street, but
is in the extreme rear of the block.
From the landing at the second floor
there are two flights, one leading to
Union Square, No. 52, and the other to
the rourt in the rear of the Main street
huildings. An alley runs parallel to
Main street, leading north from TUnion
Square into the court,

The stairway desgeending into the al-
ley, the occupants of the building say,
is rarely used. The door is within a
vard of the door leading from the rear
of Broch’s restaurant, both opening on
the north side of the block. It was
across the foot of the steps leading
from Broch's door that thewbody of the
victim was found. A cursory exami-
nation of the rather mysterious rear
stairways was made the night of the
murder under the feeble glare of a
candle, but this did not disclose the
blood stains, very apparent under the
light of day.

Carrie Sprague was arrested at the
home of her mother yesterday at the
instance of the loecal police. On a
search of the blood bespattered room
vesterday clues were found indicating
the name of the woman and her for-
mer residence in Danbury, these being
among photographs and letters. She
was as silent as a elam when the Dan-
bury police questioned her, and was
only a little more communicative when
Detective Cronan took her In charge,
She talked, but denied everything.

Leaving the police station in Dan-
bury, the woman was met outside by
aged mother, and Mr. and Mrs.

London, Jan. 18.—U/nless the Con-
servatives take a decided brace from
the demoralization that yesterday's
voting indicated had taken possession
of their ranks, the best political fore-
casters in England are to-day pre-
dieting that the Liberals, with the
ald of the Laborites, will control the
next parliament without calling upon
the Irish Nationalists for a single
vote. The Conservative rate of gain
is decreasing and there are many to-
day who believe that the total gain
will not exceed 80 seats. This esti-
mate is on the basis of practically a
solid Liberal representation from
Scotland and Wales. 1If the Liberals
do not loge more than this number
of seats they will be able to control
parliament with their own and Labor-
ite votes.

As the Laborites themselves are
making slight gains, the Liberals may
be able to lose as many as 90 seats
and still retain control. The situa-
tion is significant in that it indicates
that the Irish Nationalists will prob-
ably not be able to make too sweep-
ing demands upon the new parlia-
ment.

While the Liberal leaders expect to
work.in harmony with the Irish mem-
bers, there is no disputing the fact
that harmony would be a doubtful
quantity if tHe Nationalists clearly
held the balance of power. Premier
Asquith and other big Liberals are
now hoping that they may escape the
