PERSEVERES TO

wedding point
Stenographer's Unfaltering L oyal

ty Wins Pardon For Man in
Federal Prison.

Chicago, May 26. Miss Ida C. East-
man, a stenographer for the American
Book Co., is the sweetheart whose un-

faltering loyalty and perseverane won
clemency for Charles H. Thornton, a
convict in the federal prison at Leav-
enworth, Kan. Her reward will be
Thornton as a husband. She resides
with her widowed mother Mrs. Sarah
P. Eastham, at 316 Greenwood ave-
nue.

The young woman's name was
brought into the case on February 27,
1907, the day Thornton and William
W. Baker were arrested for embez-
zling $9,400 from the Hamilton Na-
tional bank, but officials of the bank
kept it from the public.

Thornton is a Canadian. His mother
and father died when he was a boy
and his care fell to four sisters. When
he came to Chicago to accept a clerk-
ship in the bank in 1903 they accom-
panied him and procured him a room
in the residence of P. Agnew, an old
family friend, at 5409 Calumet avenue.
For a long while he never ventured
out nights, but later he desired the
"bright lights" and the habit grew
on him.

At the time of his arrest he pos-
sessed this wardrobe:

One dozen suits of silk underwear.
Eight business and two evening

suits.
Silk silk hats and six business hats.
Fifty shirts of various descriptions,

eighteen pairs of silk socks.
Numberless silk handkerchiefs.
Thornton wasn't in prison a month

before Miss Eastham addressed a per-
sonal petition to President Roosevelt
He ignored her and rejected five sim-
ilar petitions filed subsequently. It
was her second petition to President
Taft which caused him to cut one
month off Thornton's sentence "so
there could be a Christmas wedding."

Early in the fight Miss Eastham
enlisted the aid of S. J. Darragh, a
corporation lawyer, who had been a
personal friend of her father, the late
Wellington Eastham, and later Attor-
ney E. E. Sterne was interested. The
latter reached the president's ear with
the young woman's petition only a
few days ago.

In her successful plea. Miss East-
ham promised to marry him upon his
release, promised to procure him em-
ployment and gave her personal, guar-
antee that Thornton would lead an ex-

emplary life hereafter. Furthermore,
she said her monthly salary of $80
would suffice for both until he found
employment.

Miss Eastham evidently expected
visits from reporters, for she remain-
ed absent from work and members of
the household declared she was not
at home. But she was caught nap-
ping.

"Miss Eastham is not here," she
said to a reporter.

"Yes she is. I am talking with
her," replied the reporter. "You are
the same girl who became hysterical
when I called here three years ago.
Can't you tell me about the wedding?"

"O, I don't know a thing about it;
it's all news to me," she began argu-
ing when her mother hastily stepped
forward and said: "Ida come away
from the door."

Miss Eastham's intention to marry
Thornton has been known to her per-
sonal friends for some time and
many of them have tried to discour-
age her. It is said the lawyers who,
it is understood gave their services
gratis, at first demurred against aid-
ing her, but were influenced by her
earnest pleadings.

Points Out a Few Things Which
Ought to be Considered But

Are Ignored
New York, May 26. Bolton Hall,

son of Dr. John Hall, for years pas-

tor of the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian
Church, yesterday in an open letter
to the General Assembly of the Pres-
byterian church condemned that reli-

gious body for deigning to notice such
a thing as a prize fight and devoting
time to its condemnation when, he
says, there are other shrieking evila
to which the church should give at-
tention. White slavery, child labor
and the higher cost of living are some
of the things Hall believes the church
could discuss with better profit than
the big fight.

Hall says it is enough to make any
one indignant that the church should
waste its time over a probably harm-
less fight between two roughs. He as-
serts that he is the son of a clergy-
man and himself a member of the
Presbyterian Church.

"Yet," he says, "it makes me sick
to see the petty ineffective timeserv-
ing of the church organizations. When-
ever there is a real fight on against
a social or political evil the churches
are sure to be found dragging a red
herring aross the trail that leads up
to franhise grants and big business,
with a 'crusade' against some such
horror as Sunday saloons or playing
craps. They are doing it now in
Brand Whitlock's fight in Toledo. And
here when England is turned upside
down over Premier Asqulth's war
against poverty through the tax on
land held out of use, and even America
is awakened to the value of her lands,
the soul-destroyi- ng horseplay of two
bruisers.

"Verily, it must amuse Satan more
to watch the General Assembly of the
Church of God than to watch the
prize fight. I am not blaming the
churches. They need the support of
the rich and are doing their best to
keep alive. But business common
sense should show the churches that
the appeal to their women ought to
be not just to stop two men from joy-
ously hammering each other, but to
induce the members to utter their pro-
tests in their respective neighborhoods
in such a way that no foothold should
be afforded for the holding of land
idle and men idle in consequence."
