SOCIALISTS WILL

BE ONE FOURTH OF

NEXT REICHSTAG

(Special from United Press.)
Berlin, June 29. As the result of re

cent by-electi- to the Reichstag
which have shown an enormous in-

crease in the Socialist vote, leaders of
the Socialist party today authorized
the prediction that in the next gen-
eral election in 1911. fully one hundred
Socialist members of the Reichstag will
be elected and that approximately
forty per cent, of the entire electorate
will vote the Socialist ticket.

Owing to the fact that the distribu-
tion of seats places the constituencies
In the large cities at a disadvantage
compared with rural districts inas-
much as the latter contain from 13.000
to 20,000 electors while the town con-
stituencies contain from 50,000 to 10O,-0- 00

the Socialist party can never be
as numerically strong as it would be
if its strength were proportionate to
the total number of votes it cast.

There are 397 members of the Reich-
stag so if the Socialist prediction is
realized the party will have practically
one-four- th of the chamber and will be
in a position to exercise a tremendous
influence.-- That the prediction is not
a wild prophesy is shown by the fact
that already the government Is figur-
ing on a big increase in the Socialists'
representation and leading- - politicians
are discussing- - the trend of legislation
under the threatened changed condi-
tions.

In three of the recent ns

the Socialists captured seats in con-
stituencies that were not thought to
be seriously affected by the Socialist
propaganda. From 40 per cent, of the
electorate to a majority is only a short
step at the rate the Socialists are gain-
ing and the prediction is heard on
every hand that within 10 years the
Socialists will control the empire.

Washington Mann, an itinerant

watch repairer, hailing from South
Carolina, with Southern drawl and
typically frank manner of expression,
straightened himself to his full six feet
three inches in height and then bowed
low to Captain Arnold, at police head-
quarters this morning, as he bade the
head of the detective bureau fare-
well.

Mr. Mann became embarrassed finan-
cially yesterday and decided to save
the half dollar left in his treasury by
riding a freight instead of buying
pasteboards. He fared well enough
until he reached the East End yards
where a railroad policeman arrested
him for attaching himself to a car
without permission.

Today he told the court it was the
custom in his country for gentlemen
to carry "weepons" to protect them-
selves, and he believed he has a con-
stitutional right to do so. The court
took Mr. Mann's gentlemanly bearing
and apparent respectability into con-
sideration and set him free.

which was wrecked yesterday, though
heart-broke- n over the unfortunate
ending of the third cruise of the big
dirigible, is still undaunted and de-

clared today that he would begin at
once the construction or an airsnip
of half the size of the Deutschland
but which would be capable of carry
ing 40 Dersons.

General Manager Colesmann of the
airship company that is backing Zep
pelin said today:

"The most striking feature of yes
terday's trip was not the accident that
disabled the ship but the fact that she
was able to weather the storm for
ten hours. No airship of any other
type would have dared to ascend in
such a wind as we went up in and
certainly no other ship could have
gone through such a hurricane.

"The problem of navigating the air
in the worst possible weather has been
solved but the problem of alighting in
rough weather remains to be solved.
Our faith is still unshaken and we
will go ahead with our plan for aerial
passenger lines."

It developed today that one of the
members of the party of yesterday
named Hohenstein, who was tending
the motor in the aft car, became, pan
lc stricken when the balloon made its
est. Hohenstein fell into a tree top
and suffered severe internal injuries.
He was not discovered until three
hours later, until the attention of
spectators was attracted to the tree
top by Hohenstein's groans.

The remains of the Deutschland
were packed up today preparatory to
being shipped away. The Deutsch-
land cost $300,000 and the salvage will
amount to about $200,000. The rest
will be a dead loss.

At sunrise today 150 workmen be
gan removing the motors, trie other
machinery and the aluminum frame.
Throughout the night thousands of
persons visited the scene of the acci-
dent. Troops guarded the balloon
during the night.

This is the fourth accident to be
fall the airships of the aged aeronaut
and the public has at last lost confi-
dence in the practicability of airships
generally and of the Zeppelin rigid
type in particular.

The Deutschland was supposed to
represent the highest development in
airships and so perfect a machine was
it considered that the Hamburg.

McC. Bowyer, daughter-in-la- w of
Captain J. M. Bowyer, superintendent
of the naval academy, were found to-
day in the waters of the Severn.

The bodies were found close to-
gether and there is no doubt that the
midshipmen lost their lives trying to
save that of their companion who
could not swim and who. while the
three were bathing, had gotten out
into deep water on the side of the
bar. The location was about forty
feet from the place where the craft
In which they went sailing had been
anchored.

Mrs. Bowyer had been living in
Annapolis with her father-in-la- w

since the death of her husband, Jo-
seph Bowyer. She was one of the
most popular of the younger matrons
in the "navy set."

The regular quarterly report of
City Court Clerk George R. Burnes
for the months of March, April and
May, filed with the city auditor to-
day shows the net receipts for thequarter were only $3,541.63, about
half what they used to be two years
ago. Yet this is the most profitable
quarter of the last year. The three
preceding quarters were $2,829, $2,-66- 7,

and $3,313.
Clerk Burnes says the city court

suffered from the hard times as much
as any business enterprise. He be-
lieves many of the immigrants who
were accustomed to pay fines into
the city court returned to their native
ehores when work became slack.

The statistics included in the re-
port show that there were 843 cases
before the court during the lastquarter. Of these; 153 escaped pun-
ishment through judgments of not
guilty, or no nolles, and 97 more
were found guilty, but freed under
suspension of penalty. Of those con-
victed 307 went to jail, and 27 were
offenders whose crimes were so serious
that they were held for the Superior
court. The probation officers took
charge of 34.

The fines aggregate $1,012, the
costs $367, and the forfeited bonds
$986. The clerk of the Superior
court returned $523.13, the clerk of
the court of common pleas, $354.22,
and the jailer, $299.28.

Josephine Griffin, Nurse
Girl, Tells Court How She
Was Wooed by a Mar-

In a manner which attracted the

rtrlct attention of the court and won
the admiration of the spectators in
the cotrrt room. Miss 6eorgie sephine
Griffin, a nurse girl, resifiing in
Beardsley street, told Judge Scott in
the Common Pleas court, today, of
how William Hills, a gardener, residing
In this city, wooed and won her, and
then coldly jilted her. Miss Griffin
is suing Hills for $1,000 for breach of
promise.

In the complaint the plaintiff says
that in April, 1908, confiding in the

The defendant, the complaint
adds represented that he was unmar-
ried, but was then and is now a mar-
ried man.

Miae Hill, when questioned by. her
counsel, Attorney Robert Gould said,
that while living with her sister,
Mrs. Whiting of Reservoir avenue, in
3 903. she first met Hills, who was in
this city on a two months visit from
his home, in Washington. She of-

ten met hmi while attending the morn
In and evening services at the Baptist
church, and he occasionally walked
home with her. When he left Bridge-
port he went back to Washington.
