The advance in passenger rates already

inaugurated or to be inaugur
ated provide for . additional income
which the management estimates at
$1,060,000 per annum. This figure is
arrived at by taking the increased
rates and applying them to exactly
the same volume of traffic that was
handled on any given part of the sys-
tem during the., fiscal 12 months to
June 30. While naturally somewhat
theoretical, this calculation is the
only method by which the matter can
even be approximated.

But the New Haven officials expect
that the increased use of mileage
books . will be stimulated to a con-
siderable extent and that because of
this fact and also some possible loss
in traffic, a total of $860,000 increased
revenue is all that may be conserva
tively counted upon. This leaves up
wards of $600,000 which the road must
take from its net earnings to make
up the $1,500,000 Increase in their labor
bill.

This is a fairly respectable total,
equal to one-ha- lf per cent on the
capital stock and in connection with
the present .tendency toward decreas-
ed revenues is giving the management
some concern as to exactly what re
