When he reached police headquarters-Dr- .

Krause of the emergency hospital
looked him over and found that the
laudanum was too 'little to have af-
fected him seriously.

Fearful that he might make anotherattempt upon his life, the police strip-
ped him of his suspenders, necktie,
the call firemen's badge with its
stout pin clasp and a pocket knife be-
fore they led him to a cell.

Farley will be charged in the city
court tomorrow with forgery. Tt is
not likely however that the charge
of gaining money under false pre-
tenses will be substituted for the au-
thorities have already received frommany quarters pleas for leniency with

With the prospdet" of prison loom-
ing up before him he saw two de-
tectives and a special policeman en-
tering his borne to arrest him for
forgery, Charles Farley, a callman in
the Bridgeport Fire Department, and
the son of John Farley who for many
years conducted a barbershop in the
West End, tried to end his life with
dregs of a phial of laudanum this
forenoon. The detectives dashed the
stuff out of his hand, giving him. op-

portunity to drink only i a trifling
quantity. Later he was sent to a
cell in police headquarters, he was
stripped of his necktie and suspenders
and ofher belongings with which he
might ' fashion a device to end his life.Farley was tired of life, he said, un-
able to get steady work and in bad
health from excessive drinking.

Farley lives at 75 Clinton avenue,
with his wife, and three small chil-
dren. He has no trade, contenting
himself with securing laboring' work
from time to time. Of late work has
been so unsteady that he has found
himself destitute. His home, never
theless, has been the scene, of 'growl-
er parties' that led to ' complaints to
the police.

EARLY TODAY

Former U. S. Senator and New
York Governor Succumbs
After Long Illness

Last of Old Time Politicians
Who Made Democratic His
tory in the Empire State

(Special from United Press")
Albany, Oct. 20 Ex-Unit- ed States

Senator David B. Hill, died at his res-
idence, Woolferts Roost, at 3:45 this
morning.

For two weeks he had been ill with
a cold and complications. Last week
the Senator's condition became serious
but he had seemed to improve this
week and yesterday he was in good
spirits. '

Hill's age and the tax upon his
vitality, however,, brought about . a
sudden change during the night. TKe
only person in attendance at the time
of his death was the Senator's nurse.

Senator Hill's last public appearance
was in Elmira, several weeks ago,
where he made a speech in which hepleaded for a - return to "old timeprinciples of honesty in public life."It was believed at the time that heappeared very feeble, and the ravages
of age were very marked:

David Bennett Hill was the last of
the old line politicianos who madeDemocratic history in New Yorkwhen that party secured control ofthe State Government following the
famous stalwart and "half-bree- d Repub
lican ngnt, wmeh involved PresidentChester A. Arthur and Senator Ros-co-e

Conklin. He .was for years iri
absolute control of the Democraticparty organization in the State and
his bitter conflicts with the Grover
Cleveland organization finally cul
minated in Cleveland abandoning New
xorK state as nia home.

As a fighter, Hill had no superiors.
and, as in the case of all men of hisstripe..-- his. enemies were implacable
naters, while his friends' were idolworshipper. Hill, in the very height
or his- sway in this State, mas char
acterized by the close followers of
President Cleveland, as" a . "peanut
politician," and the country' at large
accepted this expression as represent
ing the man for many years.

Since he retired from active parti
cipation in political affairs, however,
Hill has been better understood. , Aa a
lawyer, he had. few equals.

Born in Havana. N. Y., on August
29, 1843, young Hill received an acad
emic education and then " moved to
Elmira, where, he studied law. ' Admit-
ted to the bar In' 1864. he at once
took an iinterest in- - politics and thatvery same year he was made City
Attornev of .Elmira. He wan a dele
gate to the Democratic National Con
vention of 1877 and from that time un
til 1900 he was a conspicuous figure
at the big gatherings of his party.

Hill was elected Mayor of Elmira
m 1882 and in the fall of 1S83 ne was
given second place on the State ticket.
headed by Grover Cleveland. As
Governor and Lieutenant Governor.
Cleveland and Hill were not in sym.
pathy. At the election of 1884. Cleve
land was chosen President of the Uni
ted States and when "he resigned as
Governor. Hill, under the constitution,
became Governor; Previous to that
time, , Hill had been - the permanent
chairman of the Democratic National
Conventions of 1877 and 1881 and it
was. no secret among his intimates
that he . was even then laying plans
to be elected President of the United
States. AH through his career, this
was the one (ambition of Hill and he
died, like other big figures in the par
ty, without having an opportunity to
eratifv that ambition.

It was that amomon mat Drougnt
the runture ' between Cleveland and
Hill. After succeeding to the Gov
ernorship, Hill at once seized thie par-
ty machine, in the State. When Cleve
land was defeated in 1888. Hill told
his friends that this was the end of
Cleveland control, and the fight be
tween Hill and Cleveland forces for
the delegates from New York to the
.National uonvenuun ui usij wa wag-
ed in the most: bitter fashion for the
following three, years. By means of
what has since been classed as the

llhanv smaD convention of 1892"
Hill got the delegates to the famous
Chieaeo Convention. He then made a
combination with Arthur' P. Gorman
of Maryland, whereby they were to
inin fnrr-- and defeat Cleveland.
"When the convention assembled, how
prpr it was found that uaniei jua--
mont and the western friends of Cleve
land had made a combination whereby
Cleveland had the votes needed to
nominate and Gorman aesertea in.
This! net of "treachery", as he term
ed it. embittered- Hill, and Bourke
Pncknn was delegated to make a
n..-- h nnminatiner Hill and denounc

'ner Cleveland. The Cockran speech
remains to this day the most remark
able ever made at a Democratic con--

Hill served as Governor or ,"vew
York from 1885 to 1891, when he was
eleftefl TTniter! States isenator ana
served in the latter position until 1897.
Although he fought Bryan in the con-

vention of 1896 and retired to his Al
bany home during that campaign
saying. "I am a Democrat still, very
still." he seconded the nomination of
Bryan in 1900. .

