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RILLED BY AMENDMENT.

For many years. the Senate has
smothered or shelved House bhills pro-
viding for the election of Senators
directly by the people Instead of
throush State Legislatures which are
too often purchasable or susceptible to
other Improper Influences, generally
corporate, The proposition has been
advoeated in many State platforms
and Is undoubtedly supported by a
heavy preponderance of public senti-
ment. but the *“Milionaires’ Club”, a
oharacterization often anplled to the
Serate and generally applicable, has
always been distrustful of the peorle
and dJdisinclined to confer the power
of directly choosing their Senatorial
representatives upon them. It is much
easier to buy or otherwise improperly
influence a Legislature than the people
of a State. Tnder direct elections,
there wouldn’t be =0 many millonaires
in the Senate, nor so many practicaly
direct representatives of *“the Inter-
ests™, and there would be at least a
chance that whenever the [ssue of
people ve. Interests came up. the for-
mer would hald a majority in the Sen-
ate, which has not been the case for
mMANY YeaArs.

A Houses bili providing for direct
Senatorial elections appeared In the
Senate @uring the present session.
The “Milllonaires’ Club™ did not dare,
in the present status of public senti-
ment, to shelve it. Recourse was had
to another method of killing the meas-
ure. It was loaded down with the
so-called Tutherland amendment which
was calculated to prejudice the Sena-
tors from the South against it a
design which has proved success"ul

That amendment placed the cont-ol of |
direct Senatorial elections In the hands |

of Congress: at present. the contro!
fs In the hands of the ftates. TUnder
the amendment, Congress would die-
tate the dates. manner and places of
elections: it mieht conform them to
State conditions. ‘or it might not. Tt
mirht even chanee*the suffrage quali-
fications, now obtalning in the severa'
States,

It iz better, much better, that the
bill is defeated. raiher than passed In

its amended form.
=

Congressman Hill s very confident
that the Canadian recirrocity agree-
ment will pags the Senate before Sat-
urday noon, and that. therefore. n»
extra sessilon will be called. But if
it should not be ac'ed upon. there is
now a virtual certaigty that President
Taft will call an session. having
already fixed the date as during the
first or second week of April

GOVERNOR PAYS
EULOGY TO THE
YOUNGER EDWARDS

Tablet Unveiled to Distin-
guished Connecticut
Churchman

New Haven, March 1.—Character-
izing Jonathan Edwards, the younger,
as the sca of the frst great man in
American literature and a man who
looked forward to a fuller and great-
er truth in religion, his excellency,
Simeon H. Baldwin governor of Con-
necticut, delivered Monday evening a
most glowing tha
most distinguished churchmen in the
history of this city. at United church,
where a tablet was unveiled in his
memory. The tablet to Jonathan Ed-
wards has bheen placed in the front
part of the church. the insecription on
it having “been written by Gov. Bald-
win. It was presented by Mr. ani
Mrs. Arthur Reed Kimball of Wa-
terbury,direct descendanis of Dr. Ed-
wards.

Gov. Baldwin's address. which was
in the nature of a biogzraphical sketch
touching also upon the church history
of New Haven about the time that
Dr. Edwards entcred the ministry,
throws a new light on the work of
the dis:inguished philologist, meta-
phy=sician and theolozian who dled
while president of Union college. The
|governor opened his address by stat-
ing that Jonathan Edwards, the eol-
der, was the first great man in Am-
erican literature. He adonted a pro-
fession then adorned by few of his
ancestors—the ministry, after gradu-
ating from Yale in 1720. His sec-
ond son ,bearing hiz father's name,
was devtined to follow him in a ca-
reer singularly similar. Both the
father and son became college pres-
idents eome time after their gradua-
tion from the universities.

Gov. Baldwin clagsed his address
with a brilliant tribute to the distin-
gui*hed pas or. That his theology
was on a par with the theology of tha
late Dr. Munger is the opinion of the
gOvVernor.

The service was presided over by
the Rev. Mr .Von Ogden Vogt, as-
sistant to the Rev. Mr. Robert C.

The tablet, whose material, orna-
mentation and lettering was chosen
with reference to the memorial art
predominating in Dr. Edward’s per-
iod, as well as to the architecture of
the church, is inscribed in the follow-
ing manner:

Which was afterwards
Merged in the
United Church
From 1769 to 1795
and later
President of Union College,
Philologist, Metaphysician,
Theologian.

He was one of the few
who inheriting a great
name, have given it fresh
luster by their own
achievemen's.

UNIFORM LAWS
FOR WEIGHTS
AND MEASURES

Sealer Maroney Will Present Or-
dinar.ce to New Haven
Aldermen

New Haven, March 1.—Speaking
yesterday of his recent trip to Wash-
ington, D. C., during which he attend-
c¢d the national convention of sealers
of weights and measures, Edward J.
Maroney, local sealer of weights and
measures, said:

“The convention wns held for the
purpose of perfecting. if possible, a
gystem of laws and a standardization
of weights and measures throughout
the United States. The men who :t-
tended the convention were chogen
from the different parts of the coun-
try, one from each state, by the bu-
reau of commerce and laber. There
were 73 men present, including some
shippers from wvarious states.

“The matter of the standardization
of weights of all crates, barrels antd
boxes received considerable attention.
In Connecticut, Ma=sachusetts and |
Rhode Island the welght of a bar-
rel of potatoes is 172 pounds, while in
New York s:ate it s 174 pounds.
These are what is known as mongrel
weights. There ghould be in a pota-
toes either 169 pounds or 170 pounds,
and to have laws pa-sed in the var
-fous states making the weight uni-
form was one of the points brought
forward.

“Representative Mann of Chicagn,”
continued the speaker, "“will intro-
duce in Congress a measure provid-
ing that all crates boxes, barrels and
packages, be marked on the outside
with the weight of their contents or
with their nuumerical contents. Uni-
form legislation with regard to loaves
of bread was also considered by the
convention. I have in my office an
ordinance on this matter which {a
considered a very good one and on=
which I will have presented to thes
local board of aldermen for action. It
concerns the size of the loaves of
bread that are put out by the local
bakers. I have communliecated with
State Representative Johnson of Man-
chester, who has already introduced a
similar measure in the QOeneral As-
sembly of Connecticut, acking him to
attach the provision to his bill 8o that
it will become a state law. 1t is &
fact that right here in New Haven
there is a great discrepancy between
the larger loaves of bread; in some
cases there is as much as six ounces
difference between them. A per-
son receives more for his money bi
buving two five cent loaves of brea
than by buyving a ten cent leaf. 1t is
to cure this discrepancy that there
is need of a uniform law.

“The matter of meters, gas, wa-
ter, electric and taximeters, was al-
so0 dwelt on and it i proposed to
place the e¢are and supervigion of
these under the charge of the sealer
of welght= and measures. Dr Strat-
ton of Washington has eommunicat-
ed with Alderman Morrissey of this
citv, who some time azo presented a
measure covering these matters to the
local board of aldermen.”

“Retiring! Me retire? Well I
should say not,” he promptly replied.

“You may not realize it, but 1 enjoy
my work better than anything else.”
