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THE MUNICIPAL
OWNERSHIP BILL

¢ Further light was thrown upon the
attitude of the Genernl Assembly and
of the dominant party therein toward
tha cities which are so important a
part of the Commonwealth, when the
General Assembly once again refused
to Bridgeport the right to produce its
own water, gas, and electric llght,
ghould It desire to do so, following a
vote by the people. The bill was
heard by the committee on citles and
boroughs of which Senator Bartlett
§= chairman. It was Senator Bart-
latt who reported the bill unfavorably
to the Sensate, in behalf of the com-
mittee, saying that he beliaved such
powers should not be given to the
city which has honored him with
place and preferment. That is Mr.
Bartlett does not believe that the
people of Bridgeport should have the
right to detegmine for themselves
whether thev will supply their own
gas and water and electric light, or
whether they will remaln in bondage
to private monopolies. ;

The government of Copnecticut has
long been dominated by a group of
men whose business it 1s to see that
the powers of the public services of
Connecticut are not diminished, nor
their opportunities for profit de-
creased. QGovérnment by and for the
people has been replaced with gov-
ernment by and for monopoly.

The Legisiature has granted to pri-
vate interests, free of charge, enor-
mously valuable rights in the streets
of Bridgeport and other cities. It
has then fefused to restrain the gread
of the Noldérs of its valuable gifts,
either through its own agents are by
suitable powers granted to the several
cities.

In many stategz the franchises of
corporatiof$, ars Latrictly limited In
time. The expiration of the franchisae
§s= made an occasion for renewal of
the franchise on much more favor-
able terms, or for its municipaliza-
tion. But in Connecticut fran-
chises are perpetual In other
state thHe right to regulate rates
of public services monopdlies is
vested in tha cities which are served
by them. But in Connecticut no such
right exists except in the legislature
which refuses to exercise It, or to
create a tribunal by which it may be
exercized. In other states the laws
are drawn so that clitles may readily
engage in the production of water.
gas or electric lighting, but not so in
Connecticut, where the laws are
drawn, with great partiality to make
such a course exceedingly difficuit,
and where they are maintained as
drawn by political placemen, lobby-
§sts and others whose only interest in
the electors is at the moment when
their ballots are being cast.

THE INVESTIGATION OF THE
CITY ENGINEER'S OFFICE.

The Investigation of the office of
the city engineer bidas fair to continue
for some time. The results that will
be attained by it are of course un-
known. But the evidence that has
been introduced not only does not
taint the engineer with Incompetence,
Lot actually exhibits him in a most
Tavorable light, as a skillful, careful
mnd prudent officer. The Connecticut
Company made ceriain changes of
grade. It was alleged that these
changes were made necessary by the
4ncompetenca of the engineer. But
tihe servants of the company, who
tiad charge of the work, testified that
thie conditions were such as were
usually met in such work. Moreover

ard depth, a condition that no one
could have forseen.

It appeared distinetly In the matter
of the Livingstone Place sewer, that
the sewer was not extended bheyvond
the point authorized by the council
end it appears equally certain that
the gradé of the sewer is correct. Tn
the matter of the curb and gutter up-
on this street, the chief witness testi-
fed that hia dissatisfaction is based
upon the fact that the grade ordered
By the Common Council is not the
grade he would have preferred.

The investigation is not over. it
khould be fair, open, free and com-
plete. But until facts are adduced
enewing wrong doing the judgment of
the public should be suspended.

INSURANCE.

Much stress has been lald in some
publicationg upon the fact that the
Btate Capital at Albany, which was
gutted by fire, yesterday, was not in-
gsured. as if thiz were in some way
remarkable. Insurance is vaiuable
and necessary to those who are not
financially strong enough to lose prop-
erty which might be destroyed oy
fire. PBut since insurance is usually
e private enterprise, conducted at a
profit, it is, in the long run, costly,

Most of the great
railroads the country carry their
own insurance, in whole or 'in part
Many cities carry their own insurance
gn public buildings. During any con-
siderable period of time it will be
found that the losses upon property
owned by a state, a city, or a great
corporation, which will be destroved
by fire will be less than the amount
that will be paid in premiums during
an equal period. Hence it was econo-
my for the State of New York to
carry its own insurance on its capitol
But this course is open, to those only
who are not likely to suffer by fire
beyond their financial power to en-
dure the utmost loss that might come
to them.
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A BROBDIGNAGIAN CONFLICT.

