'The Roman Catholic Church in
France seems to have found encour-
agement in the Conseil d'Etat, the
highest ""tribunal in . the state. A few
weeks ago an attempt was made to
deprive the French cure of bis tradi-
tional title, but the decision of the
Cour de Cassation, which held that
he had no legal right to it after the
passing of the Separation act, was up-
set by the Conseil d'Etat. And now
the Mayor of Sammedon, small coun-
try commune, who sought to prevent
the customary processions to the cem-
etery on Palm Sunday and All Saints
has also been overruled by the Con-
seil d'Etat, Nvhich holds that the May-
or has overreached his authority un-
der the Separation act, which safe-
guards local traditions and feelings,
always provided that no breach of
the peace is caused by religious pro-
cessions.

ing. He chose the latter course, and,
fearing that we might advise him not
to go to the Antarctic, and consider-
ing it his duty to take the response
bility on himself alone, he decided

-- Tiot to tell any of us who had assisted
him with the preparations for the
North Polar expedition about his new
decision. And in this he was perhaps
right. As for myself, I must admit
that if I had known of his plan be-
forehand I might possibly have warn,
ed him against going south, for fear
that it would be too hard a strain
upon a man first to go on a trying
South Polar expedition and then
straight away to a drift voyage across
the North Polar Basin, calculated to
last at .least five or six years. I
have never heard of any plan ap-
proaching it, and although my opin-
ion Is that Amundsen, if anybody, is
the very man to carry out such a gi-

gantic task, I should not have cared
to have taken the responsibility of en-
couraging him."
