GOV. BALDWIN AND
I VIEWS ON TEACHING

The institutions of Democracy, im-

perfect as they are, run so smoothly
that - they seem almost to operate
themselves. " The Governor is a func-
tionary whose purpose seems, to the
outside glance, to be attendance upon
public occasions to give an ornamen-
tal look to things. But sometimes a
man gets elected to the office who
brings home to the public mind
something" of its real importance.
Such a one is Governor Baldwin, at
once the civil head of the State, the
commander in chief of its "military
forces, and the nominal, if not the
actual head . of its system of educa-
tion. The Governor's address before
the Connecticut Association of Publio
School Superintendents is commend-
able for its brevity and common sense.

He makes it a prime qualification
that teachers should speak and write
good English and surely such teach-
ers will transmit some portion of their
knowledge to their pupils, and they
who are founded in a sound knowl-
edge of a great language, and who
have acquired the art .of reading will
never lack an education. Indeed those
who read, and who continue through-
out life to read, will be the only per-
sons who can be -- said to have ac-

quired a broad- - education, though
practice and habit may specialize
them well enough in some one matter,
or two.

Sound also is the Governor's advice
not to lay too much stress upon the
result of examinations. Life is not
made up of "test" days, but of re-

quirements to be faithfully perform-
ed each and every day. Often that
child who makes a poor appearance
on an examination paper later makes
an excellent appearance in the
world's business. ;

,
And not toxattempt to ' teach too

much is good advice. Something must
be left to the future and to the in-
telligence of the pupil.

We do not take this to be a plea
for the limitation of the curriculum
in public schools, but merely an argu-
ment in favor of teaching thoroughly
whatever is taught.

The theory behind the public schools
is that the good of the State requires
the individuals composing the State
to have an education.

To receive the fullest benefit for
its enormous educational outlay the
State must have regard for two
things.

The first , is to see that the schools
afford a sound education in elementals
for the great mass of those who, be-
ing without exceptional capacities,
will come to be as most of us are,
the ordinary average men and women.

The second is to see that the curri-
culum is broad enough to attract su-
perior minds, and extraordinary abil-
ities, by a display in some degree of

He is ambitious to have a neet of
scout ships along the Atlantic coast
and another along the Pacific coast.

Mr. Carey looks upon sea scouting
as of importance to Americans, and
believes that if American boys can be
aroused to an interest in the sea, there
will be a greater chance for the de-
velopment of our merchant marine.
Aside from that phase, however, he
thinks that his scout ship, called the

are to be occupied by boys, and one
by their scout master, Mr. Stanley
Cady. There will be three small pa-

When at an-
chor in suitable places the boys will
have boat practice and boat games,
with swimming, diving, etc. While at
sea they will be divided Into watches
and taught as much practical sailing
and navigation as possible.

Nor are his views as a citi
zen of much value in a matter in
which his professional duty is to repre
sent the opinions of his employer.
