TH.E EIGHT HO'UR BILL.

Elphhled by the Cclnm!uee Chair-

man Who Reported it to the
s House.

(By C. H. Tavenner, Special Corres-
. pondent of the KFarmer.)
Washington, Deec. 20—Congresamain

William B. Wilson, of.Pennsylvania,
who is chairman of the Labor Com-
mittee in the Hotise, proved more than
a match for some of the ablest debat-
ers on the Republican side, including
Congressman Dalzell, of Pennsylvala
Canno and Mann, of Illinois and oth-
ers, when they sought to point out
weaknesses in 'the bill through which
he hopes to extend the application of
the eight hour law as it applies to
work done for the government.

Mr. Wilson explained the purpose of
his bill as designed to enlarge the
present law in “carrying the eight
hour principle to all battleships con-
structed for the government, whereas
now only some of them are so cons
structed. He also explained that his
bill was meant to limit the hours of
work on armor plate bought by the
government to eight, and to extenad
the law to any work done for the
government, except when materials
for such work are of the sort that
gmy be purchased in the open mar-

et.

“The extention of the eight hour
law in government work necessarily
is a gradual process,” said Mr. Wil-
son. “Several laws have been passed,
and practice has shown that each waa
lacking in some important particular.
Under the act of 1892, for iInstance,
the eight hour law was made to ap-
ply to all work done on public works
of the United States, and the inter-
pretation which has been pla.ced up-
on that law by the courts is entire-
ly different from that which was in-
tended by the law making body. Con-
gress intended that the law should
embrace all work done for the govs
ernment, regardless of whether it was
performed upon goveérnment property.
The Attorney General held, however,
that the law applied only to that work
performed on property owned by the
United States, and necessarily this ex-
cluded from the application of the law
a vast amount of strictly government
worke

“The purpose of the present bill is
to make the law read that the eight
hour day shall apply to all work -done
for the government, regardless of
where it is pertormed except on con-
tracts for transportation by land or
water, and the transmission of intel~
ligence."

Several of the Republicans ques-
tioned Mr. Wilson closely as to wheth-
er his bill wouldn't extend the law
to all labor engaged in the produec-
tion of materials out of which the fin-
ished product wused in government
work is made. He met all their ques-
tions successfully.

“PDo not decorate your Christmas tree
with paper, cotton, or any other in-
flammeable material. Use metallie tin-
sel and other nonsinflammable decora-
tions only, and set the tree securely
so that the children in reaching for
things cannot {ip it over.

“Tdo not use cotton t{o represent
snow. If you must have snow use
asbestos fiber.

* Do not permit children to light or
relight the candles whi'e parents are
not present. They frequently set fire
to their clothing instead. The tree it-
self will burn when needles have be-
come dry.

“Dop not leave matches within reach

of children at holiday time. Cand es
are meant to be lighted, and if the
children can get matches they will ex-
perimeut “lth them. They imitate
their elders.’

Does the sale of the Ontario & West-
ern and the sub-leasing of the elec-
tric and gas companies indicate any
desire on the part of the New York,
New Haven & Hartford railroad to
be sure, in few of possible hard
times, of a fixed revenue from sub-
sidiary companies?

President Mellen's answer was:

“The sa'e and lease simply indicate
