DIVULGE MURDERER

Greenwich Tragedy Said to be
Quickly Clearing Up Through
Confession

Three Suspects Tell Name of
Fourth Man, Who Escaped

. After Slaying

Greenwich, Jan. 21 It was announc
ed today that the three Italians ar-
rested here on the suspicion that they
might know something of tihe mur
der of Joseph Taylor, a contractor,
had confessed that they knew who
did the shooting: and were with theman at the time. This confession issaid to have been made to the Statepolice by the men wtho were locked otp
in the county jail at Bridgeport.

The men are alleged to have said
that the cause of the murder was theobjection Taylor had to tihe Italianspaying attention to. his daughters. On
the morning of the murder the four
men ere said to have met Taylor who
was on his way to work and to have
spoken to him. He made no reply
and other remarks were made. Then
one of the men made a motion as to
pn'l a revolver and Taylor started, to
run for home. WThil Taylor was
running, the fourth man is alleged to
have, fired the fatal ahofc. The State
polite have a good description of the
fourth man and are now searching few
him.

The men held at the jail are Frank
TJWmello, aged 22; Natalie Biotndl, 27,
and Dominic Dimesse, lfl. They were
brought here by State Policeman
Frank Virelli, who took them into
ouistody at Greenwich a week ago last
Thursday.

ters where she was confined until In-
vestigator Alexander Morrissey could
take' her strapped to Lakeview? Who
were the fur-coate- d- individuals who
appeared on Sunday at the Lakevie
Home, and admitting that she was a
woman of high standing in Brooklyn,
and after asking thst the matter be
kept as quiet as possible had her piac
eXL under the' care of competent nnrs- -

York? Uhese are the questions which
have been agitating certain officials
of the department amce 1t was learn
ed that she had been taken from Lake
view ' home.

The woman was first observed by
clerks in the store when she rushed
wild-eve- d and staring into the store.
As she became violent and attempted
to - break articles about the counter,
the police were summoned and tender
the direction of Dr. M. J. Greenstein
and a number of the police whom she
fought bitterly she was conveyed to
.the padded cell. . 'At the suggestion of the physicfans
it was decided to take her to Lakeview
Home. Investigator Alexander Morris-se- v.

at home in bed. was summoned
by telephone and attempted to take
her away without strapping, but so
vicious did she become, that the use
of straps, became necessary. , "It was
one of the worst cases I have ever
had," said that official when questioned
about the occurrence today. "She was
a beautiful women, bearing every
mark or refinement; and well dressed,
but she was a raving maniac."
' Placed in solitary confinement at
the home, it was but a few hours be
fore two well dressed gentlemen, re-
fusing to divulge their identity appear
ed at police headquarters stating that
they rtad been summoned from Brook
lyn to aid their sister, whom they in
ferred to be the sister or wife of , a
large cigarette manufacturer of New
York. When closely pressed for de
tails by the officer at the desk, they
became uncommunicative and said
they would . hurry- - to Lakeview where
she was. -- ' '

At that institution one of them after
much persuasion left the name of "Ma- -
Tilda. Khaurey" with the supennten
dent, and stated that the woman was
suffering' from the result of a recent
illness and the probable over-us- e of
morphine. As her mental condition
had improved sufficiently to permit of
her removal to Jfew York yesterday.
she was permitted to depart in the au
tomobile furnished for her and was
placed upon a. Pullman car by those
who had arranged for her conveyance
to a sanitarium in New York.

Much mystery was thrown about the
affair by the desire of the men to
know where she had been living here
and whether a large amount of money
had been found on her person when
brought to. headquarters. That she
nad a room in the vicinity and had
been treated for a week or so by lo
cal physicians became known at a
later date, but evidence tending to dis-
close her identity had been removed
this morning. ' '

Hartford, Jan. 21 Tho deadlock that

has existed between the House and
Senate, since the first meeting of the
Legislature two weeks ago, was brok-
en today when the House unanimously
adopted the compromise resolution as
to membership of the 35 joint commit-
tees. Its unanimous adoption in
the House followed a bitter fight in
the Republican cauouo this morning,
when, by a vote of 61 to 54, the Re-
publicans decided to support the meas-
ure.

