"The college . man cannot . show too
much interest in" politics and states-
manship," said the governor, "and
there is eminent cause for congratula-
tion in' the fact that the college man
is showing a more dominant tendency
to' enter the" political arena. There is,
need, still, of more practical politi
cians, from- college circles,- graduates
who take, an active part in the gov
ernment, not parlor politicians, ,who
evolve splendid theories which never

"College men should ' regard ' it as
their duty to take part in the. govern
ment, nor for a monetary considera
tion, because there is. not enough in
it to pereua-d- men in that direction:
but because it is the duty of every cit
izen to take part in government.

A public ( Office,, however, he
thought should not be a. means of ex-

REV. MR. BARNES

SPEAKS ON PRAYER

Local Advent Preacher is Speaker
At Advent Convention

. At ihe convention of the Advent
Christians in Springfield yesterday the
Rev. Irving Fx Barnes of this city,
among other things said, that above
all. he wanted to be practical with
the subject of prayer. It is a prac-
tical subject and has a practical . ap-
plication to. life. He said that p'ray-e- r

is the greatest thing God has "given
us, because it is the power behind "the
hand that moves the world. But in
order for prayer to be real, it must
come bubbling right but of the heart
in whatever language and rhetoric
that happens to clothe, it, and must
be persistent aijd unswerving in faith.
Some preachers say that men should
pray only believing fully th'at God
will answer. It doesn't matter what
style of prayer or whether one puts
himself fully into Jt, but only that he
should go through the motions with
faith that God will do the rest. Those
preachers say that after all there is
little real reason to expect that God.
will answer outright, but the action- - is
a fine spiritual exercise for mortals
anyway..- Rev. Mr. Barnes condemn-
ed this attitude heartily.

Mr. Barnes believes that this is an
age for work, and that works count,
but little of present-da- y work has
enough supernatural , aid such as
righteous prayer will bring. Some
people try to enlist .this supernatural
aid, but they really do not pray. They
merely "say" prayers ,or "make"
them or - "offer" them, whereas the
Christian who reaches out for God
actually prays without fjirbelows or
fancies. The power of God is just
as strong to-d- ay as ins the days of the
prophets, and miracles are performed
to-d- ay just as truly as was the blind
man made to - see. There are hun
dreds of instances where the power of
uoa has shown itself in changing the
characters of individuals, in moving
whole cities to action and in actually
freeing men from physical affliction.
But, in order that - prayers may be
effective, they must be' lived. A man
who is known as a hypocrite in. private
life might stand in a pulpit and vo-
ciferously shout prayer words, with
absolutely no effect. If he would
have' people "hear him and be reach--,
ed - by him, he must live a prayerful
life. But, above all,-- the man who
prays must feel " his --utterances from
his Very soul. He must be reaching
out for God and must have the in-
wrought spirit of God. That is thetrumpet eafl. to prayer.
