London, Jan. 3,—The Liberal Party,

which recently celebrated the esighth
anniversary of its return to power,
now has the honor of leading the af-
fairs of the British Empire for a4 16ng-
er consecutive period than any party
for nearly a hundred years. Fremier
Asguith has now been in eflice for
over flve and a half years, and in
April next, If his government survives,
he will approach the record of Lord
galisbury, whose second term of office
lasted just sever vyears.
