Broker For De Luxe Editions
Of Books Is Found Guilty of
Mammoth Swindle.

"Col.! William. J. Hartley ,once a
dapper and familiar .figure In the
streets of Bridgeport has been found
guilty in the Federal coftrt at New.
York city of using the mails to de-
fraud hooklovers inJ the United . States

of more than $7,600,000 in the last
Ave years. Hartley with James J.
Farmer - and William Dunn were tried
together on the same charge, the Jury
finding Hartley and Farmer guilty,
and freeing Dunn. Immediately after
the- verdict was announced James R.
Ely, counsel for Hartley, made a mo-
tion- for a new trial. Jiudge Foster
said he would hear arguments on the
motion Friday morning. "OoL Bill"

Hartley ' was a familiar figure e.bout
the streets In the center of the city.

was a tall, dapper man, more than

oonpanions. Usually he wore a silk
hat and carried a cane.

. : OP PANAMA CAHAXi ISSTTED

The influx , of many agents repre-
senting large steamship interests into
the Panama Canal Zone has caused
a notice to be sent generally through-
out the United States recommending
direct dealings with the government.
In the statements published today it
is set. forth that tolls may be paid in
advance to any assistant .treasurer of
the United States, located at the var-
ious ports of "entry, cable information
at , once being sent ; to the Panama
Canal authorities.

For shippers
' this information is

given out; Price of coal at Cristobal
is $5.40 per ton and at Balboa on
the Pacifiq side-$.40- . Tug service is
$15 per. hour for short times while
towage charged through the canal
from end to end may be computed at
10 cents per vessel ton or 4 cents per
displacement ton, the minimum being
$150 per vessel.

When vessels do not stop in - the
canal there willr be no pilotage
charges. It is recommended that de-

posits be made with treasurers slight-
ly In advance of the estimated tolls,
the difference being returnable upon
complete reports from Panama after
the vessel has cleared. ...
