Soap washes made
from fish-oil. soap are also used to
some extiantiat the rate of two pounds
to the gallon of water ,and alwavs_ on
irees in a dormant econdition.

MILKS DEER DAILY. :

Doe Herds Wlth Waterbury (:‘-ows and
Follows Them Inoto Barn.

A remarkable story about a deer
which gives milk appears in the Wa-
terbury HRepublicen and its truth is
vouched for by witneeses. The Wator-
bury game warden wis approached
on the street the othsr day by Necalo
Falomba, whose farm is north of the
city. Mr. Palomba was-worried., He
informed the game warden that he
'feared having violated the gsame law.
When asked to explain matters more
cleariy, Mr. Palomba related on his
farm a deer which is milked dally,
vielding about a quart and = pint, of
milic,

Mr. Palomba feared that he might
have possibly committed an pffense
agalnst the \game law and wished to
make matiters right. The deer, Mr.
Falomba gxplainsd, came to the farm
about two weeks ago and appeared at
home among the cattle, It followed
them about continually» and the farm
hands were compelled to drive it
away from the barn at night iest it
sleep with them.

The deer was allowed
to g0 into the barn with the cattle
that night and once inside it was
