GEN. SUKHOMLINOFF
Russia's gigantic army Is in' no small

measure a monument-t- the military
genius of Gen. Sukhomlihoff, the aged
veteran who, at the beginning, of the
present conflict,- - was placed at the
head of the war office in Fetrograd
Gen:' Sukhomlinoft was born nearly
seventy years' ago and has taken part
in all of Russia's wars 'since the con
flict with Turkey in 1877. although in
the latter Asiatic campaigns he was
kept at home to direct the dispatch of
troops1 and other "operations In the
Turkish war of 1877 he was the fav
orite ' lieutenant of the famous Gen
Esragomiroff, and succeeded him in
the ' command of the southwestern
provinces of the empire, with head-
quarters at KiefC. His work1 in mas-
tering the strategib problems connect
ed with the defense of the southwest
ern and (Western frontiers of the
Czar's ; dominions was recognized as
masterly, and a few years ago he was
recalled to the capital to take the post
of minister of war and reorganize the
Russian army, which was badly de
moralized following . the war with
Japan. More than any other man he
was responsible for restoring i the
shattered niilitary forces of Russia to
a fighting basis. .He lopped off the
official heads of scores of commandingofficers who had won their rank by
political influence rather than ' by
ability, and replaced them with fight-
ing men of greater capability. Grand
Duke' Nicholas Nicholaiovitch and the
Emperor stood back of him in the
"shaking up" . process which ridded
the Russian army of such official dead
wood. ' Gen. Sukhomlinoc figured in a
scandal some years ago when he was
named as in the divorce
of the beautiful Mme. de Butkewltch,
whom he afterward married.

THE JITNEY BUS

Some of Them Fear Trolley
Service Will Be Cut Down

Regulation 'Advocated. .

.
' '

The advent of the jitney bus. in
Bridgeport in large numbers wnicn
is expected in view of the thriving
business these conveyances are do-

ing in Hartford, Waterbury, New Ha-
ven and elsewhere in Connecticut is
discussed no more frequently .than
among the employes of the Connecti-
cut company.

Some of the troHeymen look to
such inroads in the patronage of the
trolley company that the car service
will pQ reduced in consequence of
which the number of trolley employes
will be decreased. ' Others do not
regard the advent of the-bu- s with so
much, anxiety, but prefer to - believe
that the : presence of . the busy will
stimulate the trolley company to ef
forts .at - more adequate service .'or
the traveling public, meaning .more
cars and consequently an uncrease in
thi number of trolley employes.

ine views or w . u. manou, in ii na
tional president of the' Amalgamated
Association of the Street and Elec
trie Railway' Employes of America,
as embodied In his annual report, -- re
reflected here iby the officers of the
Bridgeport local.

For your
information, the Jitney Bus is an au-
tomobile operated by an individual for
hauling passengers for a five --cent fare.
An individual owning fen , automobile
picks out a route usually in competi-tion with the street oar line and starts
out hauling passengers for five cents.
He has no specified route nor sched-
ule but simply ' hauls where ho can
catch passengers for five cents apiece,
making, of course,' the - shortest pos-
sible hauls and running upon such
routes as he can get the most .passen-
gers. - In some places hundreds of au-
tomobiles of this kind have been, putInto operation. From some places we
have been asked why we didn't organ-
ize these people. ' It is not possibleto organize the Jitney Bus under the
system under which they are now op-
erated by their owners and simply run
upon such basis as they deem best
without any regulation of any kind,
being strictly an individual business,"The question now confronting our
people is how to deal with it. Jn many
places they are competing and injur-- r

ing the service and lessening the work
of our people to a great extent. .In
my opinion the only way to deal with
them is to insist upon the state or mu-
nicipal government properly regulat
ing them. The government has always
assumed the right to regulate the car
rying of passengers and hauling .. of
goods whatever 'the instrument of car
riage might be. As these busses are
now operated they haye no fixed or
tangible assets. There is no guaran
tee for liabilities for personal injuryor otherwise, and I would recommend

contribution t,o the security of the pub
lic. : Now has a more rabid creature
than Emperor William ever run
amuck . through the' peaceful ' and
prosperous' domain, of. Europe? The
policeman; makes no argument with
the dog and enters into no compromise
with him, but. deals, with him in ex
clusive regard to the requirements of
society, and simply blots him out as si

puoiic menace ; deals with i him exactlyas Germany dealt with Poland at the
time of "the partition; deals With him
as Germany meant ! to I deal ' with
France in the war of 70, when she
intended to impose, a war indemnityso heavy, and so to cripple her mili
