Italy Celebrates 650th
Anniversary of Dante

Dante, the immortal Italian poet
who ranks with Shapespeare, Voltaire
Cervantes," and .'the v few other really
great lights of modern literature, was
born in Florence: on May 27, and his
650th anniversary will be widely cele
brated in Italy today. Of the su-

preme national poets of modern times
he waa the first in point of time, and
certainly far from - being the least, in
point of influence. The illustrious
Florentine has made an impress upon
letters .that extends v far I beyond his
native land. "The "Divina Gommedia"
has held its own for six centuries and
a half as the finest religious epic to
come from the pen, of a Christian
poet. r i

" '

Alighieri Dante Was born m
ence but buried at Ravenna,' and for
centuries the two cities waged a bit
ter warfare for the possession of the
poefs bones. The house in which
Dante was born fetiU stands. ; It is
situated on an extremely narrow side
street, near the Dromo and is care
fully preserved by the. Florenttnes.
Florence also has. a .. monument to
Dante in the church of Santa Croce.
This .memorial, erected in 1829, con-
sists of a life size statue of Dante, on
a marble sarcophagus. jThe latter is
empty, however, as all the efforts or
the Florentines to bring about the
removal of the ashes of their ,, most
illustrious bard ended, in failure. At
the celebration of the 600th anniver
sary of Dante's birth, in 1865, an
other Dante memorial, a great mar ore
stone statue was set up in an open
square near the church.' Perpetual
lamps are kept burning before the
monument inthe church, as well as
before the tomb In Eavenna.

The tomb of, Dante is far from be
ing impressive. It is a plain structure
in a narrow alley.. ; The sarcophagus'
s plain, and the "wall is embelished
only with a bas relief of the poet. The
urn . containing all that is mortal of
Dante bears some lines which' were
said to have been dictated by , the poet
on his death-be- d. The epitaph con-
cludes with the lines:
Here am X, Dante, shut, esfled from

the ancestral shore,
Whom Florence, the of all least-lo- v

ing mother bore. , j,Florentines deny the authenticity
of these lines, but it is certain that
Dante had reason to. grieve over the
disloyalty of his native city. . At the
age of thirty-si- x he was banished
from Florence through, the machina
tions of , his enemies. At the time
Dante was on a political mission in
Rome, interceding with :the Rope .in
behalf of his party. His enemies in
Florence ! not only secured a decree
of banishment against him, but the
poet was , condemned . to pay 8,000
florins as a fine,

' on penalty of con-
fiscation of his property. Rather
than pay the fine, which might be
construed as a confession of his guilt,
Dante made no effort to retain his
property, and left Florence forever.
He lived nineteen years after that,
wandering about from city to city and
village to village throughout northern
Jtaly It as more by accident than
by deliberate choice : that Dante djed
in Ravenna. ,

- '.
. More than a j century passed before

the people of Ravenna, were awaken-
ed to the true greatness of the: poet
whose bones lay in ; an unmarked
grave in the cemetery of the Fran-
ciscan convent. . In 1483 a special
tomb was built for Dante, adjoining
th e convent. This was restored in
1692, and the present structure was
rebuilt in 1780. The bones of the
poet were once removed in the fear
that they would be stolen, but were
taken from their hiding place and
restored to the tomb In 1865.

Houston Chamberlain
Although he is English and the son

of a British admiral, without a drop
of Teuton blood in his veins, Hous-
ton Stewart Chamberlain now wears
the Iron Cross by grace of the Ger-
man emperor, that order having re-

cently been conferred upon him in
recognition bf his bitter attacks on
his native land, . whtch ,ha,ve been
widely published in the German press.
Air. Chamberlain is the .author of the
best known biography of Wagner.
For many years, he has lived n Ger.
many, contributing to the leading, re-
views and magazines. He married
Eva Wagner; daughter of the great
composer, and spends most of his
time at the celebrated Wagner villa
in Bayreuth, the home of his mother-in-la- w.

