3 ‘GREATER DAYS BEFORE US,’
SAYS PRESIDENT WILSON IN
NOTABLE HOLIDAY ADDRESS

Washington, June 1—FEulogies of
America's soldier and sailor dead
werk volced here yesterday by Presi-
denit Wilson, Secretary Bryan, Sec-
retary Daniels, and Governor Willis
of Ohio, at impressive Memeorial Day
exercises at Arlington National Cem-
etery largse crbowds seized upon
every opportunity io show that the
present international situation was
uppermost in their minds

President Wilson was cheered on
his arrival and departurs and dur-
ing his addreas. He carefully avoid-
ed any direct reference to problems
now facing the United States. Hea
was enthusiastically applauded when
he declared that “greater days lie be-
fore thia nation than it has ever yet
seen, and the solemn consciousness
of those who bear office in this time
is that they must make their best
endesvor to smbody in what they do
and say the best things in the United
States.”

He also sajd: *"Those who stand
gt the head of affairs have it as their
bounden duty to endeavor to express
in their own actions thosa things that
seem to run out of the conscience of
the great hody of the people them-
salves.'” ;

Governor Willls evoked applause
when he sald: ‘“The President of the
United States is making & successful
effort to keep us out of the brojls of
Burope,” and added, “Now is the time
to keep cool, think  ecarefully, and
stand By the President. He and his
Cabinet know vastly more of our dsli-
cate relations with European belliger-
énts than thes rest of us can possibly

ow, I.et us hold up his hands in
the patriotic effort he is making in
this crisis.™

The President sat in the midst of
veterans of two wears during the ex-
ercises, and uttered an audible
“Amen” at the conclusion of an In-
vocation by Bishop Earl Cranston of
Washington, who prayed’ that the
United States might be ‘ied aright in
the present crisls_

The Presldent’s Speech.

The President spoke as follows:

*I have not come hers to-day to de-
liver an address, but merely reverantly
to take part in sxpressing the sentl-
ment of the impressive day. It is
necessarily & day of reminiscences.
Reminisecence is not always a profit-
able exercise. It generally belongs
to those, approprigtely to those only,
who have left the active stage of
jlife and have nothing to think about
except the things ‘that are gone and
dead.

it does not behoove a nation to
walk with its eyes over its shoulder.
Its business. ls constantly in the years
that lie ahead of it and in the present
that challanges it to the display of its
POWer. But there are reminiscences
which are stimulating and wholesomse,
and among thoss reminiscences are
chiefly to be ranked._ the recollections
of days of herolsm, deys.when great
nations found it possible to express
the best that was in them by the ar-
dent exercises of every power that
was in them.

‘“That Iis what gives dignity to a
day like this It is not. a day of re-
gret; It is not a day of weakening
memory. It is a day of stimulation,
but, my friends, the stimulating mem-
lories are sometimes apt to minimire,
becausze we do not see the fifll signifi-
cance of them, We are constantly
speaking of the great war of which
we think to-day as a war which saved
the Union, and 1t did4, indeed, save
the Union, but it was a. war that did
a great deanl more than that. It crest-
ed in this country what never had
existed before, a national consclous-
ness., It was not the salvasion of
the Union, £ was the time when
America for the first time realized
its unity and =saw the vision of its
united destiny.

“The scolemn lesson of these mem-
ories for us'is not that we must be
ready to save the Union again,
there are none among us who threat-

that the unity then realized, the vis-
fon then seen, is exemplified in- us
and the things that we do. Because
there i= no stimulation in any lesson
unless it be the stimulation to duty.
There i{s mo stimulation in any occa-
sion if it be merely the pleasure of
recollection, it must also be the ardor
and courage of hope.

“Greater days He before this nation
than it has ever seen wet, and -the
solemn consciousness of those who
bear office in this time is that they
must make their best endeavor to

“Jt does not do to talk too much
about one's sslif, and I @0 not think
that it is wholesome for the United
Btates to telk too much about itself.
I do not want to know whet you are
today mso much as I want to know
what you are going to do tomorrow.

tions that lle before us. I have al-
wayse maintained that the man who
Hves to cultivate his own character
will result only in cultivating an in-
tolerable pride, because his object
will be himself.

““Character, my friends, is & by~
product. It i= produced in the great
manufactursa of dally duty. But duty
is not sasy to determine. Duty for a
nation
plicated elements that no man ean
determine it. No grodp of men with-
out wide common sense can possibly
determine what the duty of the day
is.

*That is the sirength of a demoe-
racy. because there dally rises In the
great body of democracy the expres-
sion of an untrammeled oplnion which
seems to fill the air with its sugges-
tions of duty; and those who stand at
the head of affairs have It as ‘their
bounden duty to endeavor to express
in their own actions those things that
meem to rise out of -the consclence
and hope mnd purpose of the
body o©of the people themselves.

“America T have sald, was re-born
