Slenor Glovann! Glolittl, for many
years known as ‘“‘the real king of
I'taly,"” and sinde the war the leader
of the Neutralisti or peace party, was
born in Mondovi, and is 73 years old.
Hea fArst became prominent in Italian
polities some 23 years ago, when ha
entered - the Chamber of Deputles
from Dronero. In 188% he held his
first portfolle In the government as
Minister of the Treasury. Signor
Ciiolitti” has: been four times Primse
Minister of Ttaly. Hi~ firat admin-
istration as Premier began in 1892 and
Iasted about two years., Tn 1901 he
was made Minister of Interior, and
in 1803 he again became Prime Min-
ister. SBince then he has been, to
a large extent, the power behind the
throne in Italy, and has made and
unmade governments to =uit himself.
In all the recent affairs in Italy he
has played a praminent part, and by
his advocacy of fhe neuntrality of Italy
has won for himeelf the bitter ha-
tred of the Interventistl party, which
from the first advocated the inter-
vention of Italy om the side of the
Allies. From* the beginning. of the
struggle Signor Giolitti used all his
great influence on the side of; peace,
declaripg that his country could win
from Austria all that it desired with-
out phunging the nation {nto war. For
o domen years Signor Gilolitti almost
absolutely eontrolled the Jtalian
Chamber of Deputias. A reinarkable
illustration of his power was afforded
by tha downfall of ths Sonnino gov-
ernment. On one day the mini=try
had a majority of 300 votes In the
Chamber and.the next day the ‘“‘un-
crowned King” declared the ministry
et an end—and the Chamber hasten-
ed io obey his wishes.

DARK CONTINENT'S “U. 8. A
FPASSES 5TH MILESTONE TODAY.

This last day of May is the fifth
birthday of Dark Continent's *“T. B.
A'—the Trnlon of South Adrica. It
was“on May 31, 1910, thaf the four
BEritish colonles in South Africa—Cape
Colony, the Transvaanl
Froe State—were formed into a great
federation under ths Briti=h flag. The
formation of the union was a triumph
of statesmanship, for it marked, the
final step in -granting the largest
measure of independence and self-
government to England’s late enemies,

Orange Free State. Never before in
the histoery of & warring world have
the wounds. of a blogdy and terrible
cenfilet 8o quickly healed as in South
Africa.

Only fifteen years after their terri-
hie war agrinst the forces of Eng-
land, the Boers are now fighting un-
der the banner lof their late enemy.
This new allegiance f¢ 51l the more re-
markable when it is considered that
ithe Beers, in their struggle with Eng-
land, had the support and sympathy
of Germany. While & few of the ir-
reconcilables raised the standard of
revolt, they quickiy discovered f{hat
the masses of the Boers wére loyal
to the Unlon, and the incipient insur-
rection was speedlly  suppressed by
Gen. Louis Botha, the Boer soldler
end statesman who has been premier
of the Unipn since its inception. The
fervant patriotism, misguided =and
reprehensible, of the black peopulation
of South Afriea was manifestad by
the anti-German riots in Cape Town
and Johannesburg, following the sink—
ing of the Lusitania.

As a result of the TU'nion's ps.rtlm-
pation in the present world-war, Gen.
Boths and other South African lead-
ers confidently expect to add largely
to the area, power and prestige of
their country. PBotha's men have al-
ready overrun German Southwest
Africa and haVe captured Windhorek,
the capital, and other prinecipal towns.
In addressing his victoribus soldiers,
Gen. Botha declared that the capture
of Windhoek waa of the “utmost im-
portance to thé€ empire and the Union
of South Africa, as it ' means practical-
ly¥ complete possession of German
Southwest Africea’ “While the Ger-
man territory §s not now of much im-
portance, it offers natural resources
capable of tremepndous development.
The annexation of German Southwest
Africa would mean the addition of
$22,.450 square miles to the area of the

Union. The population of the Ger-
man colony iIs about a quarter of a
million, but there are only about 5,-

900 whites among the permanent res-
idents. The Germans have not been
very successful In the development of
CGarman Southwest Afriea. Where in
the Eritish African possessions there
are school houses, the Teutons have
bullt barracks. in German Southwest
Africu the natives have not taken
kindly to the Invaders and it has been
necessary to impgrt white labor to
constroet rallroads and other public
works.

