wrecked by the explosion of a bomb, the sticks of dynamite
were, found under the rear of the; Windsor plant of the Bridge-
port firm. The time fusje attached to the dynamite1 was set for
8:15 a. 4rl.

Workmen Asleep in Armory '
According to persons on the scene the plant would have

been wrecked and 300 men, who had slept there during the
night, would probably have been blown to atoms. Horace B.

Peabody, head of the Overall Company, expressed the belief that
the bomb had been placed by "German sympathizers from De-

troit," which Is just across the river.
Police and military authorities are working on the case.

Property damages is estimated at between"$5,000 and $10,000.

a keenness of Judgment and persist-
ence, which was only second to the
work of the New Haven police in ap- -
prehending the ' robbers- - upon a tele-
phone description.

Upon being arrested and arraigned
in the city court this morning Eftichen
made ai clean breast of the affair,
pleading guilty, while his accomplice,
Harry Zoros, who had dealt with un-
fairly in the division, after he had
planned the robbery, . pleaded 'not
guilty and was given a trial in the
city court. ,

It was about 4 odook . Sunday
morning when George Sammatis, a
chef in the Sun lunchroom was pre-
paring breakfast that Eftichen and
Laioes came into the place. Eftichen
was in the front of the restaurant.
Laioes went to the back and when the
chef stepped into- a new ice-bo- x,

Laioes is alleged to have swung the
door shut on him and tohave locked
him in. A waiter observing the in-

cident started to fight the two rob-
bers. One blow of a fist sent him
down for the count and he remained
passive during the robbery The
thieves took $75 in-- cash. Of this
amount $74 has been "recovered from
the two men arrested. In the division
of spoils Zoros got only $15 as his
share.' He had remained in 'Ansonia
after planning the affair from his

.knowledge of the premises, where he
once worked. ..

Immediately after the incident was
reported. Detective Sergeants Fox and
Hall' were set upon the trail of the
men. Fox at once recognized Eftichen
as "Brown," who a short time priorto this had stolen $135 from a woman
named Nina Belden, a resident of
South Main street. The detectives
knew that both men had sweethearts
in Ansonia and they went the.r. As
they anticipated, the men had visited
that city and they found they had
been advised of their coming and lefton a train for New Haven only six
minutes prior to their arrival at the

tody! but tie denied participation.The New Haven police were warnedto head off the men and Bart Daly,station policeman at New Haven suc-
ceeded in capturing Eftichen. Laioes

OF LEMBERG ATTACKS

London, June 21. The announce-
ment that Emperor William has as-

sumed supreme command of "the ope-
rations in Galicia is interpreted here
as an Indication of complete German
confidence ' in the final victory of the
assault on Lemberg, now regarded as
so near at hand thastthe generals who,
during the last two months have bat-
tered their way . across the province
wish the Emperor to participate per-
sonally in the expected-triumph-

. Some
of the claims put forward by the Ger-
mans and Austrians have still to be
substantiated, but there is no ques-
tion that they have won new victories
both west- - and north of the Galician
capital. ,

, The Austro-Oerma- n advance - ia
still in progress through the. Grodek
lines west of Lemberg.' The failure
of the Russians to hold these posi-
tions has been a keen disappointment
to the British who hoped that this
strong and- - selected position might
furnish another example of the resil-
iency of Emperor Nicholas' forces,
which has been one of the marked
features of the war in the east. Nev-
ertheless, it is ' questioned here' that .

anything so vital as the flight off the
Russian army as indicated by Vienna
reports, or a perilous break in the
Russian front, has ocourred. Some
British experts are of the opinion that
the Russians are fighting rear guard
actions while withdrawing their ar-
mies practically intact. They suggest
that either the Russians have no in-

tention of defending Lemberg to the
last, or have prepared their main de-
fensive lines on positions not yet
reached by the Germanic forces.

With less than a score of miles sep-
arating the Austro-Germa- n lines from
Lemberg, these points must soon be
elucidated. "It is pointed but further
by , British observers that the .Russian
communication hardly shows as over-
whelming a success as their claim al-

though it is admitted that their bat-
tering of the Teutonic phalanxes haa
won further ground.

French and German accounts of op-
erations in the western theatre show

that their allies are making such an
advance as will shortly permit more
