ROUNDS OUT EIGHTH
YEAR WITH WASHINGTON

Walter Perry John=on, tha Dbig
Washington twirler, will round out
his eighth year with the Nationals to-
day, as it was on August 2, 1807, that
he pitched his first game in the Amer-
ican League. Johneon was bors in
Humboldt, Kan., and did his first pro-
fessional pitching for the Weiser, Ida-
ho, club ten years ago. He played
with the Idaho aggregation a couple
of seasons, and In 1807 he was Invit-
ed to join the Washington orces. Af-
ter a short time the biz nsan: was
acelaimed as a great find, and it was
largely due to his efforts that Wash-
ington escaped . from the .American
League dungeon. - Hailed  in recent
vears as the king of plichers, John-
gon has latsly sesmed to be slipping
and the fans have enthroned a new’
monarch in the person of Alexander
the Great. Grover, like Walter, is a
product of the middle West, and,
whereas Johnson put Humboldt, Kan.,
an the map, Alexander has made
known to the world at large that
there is such a place as St. Paul, Neb,,
by the silmple expedient of being born
in that village.

It Is admitted
that ~Alexander's fast one hasn't the
tremendous velocity attained by the
pellet propelied by Johnson's trusty
arm, but it s guite good enough for
all practical purposes, while his
curve and his slow ball are hard to
beat, and his control is better than
Johpson's. A pitcher who depends
largely on speed seldom lasts so long
as one who has greater versatility in
the art of Induclng batsmen to hit
‘em where they aln't

Johnson and Alexander, born In
nelghboring States, both come from a
gectlon which has produced many
baseball stars. Everybody Lknows
that Sam Crawford was born in Wa-
hoo, INeb. Leslie Mann, outfielder
with last vear's world champions, is
a ngtive of Lincoln, Neb., and Fred
Beebe, former National League pitch-
er, hailed from the same cit Ted
Hasterly, of the Kanfeds, formerly
with Los Angeles and the Cleveland
Arperlcana, is slso a product of Bil
Bryan's town., as is Leslis Nuna-

macher. Joe Tinker was born .at
