! REPORT:

FOUNDATIONS MENAGE U. S.,
IS INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION

ABOLITION URGED

Chicago, Aug. 26—Tederal control
of the Rockefeller, Carnegie and oth-
er large foundations, with rigid limi-
lation ©of thelr capita]l and thelr pur-
poses, s nrged on Congress by four
members of the Unlted States Com-
mission on Industrial Relatlons in a
third Instalment of its report just
made publies This part of the report
wns aldopted by Chalrman F. P.WValsh
and Commissioners J. B, Lannon, Jas.
O'Connel and ‘A, B, Garretsen, the
thres luber members.

The entrance of the Rockefeller
Foumlation Into the-ﬂeld of industrial
rciagons is called “a menace to the
natlonal wellare, to which the atten-
tlon not only of Congress but of the
entirce country should ©e directed.
Backed by the $100.,000,000 of the
Rockefeller Foundation, this move-
ment has the ‘power to influence the
entire country in the détermination of
its most \'11:&.1‘ policy.”

Tlockefeller is Accused.

Mr. Rockefeller is charged with
plonuinZz to utilize literature which
was Enown to him at the time to be
amprue -and misleading in a so-called
“union; educational campaign.'

There ls developing, says the re-
port, a degree of control over the
teaching of professors in our colleges
and  universities which “‘constitutes a
most gerfous menace.”

The «ommission recommends that
Cchngress pass a law providing that
all Inecorporated mnon-profit making
bodies whose present charters em-
power ihem to perform more than a
elpgls specific functlon, and whose
tunds cxceed $1,000,000, shall be re-
guired to secure a Federal charter.

The Federal charter, .the commis-
sion says. should contain the follow-
ing provisions:

a., Defifite limitation of the

funds to be held by any organiza-
+lon, -t Jleast not to .exceed the
largest amount held by any at the
time of the passage of the act.

b. Deﬂnit__q and exact specifica-
tions of the powers and functions
awhich t organization s empow=-
ere¢d to exercise, with provision
for heavy penalties if its corpor-
ate powers are exceeded.

Millions May Be
Saved In Preserving
"4 Railroad Crossties

As yauch as $27,000,000 could be saved
annually by the raiiroads of the coun-
try i - all the ‘cross ties used ware

trested, according to figures complled
by 'F. J. Angler, of the Baltimere &
Ohlo, who is superintendent of timber
Pragservation. In a paper read to the
operating officials of hlas road at a
mesting held at Deer Fark, Md.,, Mr.
Angier showed that by treating wmﬂ
far less expensive than white aak “the
average cost of ‘tles could be brought
down to $1.559 ‘each, .comparsd with
-{8L.501 untreated. _After showlng that
the life of a tie was more than dou-
bled by chemical treatment, he said:

Approximately 136,000,000. ties are
purchased annually -byx railroads, and
although much progress has been
lmade in tie treatment to date, but
44 000,000 wers treatad in 1914, showing
cleégrly that many more ties can be
treated to advantage.

The average life of untreated ties in
the TTnited States is reported to be sev-
en’ years. This includes all kinds of
wood, long lived as well as short lived,
and also takes into consideration eli-
matic condltions in every section of
the country. Treated ties under the
same conditions wlill last 12 to 20 years.
It all wers treated, 3 to 20 cents per
tie per yesar would be saved, or In dol-
lars and ¢ents the saving would be
from four to 27 million gollars an-
nually,

The B-ltimore & Ohlo uses, more
than two million ties annually .for re-
newals.

It would not be proper to treat all
of our ties hecause many are destroyed
by mechanical abrasion, and for some
yvears to come more or less white oak,
cédar, and chestnut ties wil be pur-
chased,. which jwe use untreated, Say
we estimate that the number of treat-
ed tlea that could be used to advan-
tage on the Baltimore & Ohio is 1.700,-
§00 a vear. If the saving on this num-
ber I1s placed at the lowest estlmate,
viz., four cente per tle, the total net
enving would be $68.400 Tor tha first
year, increaslng a like amount each
year until all ties put in track =nre
treated tles.

As there are aproximately 25,000,000
ties In track, and If we estimate 21.-
000,000 are treated, the net apnual sav-
Yng would b? $840,000.

There has actually been traated and
placed in the Baltimore & Ohlo tracks
gduring the fiecal years of 1908-1914, a
total of 847,243 treated ties, 'This {s
about 3 1-2 per cent, of all ties In track,

Next to fuel, ties constitute the larg-
£5t slngles item of material cost on the
railroad. In one vwvear Baltimore &
Ohio spent as much as $2.200.000 for
eross ties, not Including labor for pull-
ing them in track. Other timber than
that used in ties Is being treated by
some of the railroads to great advan-
fago,

Increase Federal Funds.

