for years afterward. In the opinion

"That our medical schools will go
very short of students: is certain, and
this will .mean a ; dangerously 'small
list of Triedical practitioners to minisT
ter to the .needfe of the country, in . the
near future.

The statement
now made in the Russian Duma
would suggest that the overtures
from ; Japan have been , favorably re-
ceived 1 in Peitrograd.

TURNS OUT . MANY
V - BIG LOCOMOTIVES

uassei, sept. 9 Although more
than a thousand of Its 6,000 employeshere have been drawn into the army,the Henschel f & . Son . Locomotive
Works, the largest Institution o its
kind in Europe, has been able to keepthe output' of its plants here and in
Westphalia'at par or above. Foreignorders which formerly called for 40
per cent of its output, have fallen off
almost entirely but the German government has ; worn out so many, loco-
motives in war work that the . .home
market has taken up all the supply.The decreased number of employes
who have been working long hours to
keep, the outpuj: at normal have earn-
ed a large sum in overtime pay. The
ayerage production at the Cassel
plant is 1,000 locomotives a year. In
addition to keeping up. to this figure
during-- the past year, the plant has
perfected and put a
new type of locomotive that is the last
word, in European engines. As fastas these can be turned out the Prus-
sian railway system is taking them.

One of the last commissions from a
Lforeign country which the Henschel
plant in cassel received was an or-
der for 30 locomotives for Roumania-Roumani-

ahead With the order. The engines
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' of those , who, being already jiearly
qualified, would , have been able to
poactice theif profession., as qualified
men in a few months.
