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"Whether the conditions which
have been set forth as necessary for

Still another phase of the situation
is the comment that has been arous-
ed on the part of Peking newspapers.
The Gazette, discussing editorially

of the Society for Peace, ac
cepts the document somewhat , suspi-
ciously as do other Chinese newspa-
pers. The Gazette Says, in part:

"We venture to suggest for the con-
sideration of the Society for Peace
the necessity of looking at this grave
question from the double view of in-

ternal peace and foreign opinion and
possible action. It is not to be doubt-
ed that if the honorable men who are
associated with the Society for Peace
were convinced that a monarchical
form of restoration in China' would
cut at trr very roots of 4nternal peace
and order in the country and expose
us to the not improbable application
of the Japanese doctrine of political
tutelage, they would be the first of
our sagacious patriots to condemn the
great change that is now the object
of their policy. '

"And, knowing the country as they
must, is there any reason to believe
that the extinction of the republic on
the morrow ofj the Japanese coup,
with all its brutality and humiliation
and the sinister rumors as to its origin
would not stir the country particu-
larly the South in ways that might
prove disastrous and fatal to a 'strong
and united China' ? And then what
about the promise which we as a na-
tion gave to America and the other
great powers of ;the world ? We have
declared to them that this country
shall be ruled as a republic; and it is
certain that, unless the inandate of
the nation is clear on the subject, any
reversal of that declaration will be
resented by America, even though
the theoretical basis of it rests on the
alleged dictum of a distinguished

to the worst possible form of govern
ment, namely, that of the military dic-
tator. The best that can be hoped
for under such a system is periods
of peace alternating with periods of
disorder during which the rival claim
ants for political power are striving
among themselves .for the control of
the government. "

"At the present time, it may fur
ther be remarked; it is very doubtful
whether the great powers of the Euro
pean world will permit the govern
ment of the military dictator perma
nently to exist, if it continues to be
accompanied by the dfsorder which
has been its accodent in the past. The
economic interests of the European
world have grown to be so compre-
hensive; European capital and Euro
pean commercial and industrial en
terprises have become so widespread
in their ramifications that the- - govern-
ments of the foreign countries inter-
ested, although caring little what may
be the form of. government adopted
by the' nations with which they deal,
are more and. more inclined to insist,
where they have the power, that con-
ditions of peace shall be maintained
in order that "they may receive- what
they consider to be the proper re
turns on their investments. This in
sistence they are more and more li-

able to carry" to . the point of actual
destruction of the political indepen-
dence of offending nations and of di-
rect administrations of their govern-
ment if.this is necessary to the attain-
ment of the ends desired.

."It is . therefore becoming less and
Jess likely" that countries will be per-
mitted in the future to work out their
own salvation through disorder and
revolution, as may have been the case
during the past century with dme of
the South American countries. Un-
der modern conditions countries must
devise some method of government
under which peace will be maintained
or they will have to submit to foreign
cftntrol. T -

' "The question naturally presents? it-
self How. do these considerations af-
fect, the present political situation in

'China? ,
' "China is a country which has for

centuries been accustomed ' to auto-
cratic rule. The intelligence of the
great mass of , Its people is not high
owing tq, the lack of schools. ' The
Chinese have never been accorded
much participation (in the work of gov-
ernment, i The result is that the po-
litical capacity of the Chinese peo
ple is not . large. . The change from
autocratic to republican government
made four, years ago was too violent
to permit the entertainment of any
very ..strong hopes of its immediate
success. - Had the Tsing dynasty not
been an alien rule which it had long
been the wish of the Chinese people to
overthrow, ' there can be little doubt
that it would have been better, to re-

tain 'the dynasty' in power and 'grad-
ually' to introduce constitutional gov-
ernment in accordance witlvthe plans
outlined by the commission appointed
for .this purpose. But the hatred of
alien made this impossible and
the establishment, of a republic seem-
ed at the timeof the overthrow of the
Manchus to- be the only alternative
available. . ';

"I cannot,' therefore, be doubted
that China has , during the last few
years been attempting to introduce
constitutional" government' under! less
favorable, auspices , than would have
been the case .had there been a royal
family .present which the people ed

with respect and to which theywere loyal. The great problem of the
Presidential succession would seem
stilt., to be unsolved. ,

' The present
arrangement cannot be regarded as
satisfactory. - When the present, pres-
ident lays down the cares of office
there is great danger that the difficul-
ties which are usually incident to the
succession in countries conditioned as
is China will present themselves. The
attempt to solve these difficulties may
lead to disorders which if long contin-
ued may seriously imperii the inde-
pendence of the. country. ': ,

"What under : these . conditions
should be the attitude of those who
have-th- e welfare of China at heart?
Should they advocate the continuance
of the Republic or should' they pro-
pose the establishment 'of a moriar-chy-?

