Williams Denounces
National Bankers As
Usurers; Gives Facts

H. Plump led off by presenting a
resolution expressing the conclusions
reached by the citizens' meeting of
Bept. 24. 1t provided for the creation
of a commission of filwe who should
be empowered to arrange for the care
and maintenance of the roads and
bridges under the single contract sys-
tem, the contract to run for three
¥ears. The 'contractor must furnish
a bond ‘for the faithful performance
of his duties and to insurs the town
against loss thrpough non-perform-
ance. - Any surplus which may re-
maln from the appropriation after the

x?tra.ctur i= palid shall be expended
by ' the commission and selectmen in
work of the nature of permanent im-
provements, ]

Mr. Plump, speaking to the resolu-
tion, sald our road question of today
could not be compared with the same
question of ten Years ago because of
the changed conditions of traffic. The
Ppublié was earnestly desirous of im-
provement, but felt that many oppor-
tunities for realizing improvement had
‘been neglected. + An offer by Com-
modores Lujtgen two or three years
ago to furnish without expense to the
‘town, the services of an engineer”to
undertake o quest for gravel deposits
‘had apparently been ignored. S0 had
the offer of citizens to contribute to-
wards paying for betterments in their
respective localities. He was , pro-
ceeding to relate specific instances re-
ported to him of wasteful . and inef-
ficient management when ex-Select-
man Charles Sanford protested on the
ground that it was hearsay avidance
and therefore not admissable.  Mr.
Plump clossed declaring that in the
‘year 1916 we =hould not try to handle
‘the road problem by 1861 methods.

L. O. Peck, Selectman Barnes and
B. €. Bhaw opposed the resolution be-
cause it seemed to them impaossible
to’ draw enforceable specifications
fwhich would meet the needs of the
‘town.

“Yesn' '
added the man in the next chair,
“and the best part of the joke was
that the contractor had done no work
whatever on the road.”” A man a few
chairs further on dlssented from Mr.
Lounsbury’s conclusion that the In-
stance proved the contract in guestion
to be worthlesa.
