Health Officer.

" {(Special to the Farmer)

Falirfield, Oct. 26—That an efficl-
ent system of zarbage collection is vi-
tal to conserve the beauties and re-
putatisn of Fairfield beach s the

rtion of Cel. Valery Harvard,
health officer of the town.
+ Not only i= a garbage system re-
commended, but Col. Harvard thinks
the time is coming very soon when
¥Fairfield town authorities will hawve
to devise a sewerage in order to pro-
tect the town from contamination and
disease,

Col. Harvard discusses these ithings
in his annnaal report publighed in the
Fairfileld town record for 1815, It
follows;

“Fairfield with/!(s ‘population of
slightly over 7,000, has reached a
stage stage of,growth and pro¥perily
which rendersfnecessary the consider-
ation of pew sanitary problems, such
u8 fare demanded by the more com-
plex requirements of well-constituted
modern towns.

**The question of sewhge,
not yet pressing, must ‘soon be taken
taken up. Our present system of
cess-pools, owing to the water supply
being largely independent of wells,
pnd on account of the absorbent gual-
ities or our sandy and loomy =oll, is
otill fairly satisfactory but may be ex-

pected to be Inadeqguate and inSani-
tary within a few vears .
“Bfficient sewerage for TFairfield

and Southport is gquite practicable and
offers no great difficulties. A similiar
but independeni system will be need-
ed for each village. For PFairfield,
the sgwage (from village and beach)
may be cbliected (sewage and house
wastes-only) coaveyed to a tank at
some central and isclated place in the
marshes, there pumped wup, flltered
and disinfected, and the offluent (ov-
erflow) discharged into Pine Cresl.
Ey modern methods this effluent (al-
most clear ligquid) may be rendered
non-putrescible, that is to say, Incap
able of decomposition or putrefaction
so that it would not become 2 sani-
tary nuisance, especially If discharged
in the ecreel at hizh tide. The direct
discharge of raw or unireated sewuge
into the Sound, however far the out-
let be extended should for obyious
reasons,, mnever be | permitted. The
same prineiples should apply to the
disposal of the Southport sewage, the
effluent being discharged Intoe the
harbor.
