AUSTRIA SENDS ANOTHER
PROTEST TO U. S. AGAINST
SHIPMENT OF AMMUNITION:

New York, November 3.—The Tall
text of Austrin Hungury's sscond note
to the United States on the subicet of
shipments of munitions by American
firms to Great Britain and her Allies
is contalned in Austria-Hungarian
newspapers which have been received
here. The note was received by the
State Department at Washington on
Oectober 20, when it was announced
that the State Department would not
maks public the full text. It con-
formed to the cabled summaries, it
was explained, and it was said that
a reply would mot be ment to Austria
by the United' Btates government, as
the officlals at Washington did not
believe from the tenor ef the com-
mumication that Awvsiria expected a
reply.

While the text of the not does not
disclose any new phrase of the situa-
tion, it has value as of the documena-
ary history of the relations betwesn
the United States and the Européan
belligerants. The note, as translated
from the Austro-Hungarian papers is
ag follows;

of coniraband has ever. had In the
past. Since these »grious facts, un-

foreseen before, have become clearly
manifest in the course of the present |

war only, the Austro-Hungarian gov-
ernment thinks it is justified to hold
the opinion that, in accordance with
the last paragraph of the preamble
of the XIlIth convention they should
constitute & sufficient reason for
modifying the regulations that govern
the trade in contraband in the United
States. The absolute and striet im-
partiality which the Washington Cab-
inet is anxious to observe, and there-
fore the abstaining of any direct or
Indirect assistance and support of
one belligerent are undoubtedly the
right of a neutral power. .If exper-
iance should teach that an embargo
in any direction should in the courses
of t_hew ar become necessary to that
end, thén the power concerned-is jus-
tified to modify its former policy of
applying neutrality. On the other
hand ithe present case s wholly dif-
ferent from all preceding ones, it is a
“‘movum® which, as pointed out above,
does not come under the already
gquoted Article T and therefore has to
be considered as a “‘cas non prevu"
(unforeseen case) which in accord-
ance with the preamble of the XIIIth
Convention (paragraph 3). has to be
dealt with under the general princi-
ples of international law, as has al-
ready been explained.

The suggestion of the Imperial
Royal government concerning the
supply of foodstuffs and raw ma-
terials was likewise not based on the
assumption that a neutral govern-
ment Would be bound to compensate
the advantages attained by one belli-
gerent over the other by a system of
non-intercourse with the former. The
note of June 2%th makes it clear that
this suggestion was made solely for
the purpose. of pointing out to the
Washington Cablnet which had de-
clared that, as a consequence of the
situation created by the war, it had
become Impossible for the 1inited
States of ‘America to maintain Its
trade - relations with the Centralk
Powers, that it is within the power
of the Federal government to enforce
such 4 posasiblliity of trade relations
As a matter of fact the trade between
America and  Austria-Hungary,' at
least with regard to non-contraband
gaodes, has not been stopped by the
naval sueeesses of Great Britain and
her Aljles, but by the unlawful deci-
slons taken by the Entente Powers
which ag the Imperial and Royal gov=-
ernment has not failed to learn are
also considered as unlawful by the
govarnment of the TUnited States of
America.

It is not contended that were the
Washington Cabinet to fall in with

Whereas, -theé Federal government
has understood that, according to the
Imperial and Royal government, the
exportation of srms and munitions
is contrary to the last paragraph of
the preamble of the XIITth conven-
tlon, it should be emsmphasized that—
ag already pointed out above—the
Imperial and Royal government
bases its stand against the excessive
exportation of munitions of. war on
the 2nd and 3rd pscagraphs of sald
preamble. The referance to tHe last
paragraph was made' in connection
with, the unlawful exclusion of Aus-
tria-Hungary from commerclal inter-
course with America and was intend-
ed to <convey the suggestion that the
exclusion In itself would justify the
issuarce by the Fedeéral government
of laws providing for an embargo.

If the impression 8 correct that
ths government of the United Btates
wishes to express the opinion that
the government of & belligerent pow-
er 1s-not entitled to take up a matter
whieh is connected with the preser-
vation or the application of a right of
a mneuntral power, this is evidently
due to the fact that the Washington
Cabinet has possibly given a too re-
gtricted interpretation to the last
paragraph referred to when It un-
derstood |t to apply only to strictly
private rights, the presarvation of
which the Imperial and Royal gov-
efnment naturally holds to be a mat-
ter that concerns the neutral power
only, As is shown by the report sub-
mitted by the French delegate, M.
Renault, to the full sitting of the
Hague Conference concérning the
XIITth convention (Deuxieme Conf.
Intern. de la Faix, actes et doc., tome
1., p. 328), the sald paragraph alms at
the preservation of the neutrality; a
belligerent cin therefore nmot be de-
nled tha right to approach a neu-
tra) country and to lovoke the clause
referred te when the guestion of the
preservation of the rights of a neu-
iral power has a bDearing on the
rights of that belligerent.

The Imperial and Royal govern-
ment has followed with great interest
the arguments of the Federal Gov-
ernment setting forth thes reasons
which, in the opinlon of the Wash-
ington Cabinet, make it impossible
to restrict during the present war t
exportation of munitions. The =
perial and Royal government never-
theleas still hopes that the Federal
government will agree that the rea-
sons given, which have a purely
practical character €an In no ‘way
influence the legal aspesct of the
question; while expressing this hope
we do not venture to investigate
whether the very fact that the man-

ufacture of war materials in the]
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United States could develop to such
extraordinary dimensions does not
rather lead to the coneclusion that the
United States, disposing as they do
in an unlimited way of all the essen-
tial conditionsa for manufacturing
munitions, such as labor, aatural prop-
ducts and financial capital would be
redueced to procura wWar material
from abroad in the event of a war
‘which' would naturaily stimulate the
energy of its citizens.

The Imperial and Royal" govern-
ment begs leave to make the follow-
ing remarksa:

Among the precedents h:w-okad by
the Washington government, which,
as has already been mentioned, can-
not be 'accepted as such, the Federal
government lays stress on the condil-
tions existing &t the timie of the Boer
War, during which one of the .beHi-
gerents was cut off  from 1interna-
tional trade in a way silmilar to that
created during the present war. BSuch
an analogy cannot possibly be detect-
ed, because Great Brifain did not
thén decree a stoppage of trade com-
parable with the unlawful measures
now  taken, by the London Cabinet;
the prevention of the supply of arims
and ammuintion referr to by the
Faderal government does certainly
not amount to & commercial isolation.

Besldes, the exportation of muni-

tions of war from Austria-Hungary |

during the Boer war, jost as during
other wars, whenever such an ex-

ortation took place, never exceeded
gie limits of permissibility.

The Federal govesrnment undoubt-
eodly wilF have learned that He;jr
Einicke has publicly protested aganst
the interpretation «f one ssntence
taken from his treatise on neutrallty
in ‘naval warfare for the purpose of
justifying the duty of the Washington
government; this invalidates the ref-
erence made by the Washingten Cab-
inet to German jurlsts and thé con-
clusions deducted therefrom. Fur-
thermore, the Imperial and . Royal
government naturally holds that a
neutral government cannot issue an
embargo with the intention of jJeo-
pardizing the interesta of one of the
belligerents. Just as naturally an
embargo issued by the government
for the purposs of protecting its men-
trality ,could never be described as a
measure taken with the intent of In-
juring pne of the belligerenta

Finally, the remarks of the Fed-
eral government concerning the wie-
tualing of men-of-war are apparently
based upon & misunderstanding.
