President Thwing
of Western Reserve
Has Son in War Zone

DY Charles Franklin Thwing, for a
guarter of a century the president of
Western Reserve Univerdity at Cleve-
land, will pess his sixty-second mile-
stone today, having been born at New
Sharon, Maine, Nov. 8, 1863, The dis-
tingished efueator's son recently re-
pounced his American citizenshlp in
order that he might enter the British
army, as a- second WHeugenant of the
Fifth Lancers. "I'm proud of the boy,”
sald Dr. Thwing, “and admire Mis
pluck. He has the courage of his con-
vietions, and he ean be naturalized to
Arnericnn citizenship when he cdmes
home.’

Dr. Thwing sraduated fram Harvard
in 1876 and from Andover Theologi-
eal Beminary three years latér . when

he was ordained to the Congregdtional

ministry. He was pastor of churches
in Cambridge, Mass, and Minneapolis
beforea he was chosen president of
Western Reserve Undversity and Adel-
bert College in 1880. /The institutlbn of
which he §s the head represents the
consolidation of various educational
Institutions, Adcihart College,  found-
ed in 1836 under the namo of Western
being the parent or-
ganization,

Dr.7” . Thiwing belicves that higher
education in America will not be seri-
ously affected by the European war.
“The chief affects of the war has had
already, or will-have. upon the-higher
education in America,” he thinks, “re-
lates to the general unrest and uncer-
triniy arvisipg in the minds of men
from the fact of the war itself, and
from the passiblities of American
government ‘becoming directly involv-
ed.

The Turkish allles of the German
Emperar represent but a small part of
the Moslem world, and;, althoush the
Sutan of the Ottoman Empire is by
courtesy the Head of the Faithful, he
has in reallty no more power over the
masses of Mohammedans than the
Fope of Roma has over Protesfanis.
The “jehad” or “holy war” proclaimed
by the heads of the Turkish church
has had little effect upon Moslems be-
yvond the confines of Turkey. The Ot-
toman Emplire has a population of
only about 20 000,000, and not all of
| these are adherents of Mohammedan-
ism. Even in his own dominions the
Bultan’s authority is flouted by the
Arab poptilation south of Mecca, the
Holy city of the faith: While profess-
ed Mohammedans, these Arabs have
for centurtes opposed Turkish anthori-
ty, and in the present war they have
helped the British whenever pussible.

China haa a third more Moslems
than Turkey, but the Chinese Moham-
medans certainly could not be induced
The same is
true of the nearly ninety millions of
Mohammedans of India and other
British possessions in Africa, Asia and
the East Indies. Among the African
scldiers nmow fighting for Frar in
Burcope there are many thouusnd . of
Mohammedans, and although I'tance
has some 45,000,000 Moslem subYjects
in Africa they hrve shown no disposi-
tion to aid the Sultan.
