One of the most important results
of the recent campaigns in New York,
Ptennsylvania, Massachusetts and New
Jersey will be the institution of bet
ter team work methods among the
Suffragists. Hitherto campaign work
for the Votes for Women has been
carried on too much as if the women
suffrage were a very local issue and
as if each town and village had to
work out its own salvation independ-
ently even of the State, A state cam-
paign must necessarily bring the dif-
ferent parts of the state into a working'
whole. The .women quickly recog-
nized that no matter how thoroughly
they may- - convert . their own immedi-
ate ' neighborhood, they will effect
nothing unless the rest of the state
also goes for suffrage. The next step
after recognizing the state solidarityis recognize the national, unity of
the movement, and now that the im-
mediate campaigns are over the state
associations are coming together and
also suffragists all. over the countryare throwing themselves into the
work for the Federal Amendment.

The first signs of this new united-ne- ss

of purpose was seen in New York
when four state wide associations
agreed to unite. These were the
Woman Suffrage Party of New York,
The New . York Woman Suffrage As-
sociation, the Equal Franchise league,
and the Collegiate league. The Men's
league for Woman Suffrage is also
to Join the new amalgamated associa-
tion, and the suffrage work in New
York State will be carried on hence-
forth under the. combined direction of
the heads of these associations.

Another plan for united work con-
cerns the states where the popularvote on woman suffrage is to be taken
fn 1916. These are Iowa, North Da-
kota and Kansas. The Idea is to form
plans of campaigns which shall be
similar In each state, ' and that, in
these plans the new campaign states
will utilize the experience of the
workers in New York and Pennsyl-
vania, will "use- - the literature, that has
been most effective, will adopt 'the
methods ' which produce the best re-
sults and , will avoid the' mistakes
which were discovered by experience
during, the arduou campaigns which
preceded the votes on November 2nd.
In this way it is felt that since the
woman came within sight of a vic-
tory in New York and Pennsylvania,
it,. is almofet certain that with another,
year in which to work, and with the
added wisdom of this rich experience,
the winning of the new states will be
practically certain and 1916 will see
some large additions to the suffrage
map. it is not . yet certain now many
states will vote on, the erabiect in 1916
because ia several states 'which have
the initiative, it is proposed to get up
the necessary petitions for the sub-
mission kof an amendment.
