CHURCH HAS THREE'
AVAILABLE SITES

Ten Story Hostelry Planned
For Broad Street and
Fairfield Avenue.

Options have been signed for a re-
alty deal which will eonvey the First
‘Methodist church at the northeast cor-
ner of Pairfield avenue and BEroad
street. to one of the largest hotel syn-
dicates in the United States. It is
proposed to erect.on the site a ten
story, modern fire-proof hotel.

The Methodist church, the homs of
probably the oldest Methodist society
in New England, reared in 1822 and
rabuilt In 1848, will soon be torn
down.
