This date is an important one in
the history of the English drama, for
it was under date of January 3, 1661,that the gossiping diarist Pepys rec-
orded that he visited the Clare Market
Theatre, witnessed a performance of
"Beggar's Bush," and adds that thiswas "the first time that I ever saw
women come upon the stage." As
Mr. Pepys was a man about town,
and not likely to miss any such
epochal innovation, we may conclude
that this is the 265th anniversary of
that ' revolutionary change in the
drama. A ,play without actresses is
now almost unthinkable, but prior to
1661 London theatre patron's had to
be content with seeing feminine partstaken by young men or boys. In
those days it was thought that female
roles were of no particular import-
ance, and about the only qualificationsdemanded for such parts were smooth
shaven faces and delicacy of physiqueand features. It was Charles II. who
was responsible for the Introduction
of women on the English stage. He
had spent many years of his life on
the continent, where there were no
prejudices- - against women acting, and,with his. notorious fondness for the
ladies, he found the English custom
not at all to his liking. One day a
theatrical performance was delayedbecause the man who played the partof a queen had neglected to shave, and
the merry; monarch ordered that
thenceforth women be engaged for
feminine parts, Nell Gwynn. who af-
terward became the favorite of Charles
II., was. the first English actress to
gain widespread popularity. Frail as
she was as to virtue, and with a tend-
ency to hard swearing, the lovely Nellwas in many ways a credit to the pro-
fession in which she was one of the
feminine pioneers.
