Delegates From All Over
America to Be In New
York For Week End NMeet.

New York., May 17. ladimir
G. Simkhovitch, president of the Na-
tional Federation of Settlements,
which is to have its sixth convention
in New York city.(from Friday to
next Tuesday, outlined westerday The
purposes of the meeting, which is the
first of ita kind to be held in New
York. It is expected that the at-
tendance at the wvarious meetings and
receptions of the conventlon, which
will be held In the city apd at Long
Beach, will total 500 or more. Of that
number 250 represent delegates from
settlements In other parts of the coun-
try and the other 250 or more social
workers in this eity.

“Our object In holding the conven-
tion in New York,” said Mrs. Simkho-
vitch., “and not in Indianapolis with
the National Conference on Charities
and Corrections is to strengthen our
organization. ‘While we sympathize
with the work of the Conference on
Charities there are several other move-
ments and organizations with which we
are as closely afiiliated. Formerly our
convention was held as a side Issue to
the Conference on Charities.

Plan to Exchange Ideas.

“Althougsh e do mnot contemplats
any national programme or pretentious
plans we have by this time accumu-
lated sufficient experlence so that we
can profit by pooling it and exchanging
ideas. The social settlement is only
one aspect of a movement of which
the other parts are community centres
and neighborhood assodgiations. These
three forms of organization are de-
gigned to work together and through
each other. -

“A feature of the meeting of Monday
will be the address by Hobert G. Val-
entine, of Boston, who Is am indus-
trial counsellor. Many of the young
peoples who have engaged in settlement
or social work are going Into the wel-
fare departments of industrialWcorpora-
tions. It is, therefore, of importance
to us to keep informed of the changes
that are taking place within industry
and to koow of progress toward de-
mocratization in Industrial organiza-
tion."

On Sunday the Conference will ad-
journ to the Nassau Hotel, at Long
Beach, for meetings on May 21, 22,
and the morning of the Z3rd.

Wil Visit Pageants.

“We have arranged for these con-
ferences at Long Beach,” =said Mrsa.
Eimkhovitch, “that the delegates might
not be tempted into other interesting
activities In and around New TYork.
Once they are at Loong Beach there
will be mno incentive to do anything
but the work ih hand.  Although we
are interested in closer communica-
tion and B better organization, ths
prime object of our conference is to
popularize and spread the ideas which
we have arrived at by experience.”
