Peirograd, June 16—The cap-
fure of an additional 100 offi-
cers and 44000 men was an-
nounced today by the war of-
fice.

Austrians in Big Drive.

Rome, June l16—Ausiro-Hungarian
troops estlmated to number 18,000
attacked in dense formation the
Itallan positions on theAsiago Pla-
tean. They were repulsed, leaving
piles of corpses before the Itallan
trenches, says an official statement
given out by the war office here to-
day.

Bulgars Withdraw Troops.
Athens, June 16—It was reported
in Athens today that the Bulgarians
thelr forces fro Saloniki to the
Rumanian frontier.

Heavy Fighting At Verdun.

Paris, June 16—Powerful German
pettacks made last night on the French
position southeast of Thismont Farm
on the Verdun front broke down under
tha French machine gun and infantry
fire, according to today’s statement
by the war office.

The statament says that the Ger-
mans began their assaults 2t 6 o'clock
in the evening on the right bank of
“the Meuse from HIill No. 321 to the
edge of Hill No. 320. At the samse
time another attack was launched at
the southern edge of the Csailletts
Wood., Attacks were repulsed.

Ths trench captured by the French
vesterday on the southern slope of
Dead Man Hill was also the subject
of several German attacks during the
night, a1l of which failed. It is an-
nounced that the total number of
prisoners taken by the French at the
timd of the capture of the trench is
five officers and 180 soldiers.

RUSSIANS USE JAP GUNS.

Loondon, June 16—A Central News
despatch from Fetrograd says that
much of the effectiveness of the Rus-
sian ertillery in their great Gallelan
drive is due to the use of big Japan-
eass guns. These guns are said to be
more powerful than any that tbe
Prussians have had heretofore and
are charged with shells“filled with a
new explosive, the destructive power
of which is terrific.”
