MANEATING SHARK
KILLS TWO, MAIMS
ONE IN NEW JERSEY

New York, July 13—A nine-foot
shark swam about two miles up Mat-
awan creek, New Jeorsey, yesterday
afternoon, dragged a 12-year-old boy
to death under the water, tore the
flesh so viclously from ihe thigh bonse
of ‘another swimmer that the man
died later and ripped off the calf of
the leg of a second !;;:y. Anotht;

er, thought to have gone
I,a:ut:f:: in the creek yesterday after-
noon, had not returnefl to his home
te last night
n'l‘he mifnonnter selzed the naked
body of Lester Stillwell, 12, and
dragged him out of sight beneath the
water., Lester's
alarm when - the young swimmer's
soreams were smothered In the creek.

Fisher's right thigh. The big bone
was bared from  hip td® knee.

Aboug 20 minutes after Fisher was
‘bitten, Jossph Ra&lph Dusm, a 10-
year-old bather, was pfhlled lterally
from the savage fish’s mouth by com-
panions on a river about a quarter of
& mile below the spot where the"otHer
tragedy occurred. The calf of his left
leg was bitten cleanly out.

“1 felt my leg golng down the
shark's throat,” Joseph declared as
he lay in St. Peter's hospital, New
Brunswich. “I believe it would have
swallowed me."

of the accident. The physicians say
he will recover if blood polsoning can
be obviated. His leg may be saved.

The two places at which the shark
made its attacks are about sixteen
mil6s from the open ocean. Matawan
Creek flows into Rarftan Bay at Key-
port, N. J.

Ldttle Lester Stillwell, with his
brother and Albert O'Hara, was swim-
ming when  the shark made its ap-
pearance at Close’'s dock. The
fiéh struck O'Hara with its tail, hurl-

ling him about eight feet into the alr.

Then it made for BStillwell. Jogeph
Pisher, on- the pler, turned at the
sound and saw a fin cutting through
the water toward the lad. Still
BC ng, with hands upraised, Lea-
ter was snatched under the water and
was not seen again.

But Fisher saw a great crimson
stain gush to the surface and float
up the creek with the tide.

Workmen
rushing to the bank from a nearby
faciory began a search for the miss-
ing boy's remains. Nets were stretch-
ed, and hardy swimmers entered the
water, One of the huskiest of these

Crowd Sees Atack on Fisher,

At 3 p. m. the shark elther returned
to the scene or again took up his
quest for new living food.

Stanley Fisher was treading water.
The crowd heard hims scream. Nalther
fish nor fin was seen, but when the
swimmer lunged toward the shore and
grasped at the bank he left a red
wake.  Bomething large and- alive un-
der waters bumped against the legs
of Arthur Smith, standing in shallow
water, and knocked him down. Fish-
er, while dying said, he felt Stillwall's
body, and had grasjed it with his
arms undeér the water.

It was about twenty minutes later
that ten-year-old Joseph Dunn strip-
ped off his clothes and dived into tha
creek & quarter of a mile below the
place where Fisher and Stillwell had
peen eeized by the shark. His com-
panions, including his brother, Mi-
chael, sixteen, and Jerry Hourlhan,
eighteen, were undregsing on d string-
piece. ' .

Hardly had the youngster's body
cut the watér before he began scream-
ing that something had hold of him.
Michael, Jerry and the other boys
reached down from the string pleces
anfl caught Joseph's arms. They
tugged until they pulled him almost
out of the water. When his legs
came above the esurface a shark's
head eame with them, The shark's
teeth were sunk in the left leg. The
boy's companions wrenched his leg
out of the shark's mouth and dragged
him to safety. The entire calf of the
jeft leg was bitten out. The boy was
rushed to the New Brunawick hos-
pital. Physicians there ‘Thoped to
avert blood poisoning.

They
hailed Thomas Cottrell, passing in a
motor boat, and told him to warn all
bathers in the creek that a shark was
coming toward them.

Mr. Cottrell left his boat at the
first telephone to transmit the warn-
ing. When his message reached Les-
ter Stillwell and his -brother, they
laughed at the idea of a shark’s swim-
ming two miles up Matawan Creek.

When Stillwell's brotHer told the
workmen a shark had dragged young
Lester out Pf sight they scouted the
notion as absurd. No* shark would
swim up Matawan creek, they said,

With groping hands and out-
stretched toea they were thrusting
and diving aboyt for the lad's body
when Flsher wnz attacked. As Fisher
struggled and' clutched at the bank,
Arthur 8. Yan Buskirk came close to
him in a rowboat. The bitten swim-
mer was alded to the shore and then
to the railroad station. The first
train rushed him to Long Branch,
but the shark’s sharp teeth had lac-
erated the flesh so that Fisher died
at 7:30 p. m.

