Warden
Osborne treated the incident lightly
and said ; the wound was "too infini-
tesimal to be .taken seriously at all."
Waite. he said, did not even go to the

The piece or glass with which Waite
Inflicted the Wound was a . splinter
about a quarter of an inch lone, it was
said. .'He cut himself on the chest by
gouging the splinter Into his 'flesh.

Sanford of the incursion and toe and
Dr. Smith,, the health officer, visited
the encampment , As the , youngsters
semed to be healthy and their eldersv

peaceable the doctor told the party
they could " stay , over night . but no
longer and ordered them to securely
tether -- the horses. Their ''failure to
obey the latter instruction caused the

D. R. Warner, the local humane
agent, reported the case to State
Agent Gardiner of New ; Haven. A
Danbury. veterinarian examined the
wounded horses and said they might
pull through although this was doubt
ful, r The amount ..of damages which
the gypsies demanded of Hingle was
$200. By order of 'he authorities the
band left the town Tuesday afternoon,
leading the injured horses, and pitched
their- next' camp at, Buckley's Corner
In Weston. ',..':After an investigation,' State Agent
Gardiner announced he found grounds
for a criminal prosecution but that he
wouldn't act until he took the matter

,up with the State Humane society.
Hiilgle freely admitted the facts of

the case and maintained his defiant
attitude.' It seems that two shots were
fired from an . upstairs window, an d
these not .taking effect, the younger
Hingle dest-.ende- and fired four more
at close quarters. .
