Suffers Accident That Lake
Coat Crews Never Have

to Fear.

Additional proof of the superiority
of Lake types of submersibles comes

today from Block Island Where it has
become known that a crew of one of
the new boats had a narrow
escape from death as air valves in one
of the 'forward tanks refused tempo-

rarily to function and(the boat sank.
The despatch under date of July 31

states:
The desperate plight and near panic

of the crew of a submarine in practice
trials here last week were learned to-

day.
.Three submarines, the L-- l, L-- 3, and

L-- 4, have made the new harbor here
their rendezvous for several weeks
preliminary to the tests that are to be
conducted beginning August 4. They
have been accompanied by the "moth-
er ship," the U. S. S. Bushnell, named
after the Connecticut inventor of the
first crude submarine, craft.

The submarines on the day of the
accident were practicing diving. They
are of the type manufactured by the
Fore Elver Shipbuilding company and
make their 3ives on an inclined plane
while the Lake boats, designated as

sink horizontally. One of the
had submerged to a depth of

30 feet, and, after certain tests, the
order was given to rise to the sur-
face. This lightning of the' craft is,
accomplished by injecting air into the
water tanks. The air pumps were set
to work, but the boat did not rise.
Instead, it began sinking further and
before the captain realized the situa-
tion it had sunk to a depth of 85 feet
and struck bottom with a thud. The
downward impulse was so great that
after resting on the bottom the sub- -,

marine at once listed badly. The
shock of the impact with the bed of
the ocean and the listing of the boat
gave the first information to the crew
of 28 men that something serious had
happened. Just how serious a fo--

the panic that followed took on cannot
be learned, as the members of the
crew refuse to discuss the matter, but
it Is known that some of the men be-

came hysterical.- - r
' The' captain and his men then had

a consultation and it was decided to
go over the machinery piece by piece
and to follow each wire until the
cause of the trouble Was learned. This
thorough investigation consumed over
an hour before the fault, whatever It
was, was found and remedied. It was
then found possible to work the com-

pressed air an! the submarine . was
soon on the surface of the water, with
a crew relieved- - who had received the
fright of their lives.

The diving type of boat mentioned
above plunges under water by inolin-'.rt- g

its ow throu-g- the manipulation
of horizontal rudders generally placed
at the stern, but In some- - instances
they are also placed at the bow. To
accomplish this 'dive It is necessary
that the submarine should be as sen-
sitive fore and aft as a well balanced
pair of scales. : '

Otherwise great speed is required to
produce the necessary force against
the tipping or diving rudders which
effects the ' unbalancing of the boat
and causes her to plunge. Because of
lack of stability diving boats have
stood on their ends, have run their
,fcows against or into the bottom and
have also been known to ground their
sterns at imminent risks to their
crews. Great skill ant nerve racking
attention at all times is required to
operate a diving type of boat.

ENEMY WEAKENING,
SAYS RUSSIAN LEADER

Paris, Aug. 1. Today, the second
anniversary of Germany's declaration
of war on Russia, was commented on
In the French press by articles, A

neutral countries; including the. kings
of Serbia and Montenegro, Admiral
Jellicoe,. General Sam Hughes, Elihu
Root, Dr. Nicholas Murray Butler.Gen-era- l

Cadorna, Premier Romanons or
Spain, General Alexiefl. chief of the
Russian staff, and the Russian and
Belgian premiers.

, General Alexieff says: "I think we
may . now be said to have passed
through the most difficult period of
our great war. While , still offering
stubborn resistance our enemy is be-

ginning? to weaken, but we have need-
ed to summon all our powers yet be-

fore we can hope to attain the definite
goal of our hopes." .j

ing held in Denmark and 300 in Swe-

den. All the church bells are being
rung and prayers for peace are being
said.

' The Politiken of Copenhagen com-

menting on this observance, says:
"What is the use of ringing bells

and fair speeches Let us acknowl-
edge the facts as they are. After two
years of war there are no' real pros-
pects of peace. The butcheries and
terrors will continue."

