with a capitalization sufficient to in
sure the erection of 1,000 new dwell-
ings in Bridgeport which will par-
tially meet the demand for at least
3,000 homes; that the company build
houses and apartments for rent main-
ly in the partly built up sections of
the city, providing four rooms and
bath for rentals ranging from $13.00
to $25.00 a month and that in addi-
tion to houses of this kind the com-
pany should provide especially single
family dwellings for sale on easy
terms, located preferably In the su-
burban districts where land, can be
obtained at a reasonable cost. He
also recommends that the company

with families that have ac-
quired titles to building lots but have
not yet built upon them by providing
suitable house plans and definite in-

formation obtained from local con-
tractors as to the cost of building,
making readily available mora-mone-y

for home building through
with building and loan associa-

tions and banks and that the company
should facilitate, so far as it can,
broad city ' planning Improvements
recommended for Bridgeport, especi
ally those relating to main thorough
fares, parks and the redisricting of
the city. ;

"The Bridgeport Housing Company
is being organized, not as a philan-
thropy or a charity. It is simply a
business-lik- e effort to help solve the
housing problem in Bridgeport on
sound economic principles.

"The people who will buy or rent
from this company will pay for every-
thing they get but for nothing else.
The rents or sale price will be fixed
to pay interest, sinking fund, taxes,
upkeep and management.

"The company is being formed for
the purpose of engaging on a large
scale in the business of buying and
developing land and providing desir
able, attractive and sanitary h.omes
at a moderate cost or rental for per-
sons desiring to purchase r leaas
the same.

"It proposes to assist In permanently
solving the increasingly difficult hous
ing problem on the lands under its
control, by the following metnoas:

"1. Scientific planning ' along ad-

vanced lines, determining the charac
ter and arrangement of roads and
houses, thereby securing the best and
cheapest results.

"2. Wholesale operations and em
dent management, thereby effecting
economies in construction.--

"3. The use of durable materials,
thereby saving the serious deprecia-
tion of cheap frame dwellings.

"4. Limiting the number of houses
per acres, thereby avoiding the evils
of overcrowding.

"5. Providing for community build-
ings and playgrounds, thereby pro
moting the social life of the neighbor
hood.

"6. Eliminating excessive profits,
the earnings over 6 per cent, being
used for the benefit and development
of the property.

"7., Distributing the payments for
the home over a period of years,
thereby bringing it within the reach
of all who desire to Improve their
home conditions.

"8. Assisting the workingman to
own his home by providing a financial
ioheme of small regular payments
within the limits of his wages.

"Recognizing that the housing situ-
ation in Bridgeport is growing more
acute dally the members of the hous-
ing committee believe that the con-

tinued success and efficiency of. the
present manufacturing establishments
of Bridgeport as well as the future
industrial development of the city will
be seriously menaced unless adequate
housing accommodations axe provid-
ed. The success of the industrial in-

terests are recognised as Involving the
welfare of every other business In-

terest and of every property owner In
the city.

"In the opinion of the committee,
the only solution of the problem la by
tbe combined effort of every Interest
in the city to finance and carry out the
erection of homes. Such a develop-
ment cannot be carried out by an or-

ganization such as the housing com-

mittee of the Chamber of Commerce.
It is necessary to organise a perma-
nent corporation whose purpose shall
be to look after the housing needs of
the city for all time. To be success-
ful 'the company will require the
financial and personal support of ev-

ery business and publio Interest In
Bridgeport.

"It is proposed before offering the
stock to the public to organise with
a board of directors which, will be
thoroughly representative of the dif-

ferent Interests of the city, industrial,
commercial,- financial and civic and
which will insure the efficient and
careful management of the company.
When the organisation Is completed,
the committee will Issue a report and
statement showing Its Investigation
and with Its detailed recommendations
for the carrying out of the housing
development."

difficult to find."

A questionnaire circulated to the
various Industrial heads of Bridge
port and aggregated, shows In part
that there are 2,260 persons employ-
ed in factories here who are actually
in need of immediate housing. It is
expected that 14.000 more will be
employed here in the near future of
which 73 per cent, will be 'men and
27 per cent, women. Of the total
expected 4 9 per cent, are to be un-

skilled and 51 per cent, skilled la-

bor.
Dealing with the municipal problem

Nolen indicates:
"But housing is not the only muni-

cipal problem in Bridgeport. The
laying out of streets and street and
sewer construction and other public
works is still proceeding haltingly.
The Bchool board scarcely knows
wha tto do with the children. Exist-
ing public recreation facilities are
quite insufficient for the demand. The
street cars are overcrowded and traf-
fic conditions are badly congested."

