HENRY FORD HAS

New TYork, Aug. 16—The new mod-
els of the Ford cars will be in New
York in a few days. For several
weeks there had been reports that al-
terations toward a streamline body ef-
fect were to be seen, but none of these
reports predicted that the new ear
would be out before 1917, and until
vesterday the company refused either
to confirm or deny the rumors,

The new car, according to announce-
ments to be made at once, will have
a very different appearance from the
Ford so well known over the Unlted
States, because for semson after sea-
sm it did not yleld to the demand for
new styles of body, but rigidly con-
formed to type. The changes are a
streamline hood in the place of the
present stiff “bonnet,” a founded radl-
ator to accentuate the effect of sweep-
ing lines and modern crowned fenders.

ORIGIN AND RISE
OF GOVERMENT’S
NAVAL ACADEMY

Institution I‘orma.]ly Open-
ed Oct. 10, 1845 After Ban-
croft Began Campaign.

We had a military academy almost
half a century before we had a naval
academy. It was not until the ad-
ministration of President
Polk that the government, thought it

emy at which young men could be edu-
cated for that part of our protective
service, -

George Bancroft was the founder
of the United States Naval academy,
which was at first called the Naval
school. It was formally opened at
Annapolls on October 10, 1845. For
several yearg prior to this ehere was
a school working along similar lines
at the Naval asylum In Philadel-
phia, where the midshipmen prepar-
ed themselves for examination and
promotion.

The school was reorganized 1rl 1850
~nd the course was increased from five
Lo seven, the first and last two years
to be passed at the school, the inter-
vening vears at sea. At this time the
separatée departments of instruction
were established, a vessel was pro-
vided and annual practice eruisea
were Instituted. In 1851 the re-
quirernents of sea service were abol-
ished, leaving the course four consec-
utive years of study.

At the outbreak of the war In 1861
the Naval academy was removed to
New port, B. L, whemdt remained un-
til the summer of 1865, when it was
re-established at Annapolis. In 1870
the title of cadet mlidshipmen was

vears later the course Was increased
by the addition of two years' sea ser-
vice in crulsiuz vessels, at the expira-
tion of which the cadet midshipman
returned to the Naval academy for
exarpination In professional subjects
prior to graduation.

Previous to the establishing of the
Naval academy several attempts Aad
been . made to establish training
schools for officers and sallors of the
navy. In 1888 Captain M. C. Perry
suggested a school fop engineers, but
jittle was accomplishs® before Ban-
croft called the meéting in Philadel-
phia which decided the establishing
of the prisent school.

At first there was considerable of

‘wrangle as to where the school

ould be located. The slte finally
dhosen was an old army post known

|as Fort Severn, located on the point

of land which forms. the easternmost
extremity of the city of Annapolis and
Hes botween the harbor and the Bev-
ern river. Poor as the place was in
the eyes of Bancroft, he saw that it
was far less llkely to challenge .con-
gressional eritieism than a more pre-
tentious habitation, and besides, -the
fact was undeniably true that it might
“he enlarged and perfected at some
future time.”

Fort Bevern was duly transferred
by the war department to the navy
on Aug. 15, 1145, and a fortnight af-
terward Secretary Bancroft published
his “plan,” which, together with the
“regulations” subsequently prepared
by Commander Buchanan, governed
the workings of the school until 1850.
The first superintendent of the Navel
acaderny was Commander Franklin
Buchanan. : :

At 11 o'cloek on the morning of
Oectober 10, 1845, all hands assembled
in one of the recitation rooms, and the
superintendent, after a brief but point-
ed address, in which he announced he
should exact rigid compliance with all
laws, orders and regulations, declared
the school open. The old bufldings at
the anclent army post at Annapolis,
where the midshipmen began to re-
ceive Instruction, had been termed by
Hecretar) Baucroft "a modest shelter
for the pupils,” and it is sald that they
certainly deserved no more compli-
mentary description.

Mr. Bancroft at once began plans to
have the academy more commmodious-
Iy housed, and he asked congress for
an appropriation ol $28,000 to be ex-
pended for repairs, improvements and
instructions at Fort S8evern, Annapolls.
The secretary brought all his diplo-
macy and skill to bear, and at last
had the profound satisfaction of re-
ceiving the appropriation by an ample
maljority and of seeing the mnaval
school of the United States then be-
come duly organized by law.

Thus ended the long fight for it
Three years after the bill became a
law SBecretary Bancroft directed the
superintendent to enlarge the build-
ings and construct new ones sufficient
to accomodate 100 midshipmen. This
small beginning was the foundation
of the present large and effective in-
stitution, *which trains the sallors in

NEW OPI'URTUVITII'..S
ABOUNDING PROSPERITY

In the Scientific American of July
1 is a comprehensive contribution on
“New Opportunities for Awmerican
Commerce and Industry.” Its author
is Joseph E, Davies, of the Federnl
Trade Commission.

Mr. Davies in hils story, polnts out
that, s0 remarkable and extraordinary
are the conditions which obtaln to-
day, few appreciate the opportunities
that are afforded. He says:

This nation is at peace in a world
torn by colossal war. We are nat-
urally protected in our isolation by
two great oceans each of which is held
by paval experts to be the eguivalent
of a first-class battle fleet of any of the
first-clags powers of the world. For
that adequate protection which we re-
quire for our national security by tea-
son of this isolation, less capital is re-
quired to be taken from the produec-
tive lines of industry, in investments
in non-producing armaments and mil-
itary preparedness than for any other
first-class power of the earth.

"An unprecedented volume of foreign
gold has moved and {s moving into this
country. The government mint has
been taxed to the utmost. Six months
of the year 1915 recorded at the San
Francisco mint the wYeceipt of ten
times as much gold coln from Austra-
lila, Japan and China as wns receivs
ed for the entire y preceding.

The gold eoin and bullion in the
Treasury has increased almost a third
over what it was two vears ago. We
have, it is estimated, one-fourth of the
total gold coln of the world.

Our per capita circulation has In-
creased within the vear from 3$33.96
to §$38.28.

Shipments of merchandise into this
country have been practically constant
during the last threp years, but the
balance in our favor of exports over
imports {8 six times as great for 1916
as for the preceding year.

Within the year the Individual bank
deposits in national banks have in-
creased 6525 mildons of dollars, an
average Increase of $56 for every one
of our population.
