1783—John Gully, one of the few
heavyweight champlons who ever re-
tired undefeated, born at Wick, Giou-
cestershire, Eng.: He was the =on of a
butcher, who kept a shop in Bristol, a
hot' Bed of Britishi pugllism at that
period. His father dled when he was
in his 'teens, and the boy and his
mother tried to continue the business,
but falled. At 22 Gully wen to Lon-
don, where he was arrested for debt,
and thrown into prison. His release
was seoured by Hen Pearce, “the
Game Chicken,"” then the champion,
and although firm friends the two
soon met in the ring. Gully took a

hard drubbing from. his benefactor,

Gully fought and defeated Bob Greg-
son, and was recognized as champlon
of England. Having reached the top,
he retired from the ring, and became
a bookmaker. He won large sums on
the racetrack, invested his winnings
in coal lands, and became immensely
rich. In 1832 he was elected to the
British Parliament, being the only
pugilist who ever sat In that august
assemblage of lawmakers, Gully lived
to the age of 86, dying In 1863 at his
beautiful country seat, Corking Hall.
