‘"The Iron Man.” The clever little
muteh' for him,
however, and Solly had to postpone his
ambition to annex the featherwelght
title. He set out to get more eéxper-
fenece and fought draws with Griffo,
Kid Lavigne, Frank Erne, Tom Denny,
Tommy White and Johnny Lavaek,
and defeated Oscar Gardiner. in
18687 Smith was ready to tackle Dixon
again for the featherweight title.
