Francisco Villa with 600 men was
at Santa ClarA ranch, 30 miles east of
Namiquipa, on Sept. 22, for the im-
mediate purpose of capturing trains
near Laguna and with the idea of
striking north and Invading Texas In
the vicinity of Fabens, according ,to
tiie latest and most detailed report of
the bandit leader's movements receiv-
ed tonight at field headquarters.

The following leading adherents are
said to be with Villa' Jose Inez Sal-aza- r,

Ma,rtin Lopez, three Murga
brothers, (Nicolas Fernandez.,

Villa himself is said ,to be unable
to walk without a crutch on to put his
right foot on the ground. The horses
in his band areVeported to be In poor
condition and his followers are said
flo be in rags. . ,

The American expeditionary head-
quarters declined ' to vouch for the
authenticity of the reports, but it is
believed possible Villa might enter
the Santa Clara country for the pur-
pose of recruiting or securing a base
from which he could attack, trains and
obtain supplies. . .

British Front in France, Sept. 27,
midnight, via London, Septi 28 In
the lull which has resulted after the
great ibattle in which five villages
and 5,009 prisoners were taken by the
allies, the correspondent of the Asso-

ciated Press has had an 'opportunity
to glean many stories from the par-
ticipants in the struggle. , These stori-
es- were not only of courage and
heroism but of a humor and paradox
possible only in such complicated and
remorseless warfare.

The most wonderful of all the tales
told was perhaps that of one of the
"tanks" or newi armored motor cars.
which started for Berlin on Its own
account. This monstrous land ship,
ambling and. rumibllng along, did not
wait on the infantry after the taking
of Gueudecourt,' but plodded over shell
holes and across lots looking for its
prey llge some prehistoric lizard. In
course of time it found a German
trehch but as it engaged the oecuj-paiit-

s

with its machine gun it ran out
of gasoline. '

When the Germans found this
strange creature, wlthi its steel hide
impenetrable to bullets, stalled, cur-

iosity and a desire for revenge was
a fillip t their courage. ".They went
after it With the avidity of prehistoric
man, stalking a wounded mammoth
whose bulk, was fast in one of the
allies of the cave dwellers. No such
game was ever seen von this western
front, marked as it has been by all
kinds of bizarre fighting.

'According to the accounts given iby
the British officers with veracious sol-

emnity) While the tank's machine guns
dkazed right and left some of the Ger-
mans managed ' to . creep along the
troches under the ' .' forelegs and
hinges of the crouching beast. Then
they swarmed over it looking for an
openlngthrough which to strike at its
vitals. They fired . their tines into
joints and bombed It all over but to
no more avail "than burglars try ing
to' reach the inside of a, battleship
turret' with a Jimmy. . AH the while
the tank's machine gins 'kept busy at
the human targets in reach while- - its
crew,j chosen daredevils, concluded to
stick until they: starved or the Ger-
mans found the proper can opener
to get them out. , ' .

Finally, the British infantry in the
rear, seeing the. tank in distress, re-

fused to wait on anjr general's orders
that they should remain at .the on
jective which they had gained. They
were out to save the impounded tank
and - with a cheer they rushed ' the
Germans and overwelmed them. When
the crew Heard the : laughing and
shouting in English they opened the
door and called out, "We are all right
If you will only .get us some more Juice
so that the old girl can have a guzzle
of her proper drink and we can take
the road again.
- So 'the. infantry formed a line in
front of the tank, determined to de
fend her to the last man, while a
runner was hirrrled "'back for a can
of gasoline. ,"The gasoline 'arrived
safely and the beast, having taken a
swhIIow, amibled back into her pre-
serve amid cheers. it left behind 250
dead Germans, according to its com-

mander.
Another tank assisted in th taking

of Thiepval. ,There was once a cha-
teau in Thiepval. The cellar is still
there, roofed iby the remains of the
dwelling, brieks, stone and mortar,
in; a thick shell of pounded debris
which protects it from penetration
by even nine and twelve high explos-
ives. '

:,t .''"'Here the Germahs waited, smoking
their mild cigars and drinking soda
water which was brought up through
shell-pro- of underground ; tunnels,
while the ruins over their heads were
belabored-vainl- y by the British artil-
lery. They had the sense of security
of an early. Kansas settler when he
went toelow and closed his cellar door
during a cyclone.

