present price, provided the work is attempted on a large scale.

But nobody will be warranted commercially in the ventuVe,
because .the price of gasoline, is not based upon demand, but
upon monopoly. Let any substitute appear and the price of

gasoline will immediately drop to a point where the .new. fuel
cannot be sold at a profit.

Before there can be competition in fuels for internal com-

bustion engines there will have to be regulation of the monopoly
price of gasoline.