Since that
time, he has attenaea w i
of law and lived a quiet me at nis
country home here.

London, Oct. 20 For the first time

since his arrest on 'board the Mont-
rose, at Father Point, Que., Dr. H. H.
Crippen, the American doctor, this

'afternoon gave to the world his ver-
sion of the disappearance of Jiis Kite,
Belle Elmore, the" music hall sjngeis.
whom he is charged with murdering.

After sensational opening' state-
ments by his counsel, A. A. Tobin,
in which Tobin told the Jury of a
plot to smuggle Crippen safely from
the Montrose, Crippen himself took the
stand.

He made it clear immediately that
the defense will seek to prove that
Mrs. Crippen is not dead, but that she
fled to America, ostensibly to join
Bruce Miller, the Chicago" real estate
man, whose name Crippen mentioned
to Inspector Dew when the latter
questioned him. ,

Dapper and spruce as a dude, attir-
ed in the height of fashion, and . show-
ing no signs of nervousness, Crippen
had walked, briskly to the witness
stand.

CriDDfn first eave the jurors a. brief
outline of his early life and his med
ical career, both in the United (states
and England. "I knew that my wife
had been very friendly with Bruce
Miller," he continued,, "and I often
upbraided her .for corresponding' with
him., In 1904. Cora admitted ,to me

, that she was very fond of Bruce
Miller. I ceased with
her at that time, and our . relations
from then on were strained to the
bikkbish iMrfftt 'Stietsmeepatedly threat--
pried to leave me, telling me. that she
could go to America, to join Miller.
C last saw her on January 31, of this
year, and I believe that she fled to
America. .. - .

"To avoid scandal, I connected a
story of how she had gone to Ameri-
ca to attend to certain private busi-
ness of mine in California and that
while on her way cross the American
continent she ' had died and had been
incinerated there. I simply could not
face my friends with an admission
that my wife had deserted me.

"On the Monday night before I
wrote a letter, in her name,- - to the
Music Hall Guild, resigning her posi-
tion as .treasurer, Mr. and Mrs. Paul

" '' Martinetti came to our house for din- -
- ner. After they left my wife abused

roe for not paying her more atten-
tion and said: 'This is the finish of
jt. ' I won't stand it any longer. I
shall leave you tomorrow and you
will never hear of me again." I went
to business next morning and when
I went home, between 5 and 6 p. m.,
I found she had gone.

"After my wife disappeared, Miss
Leneve lived with me as my wife in
the Hilldrop Crescent home. I have
been intimate with her during the
past three years. I had frequently
visited hotels with her'but was never
away from home at i night.

"My firm belief is that my wife
went to Chicago to join Bruce Mil-
ler. He often sent her presents and
wrote her loving letters in some of
which be signed himself. With Love
and Kisses to Brown Eyes, Bruce'."

Crippen was questioned by Attor-
ney Tobin regarding the purchases he
made of liyoscin, the deadly poison,
which he is charged" with having used'to murder his wife. He declared that
he had never given his wife any poi- -

, fion. The hyoscin he swore, he, had
(riven in very small doses, to several
of his patients who had been suffer-
ing from nervous' disorders.

Crippen admitted that his wife had
a scar somewhat similar to that des-
cribed on the body said to be that
of his wife. He said she had carried
the scar for years. Crippen denied
not only that he knew the identity
of the body found in the cellar of his
Hilldrop Crescent home, but also that
he knew of any body in the cellar
for which he was brought back to
England under arrest.

The prisoner's admission of the scar
is considered important. .

CROWN CLOSES IN

CRIPPEN CASE
j

(Special from United Press.)
London, Oct. 20. The Crown clos-

ed at 1 o'clock this afternoon the
prosecution of Dr. H. H. Crippen, and
the dapper little American at once
prepared to take the, stand in his own
defense. It was expected that lie
would enter an emphatic denial to all
the charges. --

. There was a growing feeling about
tne courtroom when tne crown rest-
ed, that it had failed to make out a
strong case against Crippen. Thus
far, it had been unable to prove posi-
tively the identity of the sex of thebody found in the CrippeTi home. The
evidence for the Crown was a repeti-
tion of that brought out in the pre-
liminary hearings.

Barrister A. A. Tobin,' chief trial
counsel 'for Crippen, in opening forthe defense, declared it was his in-
tention to prove that the remains
found in the Crippen home were -- not
those of Mrs. Crippen. It is believed
the defense will seek to do this by

. proving- - that what- - was thought to
"lave been a scar on the body was
not a scar at all. It was by this scar
that the remains were sought to beIdentified as those of Mrs. Crippen.Dr. H. H- - Crippen took the stand