The squabble in which Senator
Judson, House Leader Banks and Col.
Ullman of New Haven are involved
ought to be profitable to those who
can stand the noise and the odor.
Here are three statesmen than whom
scarcely an¥ have more power in
Connecticut as matters now are, and
they wrangle like angry fishwives,
passing epithels without eonsideration
for the ears of their nelghbors. The
occasion for this dissonance is petty.
There are two candidates for judge
of the City Court in New Haven. The
Judiclary committee endorgsed one of
them to the exclusion of the other.
The Senate, after weighty argument.
gave its approval to the other. The
conflict was then launched in the
House when Banks charged that
somebody else had said that Senator
Judson was a betrayer. Since Col
Ullman was for one of the candidates

‘and not for the other he had a con-

versation with Banks, and came out
saying that he had been called *“a
dirty Jew,"” which, of course, was not
pretty language.

ANCESTOR OF
HORSE FOUND
IN NEW YORK

Workmen Unearth Skull of Fos-
sil Animal Believed to be
4,000 Years, of Age

New York, March 20.
The gkull of a Hipparion Gracile, 2

fossil horse somewhat smaller than th:
Asiatic ass, which lived In the plio-
cene period, 4.000 years ago, and whick
geologists say was the ancestor of the
modern horse, was unearthed yester-
day morning at Park and Duane Sts
by workmen excavating for the new
Brookiyn-New York subway loop. The
bones ‘were found at sea level, twenty-
two feet down, and were buried in :
stratum of solidified black swamp mud
The discovery is regarded as unusual
since never before has the skeleton of
an extinct member of the horse famil:
been found so far north as this State

Father L. J. Evers, pasior of St. An-
drew's Church, who formerly was ar
instructor in zoology and geology ir
Notre Dame University, in Indiana
identified the bones, fitted them togeth-
er and proved they belonged to the«
framework of a hipparion which roam-
ed Manhattan Island long before the
day of man. That the bones are
those of a modern horse, or of anv
other animal that lives to-day, is out
of the question. A reporter visited
the shed of the Bradley Contracting
Company, where the bones were take:
and examined them closely.

When the skull had been fitted to-
gether it was seen the animal had tw«
full sets of teeth. One set was at the
mouth opening, made up of sharp in-
cisors, which the modern horse does
not have, and the other set was far-
ther back in the mouth, consisting of
more than twentiy-two bi~ flat mo-
lars in each jaw. In the frong set
theére are about nine teeth to each
jaw, upper and lower. Between the
two sets is an open space in the mouth
about five jnches Ilong. The skull
from lips to crown, meastures twenty-
three inches, whereas the average
length of the head of a modern horse
is five inches longer.

The teeth and bony framework of
the skull were almost perfectly pre-
served and the jaws fitted together to
a nicety. In every detail the skull fol-
lowed the description of the hipparion,
as mentioned in Le Conte's *“Studies
in Geology,” which Father Evers show-
ed the reporter.

“I don’'t think there is any doubt
those bones belonged to a happarion,”
gaid Father Evers. “I wouldn't say
that {f I had not been, before I enter-
ed the priesthood, a student and
teacher of geology. The discovery
really is important, because the hip-
parion, the great-grand-daddy of all
horses, never has been unearthed so
far north before. Usuzally its bones
have been found in the upper mio-
céne rocks of North America, in the
southern part of the TUnited States,
and in the pliocene deposits of north-
ern Africa, Asla and Europe.”

“Was this hipparion similar to the
modern horse, except for its size and
the double sets of teeth?” was asked. -

**No, its neck was about a foot long-
er, its hips sloped downward and it
had three toes., instead of the hoof
of the horse. Those toes grew togeth-
er with the succesgive ages, until at
last they became the splint legs
found in the lower part of a horse's
legs to-day."