The caucus row wes a bitter one.
Advocates of the compromise were led
by Representative Hall of Willington,
and opponents of the measure were
marshaled under Representative Healy
of Windsor Locks,- who is affiliated
with the so-call- Roraback wing of
the G.'o. P. The debate was caus-
tic; and rather personal at . times, By
amaJority of seven the resolution
prevailed when the caucus voted.

The resolution was brought up in
the Hojtse when it met at 11:15 o'clock.Representative Hall moved its adop-
tion and it was carried unanimously.

The breaking of the deadlock by theadoption of this compromise resolution
is regarded as a victory for the Dem-
ocrats, under Leader William Thorns,
of Waterbury. and progressive Repub
licans, under Representative Hall. The
resolution, as adopted, provides that
the 35 joint committees shall each .con-
sist of twelve members, three from
the Senate and nine from the House.
. In representation on these commit-
tees, two of the Senators shall be
Democrats and one a Republican; five
of the House members will be Republi-
cans and four. Democrats. This willgive each party an even number onvery Joint committee.

The resolution adopted today came
from the committee of the House and
the committee of the Senate. Repre-
sentative Healy waa supposed to have
been ia fs,vor of in committee, butwtn 4t twos brought to the floor of
the House last week, he voiced strong
opposition. This made necessary the
G. O. P. caucus of this morning.

Immediately after adopting the reso-
lution, the House adjourned until 11:15
o'clock Thursday. Speaker Webster,
of the House, and President Pro Tern
Landers of the Senate, will get togeth-
er 'in the meantime and prepare the
committee memberships for announce-
ment Thursday morning.

With the appointment of these com-
mittees, tthe Legislature can get down
to real business

Central, owned by the New Haven in-
terests, maintained excessive rates
from Inland points to Stockton Springs,
where the Bull line steamers berth,
and thereby prevented them from get
ting business.

Both this line and tne Canadian .Pa
cific, he said, Tefused to treat with hiscompany although both prorated with
the Maine Steamship Co., controlled by
the New Haven road.

Bull heartily endorsed Chairman
Alexander's suggestion that a law en
forcing all carrier lines that made a
prorating agreement to file a copy
with the interstate commerce commis
sion and to offer the same contract to
all who want to make it.

These rate pooling combines exist all
over the country, the witness said, ef
fectually preventing any outside com
petition.

The new pastor comes of a well
known Connecticut family.

The pas
tor's father.-Edwa- rd M. Uallauaet pur
sued the great work and became pres-
ident of the Deaf Mutes college main--
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REV. H. D. GAMiATJDET '

tained under government auspices "in
Washington, D. C. A year ago he re-
signed1 his duties there and returned to
Hartford, to live. His father's broth-
er, the late Dr. Thomas Gallaudet was
well known as rector of St. Anne's
New York. Only recently a chapter
house was erected m his memory by
this parish. Dr. Gallaudet conducted a
mission for deaf mutes which attract
ed great attention.

' Rev. Herbert D. Gallaudet complet-
ed his academic course at Yale, in 1898.
and for a year afterward studied in
the Free Church college m Edinbor
ough. Then he completed his studies
in the Union Theological seminary,
and was ordained in the Presbyterian
church in Washington, D. C, in 1903.
He spent two years fraught with most
unusual experiences, in the mountains
of North Carolina where he had a
mission of 15 miles square. Thence
he went to Boston where for fiveyears he was the assistant pastor of
the Central Congregational church,
under the pastorate of Rev. John H.
Dennison. The latter was seriously ill
for the last two years and the work
of the church fell almost entirely upon
Mr. Gallaudet.

Mr Gallaudet and his family, re-
moved to this city in November. Mr.
Gallaudet married three years ago. a
daughter of the late A. M. Youngs,
the traction promoter, at Pine Or
chard, Conn., the Youngs' summer
home. The new pastor took no prom-
inent part in Yale athletics, but the
name has been to the fore in this
part of the college activities through
his brother, Edson F. Gallaudet who
was among the best oarsmen of Yale.
He coached the Yale crews captained
by Fred Allen in 1899 and 1900.

Rev. Mr. Gallaudet was a member
of the Prom committee while in Yale,
and was elected deacon of his class
in connection with Y. M. C. A. work
in Dwight hall. He was a member
of Beta Phi and Pei TJpsilon and was
tapped for Skull and. Bonee.