". Chamberlain has'tbecome. a
naturalized citizen of Germany, and,
in throwing off allegiance to his na-
tive country, gave himself over to
the bitterest criticisms of-- the govern-
ment, people, U institutions, customs

and characteristics of Britain and
Britishers. In giving vent to his
hatred of "perfidious Albion," Cham-
berlain has surpassed the most
vitriolic of Teuton writers, Since the
war began he has thrown ; off all re-
straint, and his articles are widelyread and applauded. English thoughhe is, he has become , a popular idol
in . Germany. Chamberlain's - earlyambition was to become a British
army officer, but he was refused as
physically unfit for the service, , and
ever since he has been an embittered
expatriate. His ancestors for gen-
erations have been ' English His
father, the late William C, Chamber-
lain, was an admiral in the royal
navy, and his mother was the daugh-ter of an English naval officer, CaptBasil Hall. . In their hatred of. Eng-
lishmen Germans make few excep-
tions, and the chief of these is Cham-
berlain. '

John Kendrick Bangs,
. Famous Humorist,

Born in Yonkers
Yonkers, Js, Y., is a thriving, pros-

perous, progressive city, with nothing
inherently humorous about it but the
people of its big neighbor, Gotham,
insist upon considering Yonkers as a
perennial Joke. Such being the case,
it is quite appropriate that. Yonkers
should be the adopted home of Irvin
S. Cobb, formerly of Paducahj and
the birthplace of John Kendrick
Bangs, also famous as a humorist.
Mr. Bangs made ' his initial appear-
ance in , the world and in Yonkers
fitty-thre- e years ago today. He was
educated at Columbia and studied
law for a couple of years, but soon
abandoned his legal ambitions to be-
come an associate editor - of Life.
Later he was associated, in an edi-
torial "capacity with Harper's Maga-
zine, Harper's Weekly Metropolitan
Magazine and Puck, All this time he
was writing books, beginning with the
publication - of " "Roger Camerden"
nearly thirty years ago until now
his list of titles runs into the dozens.
Mr. Bangs was democratic candidate
for mayor . of Yonkers in 1894, but
was defeated, and the highest office
he ever achieved . was ' vice president
of the Yonkers Board of Education.
A few years ago the humorist estab-
lished a home in Maine and left

' Yonkers to its fate and
Irv Cobb. ..v. '',

. Humor, Mr.", Bangs has confessed,
is an elusive thing, and difficult to
define. 'What is one man's Joke,"
he wrote, V "is another man's trial.
There are people, , who - laugh when
an .; old man slips and falls heavilyon a .small boy's, slide. There are
people who take Bernard Shaw seri-
ously. . I know a man who never goes
to funerals, because although he en-

joys them hugely, "he is always seiz-
ed with aii irrestible desire to laugh
when he even sees an tmdertaker."

Mr. Bangs gained a place in the
forefront of American writers with
"A House Boat on the Styx," "The
Idlolj' and '."Mr. Bonaparte of
Corsica," all, of which were publish-
ed twenty years ago. ; ' -

PETROGBAD
The - first building in Petrograd

formerly St. Petersburg was com-
menced 212 years ago today, May 27,
1703, by Peter the Great, who toiled
with ' his own hands in laying the
foundations of the modern capital of
Russia- - In choosing the delta of the
Neva for his tcapital Peter the Great
ignored the advice, of the ablest en-
gineers of Russia, who declared that
the building of a city on the" miry site
Involved so many difficulties as to be
impossible. Peter was not discour-
aged, .nd built a small hut for, him-
self' and some wooden hovels for the
workmen engaged in- - the gigantictask. ,'. Peasants by - thousands were
ordered to leave their fields and en-
gage in the operations. Tremendous
piles were- driven intoj the marsh to
serve as a-- foundation for the build-
ings. The locality was so unhealthful
that the diedtoilers like flies, but
Peter the Great persevered and lashed
the survivors to their tasks. In 1710
the first brick house was'uilt, and in
1711 the capital of the' empire was
transferred from Moscow to the new
city which was, as Peter; expressed it,
"the; window from which he could
look, put upon- - Europe;! In 1736 ,the
city was almost destroyed by fire, but
it was rebuilt; and has survived many
subsequent conflagrations. I