Since fits birth five years ago today
the Unlon of South Africa has faced
many serious problems. The equality
of the Dutch and English languages,
and the free entry to positiona of po-
litical power by both nationalities,
tended to weld the once warring
whites, but the race quastion, as pre-
senied by the presence 0f 80 many
Blacks, has often reached an acute
staze. The general strike and labor
war early In 1914 was a serious mani-
fastation of industrial unrest. On the
whole, however, the Infant nation has
made wonderful progress. The racon-
cilliation of Boer and Britisher has
reached & point where it can with-
stand the test of war, and offer= the
sirange spectacle of the enemies of
fifteen vears ago fighting shoulder to
shoulder in a common cause.
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JEWS IN ENGLAND

The first widespread movement to
obtain full political rights for the
Jews of Enziand was commenced 86
years ago today, when the HeWrews of
the couniry presented a petition to
Parliament. Six years later, In 1835,
the movement had progressed so far
that David Salomons was elected
sheriff of L.ondon, and &n act was
passed enabling him to hold the of-
fice. Two wyears Ilatsr another Jew.
Moses Montefiore, was chosen for the
same position, and was knighted by
tha Queen, being the first Hebrew to
be so honored. In 1849 Baron
Lionel de Rothschild was elected to
Parliament, and was again returned
in 1582 snd 1857, but was not per-
miitted to take his =seat until 13858,
when an act was passed permitting
Hebrews to sit in the House of Com-
meons; Alderman Salomons became
the first Jewish lord mayor of Lon-
don 60 years ago, and was after-
wards elected to Parliament. in
18653 Benjamin Disraeli, of Jewish
extraction, became Prime Minister of
Great Britain. Sinece then Jews have
been elizibls to every office within
he gif of he ¥nglish people, and
many of he laading satesmen of Eng-
land are and ha.\ie heen Hebraws.

COL. SEFLY, FORMER BRITISH
SECRETARY OF WAR, 47 TODAY.
Col. John Bdward Bernard Seely,

who was British secretary of war in
the Asguith cabinet uniil an indiscre-

‘tion during the Ulster troubles led to

the lIoss of his official head, was born
forty-seven years ago today. He was
the youngest of the sons of Sir Charlea
Sealy, long & member of Parliament
and the son of & M. P. After leaving
Cambridge the future cabinet mem-
ber was called to the bar and began
to take an ‘sctive interest in politics,
thus following.in the footsteps of his
father and dfather and elder
brother. He a eved his military title

as the Heutenant-colonel commanding

the HEampshire Carabineers, apd prov-
ed his military valor with the Imperial
Yoemanry ln South Africa. His brav-
ery in that struggle won mentign in
the dispatches, the D. 8 O. and tha
Queen's medal. He ‘was first elected
to Parliament from the Isle of Wight
in 1900, and In 1806 was returned
from Liverpool, and sinece 19510, from

Derby. His first government position-

was that of ubder secrctary Tor the
colonies, which he held from 1808 to
1910. -His élevation to the position of
secretary of war—the exalted job ngw
held by EKitchener of Khartoum—was
a recognition of his military experi-
ence. His resignation last year fol-
lowed the publie elamor incident to
the Ulster disturbance. With Viscount
Morley, lord president of the council,
Col. Seely drafted a document con-
taining assurances to Brig.-Gen.
Gough that the troops in Ireland
would not be nsed to suppress ths
Ulster opposition to home ruyle. Field
Marshal Bir Johd French, now com-
mander of the British forces in
France, #lso Jolned in these =assur-
ances, When Sir John French and
8ir John Ewart persisted in resigning,
Col. Beely necessarily had to follow
their ' exsmple, although attempits
were m=ade to Keep him in the cabinet.
Boon after the outbreak of the Euro-
pean confilict the former secretary of

war went to the front as a staff offi-

cer, and, it ig =aid, soon demonstrated
that he was a better socldier than
politician. It was said that he ‘espe-
cially distinguished himself in scout-
ing, and that on several occasions he
has rescusad wounded men.