“As the only effoctive means of
counteracting the influence of the
foundations, as long as they ara per-
mitted to exist, coneists In the aectiv-
Itles of governmental agencies along
slmilar lines, the appropriations of the
Federal Government for education and
goclal service should be corresponds-
ingly increased,” adds the commis-
sion,

Director of Research B. M. Manly,
who prepared the report, quotes from
the testlineny before this and other
Government inqulries to show that the
great corporations keep up all the
time a non-union pollecy, maintain es-
plonage and are in the control of a
small number of “wealthy and pow-
erful financiers, including the Rocke-
feller-Frick-Morgan groups, whose
mem!gerh have ne real interest in the
workmeu, except as to safety and san-
itation, but look only after profits and
keep the corporations on a non-unlon
basis.

“The funds of the found=zation,” says
the commission, “represent largely the
results either of the ‘expleitation of
American workers through the _pay-
ment of low wages or of the exploita-
tion of the American public through
the exaction of high pirices, The funds,
therefore, by every right belong to the
American people. The powers of these
foundatlons are practically uanlimited,
€Except that they may not dlractly en-
gage in business for profit.™

Mr. Rockefeller's Colorado labor in-
quiry is agserted La]: have been made
simply to promote his indusatrial in-
terests.

Accuses New York Buoreau

The commission declares that the
Bur=san of Municipal Research -in
New York Clty conformed Its policy to
conditiens imposed by Mr. Rocke-
feller, and It adida:

to religion in order to secure endow-
ments from the Carnegie Corperation
and pensionsg for professors from the
Carnegie Foundation for the Advance-

clusiye evidence that }f an institution
will willingly abandon its rellgious af-
fillations through the influence of
these foundations, it will even more
easily conform to thelr will any other
part of its organization or teaching.™

Ag to the needs of ldbor unions, the
report orges the passage by Congress
of a law similar to the British Trades
Disputes Act.

It is also urged that Congress pro-
hibit the transportation of men from
State to State, either under arms or
for the purposs of arming them as
guards or as agents elther of em-
ployers or employees, together with
restrictions 8s to shipments of arms,
and as to the employment in strikes
of detectives, deputy sheriffs or con-
stables. .

The report asks that martial law in
strikes shall Dot take away any of
the wusual constitutional guarantees
nor sns*penﬁ the Hhabeas corpus nor
take awnay the jur‘ls&'lction of the
eivil-courts.

Housewives Wi | That Use of Pre-
' serving Powders Harmful
and Useless.

Information has. comse to tﬁe De-
paftment of Agriculture that the can-

demand on the part of housewives
for salicylic acld and borlc  acid.
Thesa préparations are
sold in the form of powder under Var-
fous trade names and are recommend-
ed by the promoters for u in:pre-
serving eanned. goods in home can-
ning. In the directions for use the
housewifa is told to fill the jar with
the fruit or vegetables,  cover with
water, and add a teaspoonful of the
preserving . powder, While it is trues
that these compounds may retard
the decay of the frult or wvegetable,
it iz pointed out by the experts of theg
Department that thelr luse may be
attended by serious disturbances of
health. Salicylic acid is well €nown
as =a poisonous substance, and one
of the evils which may accompany
its use is derangement of the diges-
tion. It ds therefore plain that its
extensive use in food may lead to
disturbance of

The Federal Food and Drugs Act
prohd ‘bits the use of harmful preserv-
atives in foods tl'mt.. enter .interstate
commerce. - The food law of nearly
every state in the union forbids the
sale within the state of foods that
have been preserved with harmful
substances, Nelther the Federal or
state food laws mpply to foods that
are canned In the home and consum-
ed there, It wouid seem, howsever.
tha tthe housewife would not know-
ingly use, in the foods she provides
for her family, substances that she
could not uss in, foodsa for sale with-
out wviolating the law, (because these
substancea are Injurious to health.
Artiicial Prescervatives Not

: ary.

Fruits and vegetables can be kept
indefinitely if they are sterilized Hy
heat and properly sealed, and there
1s no excuse, in the opinion of the ex-
perts of the Department, for running
any risik by using preserving powders,
which may be Injurious to health. The
use of such powiders in additlon to
the posstble Injury to health enceour-
ages uncleanly or careless work in
canning. Relilance is placed in the
tficlency of the preserving compound
instead of upgn cleanliness and heat.

The Pepartment has lssued bulle-
tins that give specific directions for
the -preserving and cannming of frults
and wvegetables without the use of
| preserving powders or canning com-
pounds. These bulletins may be ab-
tained without cost from the Depart-
ment of Agriculture. Application
should be made for Farmers Bulle-
tin, No. 208 on Canned Fruit, Pre-
serves and Jellies, and No. 521 on
Canning Tomatoes at Home and in
Clab Work, Also Forma W, B. 23,