:
' .:

"These;. are difficult questions to
answer. It is' of .course not suscepti-
ble of doubt-tha- t a monarchy is bet-
ter suited than a republic to China,
China's, history and traditions,, her
social and economical conditions, her
relations with - foreign powers all
make , it probable that the , country
would develop that constitutional gov-
ernment which it must develop if it is
to preserve , its independence as a
state, more easily as a monarchy than,as a republic. ' '

i"But .it is to be remembered that
the change from a republic to
archy can be. successfully made .only
on" the following f conditions: .

"First, .That the chan ge. :,d oes , not
meet . wj.th such opposition either on
the .part of the'; Chinese people or ; of
foreign powers as will lead to the re-
currence of the : disorders whph ; the
present ' republican i government, has
successfully! put-- down. The present
peaceful conditions of the countryshould - on no account be imperiled.'
'"Second, The-- change from repub-lic to monarchy would 'be of little

avail if the law of succession is not so
fixed that there will be no doubt as
to .the successor. The succession
should not be; left to the Crows to
determine for the reasons which
have already been set forth at length.It is probably of course true that the
authority of an emperor would be
more respected than the authority ofa president. The people have been
accustomed to an emperor. They
hardly know what a President is. At
the same time it would seem doubtfulif the increasing of authority resultingfrom the change from President to
Emperor wouold be sufficient to justi-
fy the change, if the question of the
succession- - were not so securely fixed
as to permit of no .doubt. For this is
the one greatest advantage of the
monarchy over the republic.

"Third, It. is very doubtful whether
the change from republic to mon-
archy would be of any lasting benefit
to- - China, If provision is not made for
the development under the monarchyof some form of constitutional gov-
ernment. If China is to take her
proper place among the nations greater patriotism must be developed
among, the people and the- governmentmust increase in strength in order to
resist . foreign aggression. Her peo-
ple will never develop the necessary
patriotism unless-the- y are given great-er participation in the governmentthan hey have had in the past. The
government never will acquire- - the
necessary strength unless v again the
people feel that they have a part of
the government. They must in some-
way be brought to think of the gov-ernment as an organization which is

Par
ty feuds of a 'most blopdy character
in' Mexico have made a great impres-
sion upon the mind of both Chinese
and foreigners, who now . begin to

the newly established Republicanform of government. ; Being in this
position, , I &nly care for the orga
nization of 'p. Republican form of
government and shall refrain from
any proposal other than this.

" 'A few days ago, a certain doctor
interviewed me and gave me an ex-
haustive dissertation on ' the monar-
chial .and republican forms of. govern-
ment. I answered him that being a
President of the Republic,! was not
m a position to, diseuss these questions,
The fundamental principle underly
ing republicanism is to collect the
thoughts, ideas and the abilities of the
majority of the people in iorde'r' to
work for the happiness and well-b- e

ing of the majority of the people,
Judging by- - this, the organization of
such aSOCiety to discuss this question
is not in conflict with republican prin
clples. . Then in what way can the
Government interfere with them?

" 'On i more than - one occasion I
have made my intention known to the
public I, care neither for the" seep--
tre of a monarch nor the office of a
president. . The desire.for a. life of re
tirement haunts- - my memory. No
matter: what views . are entertained
by those; who '

participate in . the dis-
cussion of this .question. I have no
cause toj fear that I should be suspect-
ed by the public. r" Individually.

Lover,: this question concerns the life
and "death of four, hundred- - million
people, and since I have been entrust
ed by, the people with the responsiT
bility of the Presidential office how
caii I interfere i with . such a move-
ment, merely for the reason that such
a, movement would tend to. misrep-
resent me to : the public as a person
who entertains some doubtful and'
suspicious ambition, while in.- realityI have neither . intention nor aspira-
tion for the same.' We may regardsueh a movement as a matter exclu-
sively belonging to the learned class.
If It does riot tend to disturb the order
of the .country, there, is" no' necessityfor the Government to take measures
to interfere with it.' " ...

One other .interesting document fol-
lowing the manifesto is the . full
statement by Dr., Frank J, Goodnow,
President of Johns Hopkins Univer-
sity who Is one of the foreign advi-
sers 'to Yuan Shi-k- ai setting forth
what was actually his memorandum to
the President of China on the subjectof establishing a ... monarchy. The
statement fills a page and a half in
the Chinese newspapers, or about five
columns in English newspaper type.

Dr. Goodnow begins by saying: "The
determination i in a given country of
the form of government established
therein has seldom If ever been the
result of the conscious choice of the
people of that country or. even the
choice of its "most intelligent classes.
The establishment on- - the one hand
of a monarchy or on the other hand
of a republic has in almost all instan-
ces been due to influence almost be-
yond- human control. The former
history of the country, its traditions
its social and economic conditions allhave either favored the form of. gov-erlme- nt

which has been adopted : or,
In case the form of government at first
adopted has not been in '. harmonw
therewith have soon brought it aboutthat that form is replaced by one
which: is better suited to the coun-
try's needs. ;" .

0"In other 'worls the form of gov-ernment which a country usuaily pos-sesses Is for the most part determined
by the necessities .of practical life.
Among the contributing, causes which