The crowd of shark-hinters and
sgarchers for Lester Stillwell's body
remaingd on the scene. They stretch-
ed nets for the man-eater and ex-
ploded dynamite in the creek to kill
him. No one saw the finny monster
go out. But although the dynamiters
labored into the. night, they found no
trace of him or of Lester's body. The
residents of Matawan belleve the lad
was devoured by the shark.

First Shark Ever Seen There

Chlef of Police John Mulsonn of
Mattawan, who ordered wire meshes
stretched across the month of the
créek to preyent the egress of the
destructive fish, sald he never before
had heard of a shark being seen in
that locality,

.The cree®, which -really is a tidal
inlat, extends wseveral miles from
Raritan bay. It is 60 feet wide, and
even when the tide Is high, as it fwas
not yesterday, is 15 feet deep,

Fisher's father was formerly a com-
modore of the Bavannah line and for
more than 50 years took steamers up
and down the coast. About 10 days
ago Commodore Fisher and his wife
went to Minneapolis to visit a daugh-
ter. When they received word last
night of the death of their sonm they
telegraphed that they would leave for
home Immediately. .

Alarm Spread to Jersey Resorts

\News that the shark had appeared
at Mattawan fiitered to fesorts on the
New Jerdey coast last night. A rumor
came here that a shark had bitten off
a boy's leg and was afterwards killed
at Asbury Park. Investigation dis-
closed no foundation for this report.

1t is possible that the beach author-
ities will now reinforee their propec-

tion against man eaters. A heavier .

steel net was stretched In front of the
Fourth Avenue bathing ground at As-
bury last Tuesday, and the entire bath-
ing locality there has been guarded by
steel meshes and & motér patrol as a
result of the deaths of Charles Bruder
from a shark’s bite at Spring Lake, N.
J., July 6, and the death of Charles
Epting VarfBant of Philadelphia, from
the same cause at Beach Haven, N. J.,
July 1.

A despatch last night from Atlantic
City =ald the shark =care had caused
no alarm there, The bathing crowis
have been growing daily and last
Sunday brought one of the largest at-
tendances of visitors in the history of
the clty. ’

Washington, July 13—The House
today took up the water power leas-
ing bill with the intention of com-
pleting {ts consideration in time to
take.up and complefe also if possible
before adjournment the Rucker Cor-
rupt Practices bilL An agreament
has been reached to vote on both
measures Friday. -

The water power bill has passed
the Benate. The Rucker bill in many
respects is similar to the ‘Owen bill
pending in the Senate. Both meas-
ures propose to restrict aggregate ex-
penditures of candidates for the
United BStates Senate to $5,000 each
and for the House to half that
amount.” They prescribe that a pres-
idential and vice-presidential candi-
date shall expend not more than $505~
000 and §25,000. .

Amsterdam, July 13—Rosa Luxem-
burg, principal editor of thg Berlin
Bocialist newspaper Vorwaerts, wns
arrested at her home in Berlin on
Monday last, ' according to the Leip-
eiger Volkzeitung.

Luxemburg and others were instituted
about a year ago on account of alleg-
ed treasonahbhle acts in the. monthly
International which was suspended
by the Germon government. She was
subsequently released. In 1914 she
was sentenced to serve & year in
prison.

HOME RULE ADVOCATE
BARRED FROM INDIA

London, July 13—Mra. Annie Be-

nt, one of the leaders of the move-
ment for home rule for India, has
been prohibited under the Defense of
india Act from entering the Bombay
despatch to the Exchange Telegraph
Company.

Mrs. Annie PBesant was elected
president of the Theosophical Soclety
at London, in 1907. She has mdde
several lecture tours in America. Her
activities In the Indian home rule
movement have not been generally re-
ported in this country.

INDUSTRIES OF NATION
SHOW WAGE INCREASE

Washington, July 13—Many of the
country’'s leading manufacturing Iin-
dusiries have made substantial in-
crenses in their wage secales within
the last year. An inquiry completed
today by the department of Ilabor
shows the iron and steel Iindustry
made the higgest increases, Most
plants raised wages last May and for
many ®™is was the second raise wih-
in a year. Total increases amounted
to from 5 to 39 per cent. .

In the hoot and shoe industries in-|
creases were nol  general althdhgh{
many Individual factories raised
wages. Northern cotton. manufaetur-
erz generally increased the pay of
thelr men while gsouthern mills gen-
erally did not. Silk and wédolen es-
tablishments made raises but hosiery
manufacturing concerns made few.
There were no increasas in the ready-
made clothing industry and none in
cigar manufacturing.