SUFFRAGISTS SEEKING
SUPPORT OF WILSON

Washington, Aug. 1. An appeal to
President Wilson, to support a suf-

frage amendment to the federal con-

stitution was made today by Mrs. Car-
rie Chapman Catt, president, of the
National ?American Women's Suffraga
association and Mrs. Frantf M. Roes-sin- g,

vice president of the organization
and chairman of the Congressional
committee. '

They sold before their call at the
White House that at present Demo-
cratic and Republican candidates for
president apparently occupied the
same position on the suffrage ques-
tion.

"The national suffrage organization
is Mrs. Roessing added,
"therefore, we are neither fighting nor
aiding either candidate or party."

TROLLEYMEN WILL
PICK RUNS TOMORROW

Because of the many changes made
on the different runs throughout the
city as well as on some of the subur-
ban lines since June 24, the trolley
men will pick new runs tomorrow. At
present many men who have runs on
the North Main Street line are in the
company's employ only a few years
and others who have been working
much longer on other lines will be
given the preference in choosing runs
for this line.

Another change to be instituted by
the company and which will go into
effect Friday, Aug. 4, will be the dis
continuance of cars running to West
port on a 20 minute headway. This
was tried by the company for the past
month and according to Charles H.
Chapman,' manager of the Bridgeport
division of the Connecticut Co., has
been poorly patronized.

After Aug. 4 cars leaving for West'
port will run every 40 minutes. The
20 minutes headway between this city
and Southport will still be main
tained.

The poisc:ious gases which have been
used from 1'me to time since their in-

troduction by the Germans in an at-
tack on the British front before Ypres
In May, 1915, have been described as
chlorine gas and bromine gas. JVow it
Is reported that the Russians have a
new gas, more powerful than any hith-
erto used, capable of overcoming a sol
dier In spite of his respirator.' There
are various ways of using- the gas. It
may be brought to the front In steel
cylinders under enormous pressure and
released when the wind is right Sir
John French reported that In the first
attack at Ypres the gas was released
from pipes laid before the trenches and
swept over the British lines In green
clouds forty feet high. In other cases
It has been reported that the gas was
mixed In the trenches. The effect of
the German gas was to produce acute
bronchitis among Its victims.

tain possession of the towns of Kex-hol-

and Vlllmanstrand, and by 1719.
all the country was in his power. In
1721, by the peace of Xystad, the prov-
ince of Viborg. the eastern division of
Finland, was finally ceded to Russia.
In 1741 the Swedes made an effort to
recover the ceded province, but were
defeated, and In 1742, by the peace of
Abo, ceded the two additional towns
of Vlllraanstrand and Fredrlkshamn.
In 1788 the Swedes made another ef-
fort to recover' their los't territory,
which effort ended in a draw.v Final-
ly, In 1808, Gustavus IV. again attack-
ed Russia with the same object In
view, but was disastrously defeated and
by the peace of 1800 compelled to cede
all the rest of Finland and ihe Aland
Islands to Russia. .

lies, agreeing to stand by each other In
case of wai. The United States has
had many treaties with other nations
on a variety of subjects, but only one
alliance with a foreign nation, and that
was with France. Early in the Revo-

lutionary war, Feb. fl. 177R. the United
States entered into two treaties With

Article 1. If ,wr should hrak out
tween Frar.ce and Great Britain during
the continuance of the present war be-
tween th United States and England, his
majesty anl the said United States shall
make it a common cauas and aid eacn
other mutually with their good offices,
their counsels and their forces, according
to the exigence of conjunctures, as be-
comes good and faithful allies.

Article 2. The essential and direct end
of the prchtnt defensive alliance la to
maintain effectually the liberty cover
elgnty and Independence absolute and un-

limited, of th said United States as well
in matters of government as of com
merce.

Article I. The two contracting parties
shall each on its own part, and In the
manner It may judge most proper, make
all the efforts In its power against their
common enemy, in order to attain the
end proposed.

Article . Neither of the two parties
shall conclude either truce or peace with
Great Britain, without the formal con-

sent of the other first obtained, and they
mutually engage not to lay down their
arms until the independence of the United
States shall have been formally or tacitly
assured by the treaty or treaties shall
terminate t?ie war.

This treaty of alliance between the
united States and France was In force
twenty years and was finally abrogat-
ed by congress In 1708, owing to the
Irritating conduct of the French minis-
ter.