The Housing committee of the
Chamber of Commerce which Includes
the incorporators of the Bridgeport
Housing Co. and George E. Crawford,
president of the Chamber of Com-
merce,- acting upon the results of their
own investigations and that of Mr.
Nolen have stimulated the new project
which plans the Immediate building
of one thousand houses. Organization
of the company will be completed this
week,, with a board of directors num
bering about 25 of the best known men
in the community. These men have
not fully been selected to date but
announcement is promised within a
couple of days. It .is said that no
property has yet been acquired
though much has been offered. A
time limit for the beginning of con.
struction work is tentatively set et
six weeks from this date.

George Gove, executive secretary of
the Chamber in outlining the plans to.
day said:

"After several months continuous
work of the committee, members have
ascertained the facts with regard to
the demand for houses, the present
and probable opportunities for meet.
ing that demand and the present and
future housing requirements on the
baBia of Bridgeport's normal industrial
growth. ' As a result of this Inquiry
and the Investigation of Dr. Nolen,
based on detailed Information of man-
ufacture . the committee has learned
that approximately 2,250 employes In
Bridgeport factories alone are today in
need of better housing facilities and
this this number will be increased to
14,000 at a rate so rapid that ordinary
building development through private
enterprise cannot meet the demand.

"The Bridgeport Housing Company
is being organised and fostered by
men interested In the development of
the city. As soon as the state charter
has been issued to the company, and
between now and the first of January,
the company will expend a round mil
lion dollars building homes which are
to be rented or sold to men and women
in Bridgeport. They will be sold at
prices and on terms which will not
make them very attractive. The policy
of the company will not be. to reduce
rents 'below the normal and general
values or be In any way antagonistic
to other building Interests in the city
as their continued efforts are as neces-
sary as the efforts of this company to
the proper development of the city.'The Housing Company is not or
ganized for excessive profit. , It is
recognized that, with the economies it
Is possible to practice in a develop-
ment on a large scale-wit- small over-
head costs and with the application of
scientific methods of building and op.
eration, a reasonable return can be
secured for the benefit of the stock-
holders of the corporation besides per-
mitting the laying aside of a substan-
tial surplus for future Investment. The
company plans to Issue stock in shares
of $28 with the expectation that most
of the shares will be sold to residents
of Bridgeport whose Interests will be
benefited by this movement. '
' ,'"In formulating Its plans the com.
mittee has been guided largely by the
results of Dr. Nolen's investigation.
This' Investigation showed that, the
great demand Is now and will continue
to be for homes at a low rental or
selling cost, the greatest demand be.

ing for houses which will be available
at a monthly rental ranging from $13
to $25. ' v ,'

"The facts indicate that the demand
for houses may be considered under
three classes as follows: t'

, "Clas A. The family whose weekly
expenses practically equal its weekly
income, or else for one reason or an-
other the family has no desire oc am
bition to own a home. .It is desirable,
nevertheless, that such a family should
be able to rent, on terms which It can
afford,, a suitable single family dwell
ing, if it wishes to do so.

"Class B. The family whose week.
ly Income exceeds its weekly expenses
by a sum sufficient to permit of con-
siderable regular saving. . If satisfac-
tory homes are for sale, or if favora-
ble conditions are offered for. buying
lots and the construction of houses
independently, a large percentage of
suph families will acquire their own
homes. The number of workingmen
owning their' homes In Bridgeport
(now about 11 per cent.) should be
kept up or Increased. At the present
time, largely on account of the short-
age of houses, an unusual percentage
(40 per cent.) are unmarried men.

"Class C. The family that has ac-

quired title to a building lot, but lacks
sufficient Initiative, Information or
ready funds to go ahead and build' a
home. In the oase of the small
house especially this Is a relatively
costly and unsatisfactory way to pro-

ceed, because of the extra expense
and difficulties Involved. The de
cided advantages of wholesale build-

ing operations, efficient management,
and the resulting economies of con-

struction are ' necessarily largely lost.
"In his repert Dr. Nolen asserts

that the housing situation in Bridge-
port is new desperate. All the usual
evils of cangestien and rapid growth
have been intensified by . delay. Of
course house building has not stopped
but the supply falls increasingly be
low the demand! so that th,e situation
becomes automatically worse from day
to day. As the most active building
company puts it, 'the ground has only
been spratched.' The most conserva-
tive figures of the increase of factory
employes during the past two years,- -