Of coursek they had a machine gun
ready to welcome the British infant-tr- y

iristahtly .that the British bom-toardme-

stopped. 'When that gun
began , to rattle, Sir Thomas Atkins
took cover and considered ways and
means of silencing it. His medita-
tions were interrupted bj the appear-
ance of a tank which, with elephan-tin- a

fl(.Hhern.tion lumlbered . across
trenches and , dipping its vertebrae
ponderosity in' and out of tne sneil
holes made a qufck finish of the cel-

lar and its occupants. ' . '.

The taking of Ehiepval and the
Collern redoubt, which lies between
It and Courcelette, was a ' wonderful
business. . ' ,

Thiepval was held by the One Hun-
dred and Eightieth German regiment,
which had been there for a long time.
According to prisoners, the defend-
ers had forfeited the commanding
ridge with an amazing series of ram-
ified tunnels and dugouts. They had
dug hto the chalky earth with beaver--

like industry until they were safe
under a shellflre which would have
turned a fort like Maubeuge or Liege
or any other of the pre-w- ar type into
the Jumbled grave of tts garrison. The
men of the One Hundred and Eigh-
teenth asked permission to remain in
Thiepval, giving their word that it
would never (be taken from them, and
the German army commander con-

sented, f

Not only at this village but all along
the. ridge upon which hangs the
whole Anglo-Frenc- h movement was
the same maze of warrens where the
Germans lived with all the comforts
of home. The One Hundred and
Eightileth had culgeled its brains to
make Thiepval the very last word in
this kind of defense. It was this
sort of preparation which stopped the
British'at Konelji. When the British
charged after an artillery bombard-
ment, the Germans popped out' of their
hiding places with machine guns and
covered the British with a deadly
spray. Yesterday when the British
went after Thiepval and the Sollern
redojibt, the Britons, as one, reached
the doors of the dugouts almost as
soon as the last shell of the prelim

captured;
All of yesterday the British were

prying for the entrances to dugouts
in the blackened ruins of the town
amid the stench of all kinds of ex.
plosives as well as gas an lachry.
matery- shells. There was sporadic
hand to hand, fighting and at inter
vals, Germans v

appeared from the
bowels of the earth with their hands
up, surrendered ,to the British soldiers
who were smoking cigars found in
German dugouts. u'

An example of what persistent dig-
ging will do in the extension of cel-
lars of buildings is given by Mouquet
Farm, which the British took on the
fifteenth. They blew in the mouth
to all the entrances of dugouts that
they could find and had advanced
their line Well (beyond the farm when
the British saw a German standing
on a sort of a slag heap. , They heck.
oned . to him and he thought they
were,prisoners left ibehind by teir es-

cort and as he went toward them one
Bhot him dead.

Later on other Germans came to
the surface and Ibegan firing into the
backs of a party of British pioneers
who promptly dropped their shovels
and took after the burrowers. ' When
the pioneers returned after' a fierce
underground melee they brought with
them as prisoners an officer and fifty
men. It Is supposed that the' Ger
mans here had found the forgotten
tunnels of a medieval monastery and;
had added auxiliary ones to suit their
own purpose. '

All observers agree that of late the
Germans, when left irt isolated strong
points with orders to 'hold fast to
the death, are less Inclined than for-
merly to obey' their instructions to the
letter. An officer bf the second Prus-
sian guards resery division, who was
captured yesterday,- was jn a state
of exceptional disgust and expressed
himself freely. '

"We got no support from our bat-
tery," he said. "The British had
double our number of guns and three
times as many aeroplanes while our,
aviators seemed to have lost their
nerve. ' My. battalion was always put
in the worst possible position. Some
of my men, who were giyen. Rexa au-
tomatic rifles, threw them down with-
out waiting to fire when the British
charged. Machine gun squads and
last ditch parties are left to stick In
face of the British guns and British
charges with the assurance that if
they stick it a counter-attac- k will
rescue but the counter-attack-s

fall to materialize as they did at first.
I gave .In, I had had enough."

However, the officers of the British
staff spoke of this man in their dis-

passionate way as a man with a griev-
ance and paid a tribute to the stub-
born bravery of the Germans in tie
Sollern redoubt where he was taken.