Father Evers also explained that the
spot where the bones were found
all probability was a pond 4.000 vears
ago. Manhattan was not an island,
then, he said, for the North River was
only a stream, and all Manhattan was
made up of swamps and sea ponds,

That would account, he added. for the!

strange, solidified mud
bones were found.
The workmen later in the day un-
covered part of the skull of another
animal much smaller, and it is expect-
ed to-day many other bones of that
animal and the hipparion will bs found

During the Ilast
iscal year, only 14 per cent, of those
wpplying were finally enlisted in the
nilitary service, In 58 main recruit-
ng stations, 94,121 men applied for en-
istment, of which 78,777 were rejected,
Of the 15344 accepted at the recruit-
‘ng stations, 2,387 were later rejected
it the recruiting depots. These fig-
ires do not include the vast number,
probably several hundred thousand, it
‘e estimated, who were rejected with-
yut examination by the reecruiting of-
ficers at all the stations, These in-
‘lnde men of obvious physical defects,
men plainly under or over age, and
others who bear the stamp of immor-
ality or trampdom. No record is kept
>f these rejections,

It has been the experience of the
arimy recruiting officers that applica-
tions for enlistment are increased by
any series of events which bring the
army into prominence, especially if it
seems likely that there will be oppor-
tunity for feld service, The most
extensive increases, however, appear
when volunteers are called out. Not
only are clvillans more attracted to
volunteer organizaticns than the reg-
ulars, but also, a greater proportion
are accepted, because the examination
of applicants is not nearly so .rigid
and searching. The regular recruit
examiners are experts, trained to de-
tect every imperfection in the physique
of health of applicants.

DEVELOPMENT OF WIRELESS
TELEPHONY FROM MOVING

TRAINS ON UNION PACIrIC

Dr. Frederick H. Millener, of Oma- |
ha, Neb., experimental electrician of!
the TInion Pacific railroad, has recent-
lv described his experiments in wire-
less telephony from moving trains.

“Wireless telephony,” he said, “from
a moving train is more than a prac-
tical probability, and within a year or|
so it will be a feature of the daily op-|
eration of trains on the Union Pacific. |
If we save one fruit train from freez- |
ing it will pay for practically the;
whole cost of installation. It will
make travel safer and with properly
constructed wireless stations there will
be no chance of failure.

“pPwo of these wireless stations will |
be established, one at Sidney, Neb., |
and the other at Cheyenne, Wyo,, 103 |
miles apart, where the line is a sgin-|
gle track. We expeet to keep up!
communication with moving trains|
between these stations and others that|
are 10 be established, |

“We have discovered, through our|
experiments that wireless waves will |
follow the direction of the rails far-
ther than in any other direction and|
more closely. It is well known that|
they will follow a stream of water |
or metallle conductors better than
they will pass over wooded country!
or even a trecless plain, and that
thess waves work better in stormy
weather than when the skies are clear. |

OCCUPATIONAIL DISEABES.

The report of the Illinois Commis-
sion on QOcecupational Diseases, recent-
Iv made, is an important contribuiion
to the literature of industrial hygiene,
according to an editorial in The Jour-
nal of the American Medical Associa-
tion for March 25. While other States
have made some inguiry into indus-
trial accidents, Illinois is the first
State 1o take up the study of indus-
trial diseases. The commission has
had only ten months in which to work,
but has submitted an epoch-making
report. Limited time and funds made
it necessary for the commission to re-
atrict its work to poisonous trades,
those studled being the lead trades,
brass and zinc trades and trades In-
volving exposure 1o carbon monoxid.
The report on the lead trades shows
that lead poisoning is probably the
most important Industrial disease to
be found in Illinois. Twentv-eight
trades in which lead polsoning oceurs
were found, including painting, plumb-
ine. making of storage batteries, man-
ufacture of paints, polishing cut glass,
handling of lead-colored wall papers,
ete. In one Illinols factory employ-
ine 142 men, partial inspection show-
ed twenty-five suffering from lead
poisonng. In a factory employing
ninetyv-four men, 20 per cent. were
poisoned.

The report on the brass
showed that brass founder's ague
comparatively common except in well-
foundries, Only four out
of elzhty-nine foundries visited were
found to be free from this disease.

1,761 brass founders, only seventeen
were over 50 years of age. Carbon
monoxid poisoning eéxists in steel
works, belng due to exposure to gases
generated during smelling, An ex-
amination of 240 workmen in steel
plants showed most of them to be in
poor physical health and deficlent in
muscular power. Blood examinations
in sixty-eight cases showed abnormal
blood conditions in practically all,

The work of the commission was
necessarily limited, but it is hoped
that the Legislature will auithorize a
continuance of this work, which is of
great importance to the laboring men
of the State.