DURKE OF WURTTEMBERG.

Dukes Albert, heir to the throne of
Wauarttemberg and one of the ablest
#nd most successfia of the German
commanders of rowval blood, is fifty
years old, having been born in 1885.
He is a distant kineman of King Wil-
liam IIL. of Wurttembergz, who, al-
though twice married, has no male
children. Duke Albert married the
Archduss Margaretta, a niece of Em-
peror Francis Josaph bof Austria., She
died same’ thirteen years ago, but left
the duke six children, three sons and
threa daughters. Duke Albert holds
an important command in the Gar-
many army, and is very popular with
his future subjects, King William II.
of Wurttemberg is now sixtv-seven
vears old and has occupied the throne
for nearly twenty-four years. His
first wife, Princess Marie of Waldeck,
gave him only one child, a daughter,
who married Prince Frederick of
Wied, and by his second wife, Princess
Charlotte of Schauvmburg-Lippe, he
has had no children. Ths men of
Wurttemberg, who have beén led in-
to battle by Duks Albert, are consid-
ered among the best of German war-
riors. Wurttemberg became an inde-
pendent duchy in 1484, under Eber-
hard I., and although- his sueccessor,
Ulric, was deprived of his states by
Emperor Charles V. in 1484, he re-
covered them in 1584. The reigning
duakes were Frotestants, and fought on
their side in the Thirty Years" War,
until 1722,  when Duke Eberhard
Louis, who served under Willlam IIL
in Ireland and with the English
armies on the continent, became a
Catholic. Trederick, who married the
Princess Royal of England, was made
an elector of Germany in 1803, and
two vears later, having acquired addi-
tional territory was elevatad to a
rovel throne as the firsi king of Wurt-
temberg. He sided with Napolson in
the Russian invasion, but later jolned
the allies. Wurttemberg opposed
Prussia in the war of 1868, but =ent
8 contingent 10 Prussia In the Franco-
Prussian war four years later. The
present monarch’s father was a
cousin and his mother a sister, of the
late King Charles I., hly predecessor
on the throne,

MAINE MEMORIAL
IS UNVEILED BY
WOODROW WILSON

Cabinet Members, Survivors of
Disaster and Many Patriotic
Societies Attend Event.

GOVERNOR WILLIS URGES
NATION TO KEEP PEACE

Fighting Top of Baitleship

Rears From Marble Base
That Bears Names of Dead.

Washington, June 1—Unvelling and
dedication of the Maine memorial
monument, erected by the govern-
to the dead of the bzttleship destroy-
ed seventeen yvears ago in Havana
harbor, was the principal feature of
Memorial Day ceremonies in Arling-
ton cemetery., yesterday.

President Wilson, Secretary Bryan,
Secretary Danieis and Governor
Frank B. Willis. of Ohio, were on the
program more thorcughly national in
its scope than ever, since Gen. John A.
l.ogan established services of the kind
forty-seven YeEars Ago.

The monumsnt dedicated to “the
Maine dead is the mainmast and fight-
ing top of the battleship which long
lay imbedded with other wreckage in
the botitom of Hawvana harbor. Re-
stored and rigged =2s it was om the
deck of the Maine it now arises from
a granite and marble base chiselled
in the form of a pgun turret with
names of the Maine's 264 victims
carved on Its curved exterior.

In the presence of veterans of the
Civil and Spanish-American wars, the
president, cabinet, justices of the su-
preme court, diplomats of forelgn na-
tions and heads of patriotic organiza-
tion= of the United States, the fitting
‘memorial was today unveiled. Fifty-
white-uniformed marines manned the
improvised rigging designed after the
old rat-lines of the destroyed ship as
‘the veil fall. This exercise followed
an invocation by Rev. Father Chid-
wick, chaplsin of the Maine at the
time of her destruction.

As part of the ceremony
Bagley Danlels and Jonathan
Daniels, song of the secretary
nayvy and nsphews of Ensign
Bagley, the first American officer
kilied in the war with Spain, raised
an ensign to the top of the mast and
hoigted signal flags fiaging to the
breaze the words "“Maine, 1815.”" The
tyvouths, clad in sailer suits, were at-
tended by Mrs. Adelaide Worth Bag-
ley and Mrs. Josephus Daniels, mother
and sister of Ensign Bagley. Secre-
tary Danieis was on the program for
the dedleatory address. On the pro-
ram st this ceremony also were Ma-
or Charles F. Cramer, commander-
in-ochief, United Spanish War Vet-
erans; Gen. H. Oden Lake, Netioneal
Commander Army and Navy Union
and Major Robert Lea Longstreet, U.
B A; Monsigmor W. T. Russell, a
Spanish-War veteran, pronounced the
benediction and "“taps"” wers sounded.

A memorial tablet placed upon the
mast in Havana harbor by the Havana
Chapter of tba Daughters of the
American revolution which was re-
moved when the government removed
the mast to Washington, was re-af-
fixed to the shaft,
_Memorial ceremonies of
were in four sections beginning with
exercises at the graves of the un-
known dead whose memory WwWas
eulogized by Governor Willis, of Ohilo.
The rough plle of granite marking
the huse grave of 2,111 Union sol-
diers whose rank and names are not
kEnown, was covered with flowers.
Following those ceremonies, was the
memorial tribute to victims of the
Spanish war under ausapices of the
District of Columbla Spanish Wafr
'Veterans. Secretary Bryan was on
the program as orator of the day, fol-
lowing an opening address by Depart-
ment Comrnander H. C. Wilson.

Eilaborate ceremonies characterized
the memorial to the Civil War dead
under auspices of officers of the
Grand Army of the Republic and Wo-
man's Rellef 'Corps. They were held
in the historic, vine-colored amphi-
theatre on the crest of the Arlington
grounds overlooking the national
capital. John McElroy, acting depart-
ment commander G. A. R. was master
of ceremonies, to introduce President
Wilson and other speakers including
Past Department Comméander A, FP.
Taaker, Past Depariment Commander
George H. Slaybazugh, who read Lin-
coln's Gettysburg address, and Mrs.
Isabel Worrell Ball, Past National
Benior Vice-Presldent Woman's Re-
lief Corps

The program [ncluded a =alute of
twenty-one guns, at the arrival of the
president. After the general care-
mopies and decoration of the graves
of 23,000 soldiers in Arlington, came
the dedication of the Maine memorial
~vhich closad the day's events.

Governor Frank B, Willlis, of Ohlo,
paid tribute to “the unknown dead” in
Memorial Day exercises at Arlingiton
National Cemetery in the course of
which he urged the nation to staad
by the president of tha United States
efforta “to keep us out of the brolls
of Europe.”

*“This natlon must remember,” said
Governor Willis, “that there is =a
herocism of peace as well ag a heroism
of war. In iis biggest and best sense,
hercolsm is courag=ous service of the
people’s cause, He who calmly, con-
scientiously and unceasingly does his
best to perform hls duty to hig family,
to soclety and the state, though he
may be to fortune and fame unknown,
is pevertheless, rendering a high pub-
e service.

“It is a proper function of govern-
ment to encourage its citizens in the
solution of their country’s problems
by giving every man, without regard
to race or color, & feir chance, and by
encouraging our peopla to sobriety, in-
dustry and economy. Our own peo-
rle must be kept busy, our worklng
men must be employed at good wages,
our industries must prosper, legitl-
mate enterprise should be encouraged.
And this prosperity must depend upon
forces within our country and not
those without, A ghasily prosperity
fed upon dead men cannot long en-
dure.

*“The president of the Unlted States
is making s successful effort to keep
us out of the breoils of Europe. Now
is the time to keep cool, think care-
fully, and stand by the president. He
and his cabinst know wvastly more of
our delicate relations with European
belligerent=s than the rest of us can
possibly know; let us hold up his
hands in the patriotic effort he is
making in this crisis,
