This
statement is proven by the fact trat
England, with less than half our
wealth and population, expects to de-
rive $975,000,000 during the present
flacal year from her income tax, The
equity and fairness of this tax and
its capacity always to produce ade-
quate revenue will justify as it has
justified, the permanent existence of
the law.

EDISON'S FIGHT

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MEXICAN ENVOYS
TOLD OUR VIEWS
ON WITHDRAWAL

Must Assure Protection to
Outsiders Before Army
Comes Back.

Atlantic City, N. J., Oct. 5—The
Ameriean Commissloners served no-
tice on the Carranza delegates to the
Mexlean conference that Gen. Persh-
ing will stay in Mexico untll order ls
restored south of the Rlo Grande and
the Carranza government has demon-
strated that it can assure to Mexlco
resumption of her normal position
among the nations of the world.

Before leaving New London the
American Commissioners presented
to the Mexican delegates certaln pro-
pogals, the acceptance of which they
held to be essentlal before effect
could be Elven to any mgreement to
withdraw the American force. . These
proposals, although not couched as
demands, called for assurance from
the Carranza government that certain
things would be done.

More Than a Border Question.

Instead of a direct response to these
proposals the Mexican Commissioners
last Monday presented their plan for
protecting the border, which calls for
the withdrawal with the least possible
delay of all American troops from
Mexican soll.

It was In order to bring home to the
Mexican Commissioners in a manner
which could not be misinterpreted the
detgrmination of the United BStates
Government that this conference shall
not dwindle down to the settling of a
mere border guestion buts hall deal In

& broad and comprehensive manner
with the social, economic and political
regeneration of Mexico that Secretary
Lane devoted the whole morning to a
presentation of the American position.
When the conference adjoruned the
following officlal statement was Is-
sued:

The morning session of the
American and Mexican joint com-
mission was devoted to the pres-
entation to the Mexican Comis-
sloners by their American collea-
gues of the importance of giving
consideration to certain questions
which have a distinct internation-
al bearing because of thelr effect
on the status and the rights of
forelgners who have invested their
capital in Mexican enterprises,
The position taken by the Ameri-
can Commission is that the satis-
factory solution of these ques-
tions is an integral and necessary
part of a general programme the |/
purposa of which iz to assure to
Mexico the resumption of her nor-
mal position among the natlons
of the earth.

Cannot Be a Law to Herself

The, American Commlissioners in-
sisted that Mexico cannot be a law
to herself and that she must come to
a realization of her relationship to
the rest of the family of nations. The
presentation by the American Com-
missioners was not lHmited to the
status and rights of United States
citizens but included all foreigners.

The firm stand taken by ghe Amer?
fean commissi was preceded by a
very full statement of the attitude of
the American people toward Mexico,
and it was pointed out to the Car-
ranza delegates that the people of the
Unuited States not only abhor the idea
of intervemtion but cherish the friend-
lig€st feellngm toward Mexico and will
rejoice to see peace and order restored
by the Mexlcans themselves,

The Mexican Commissioners are
personally zll canvinced of the good
intentions of the United States, but
they have repeatedly pointed out that
the people 0f Mexico as a whole dis-
trust American motives and protesta-
tions of friendship and that this dis-
trust Is accentuated by the presence
of American forces In Mexico gt the
prescnt time.

Getting Peons Back to Work

In conpection with the questisns
which the American Commissioners
deem essential to the international re-
lations of Mexico, it may be sald that
the opening up of the mines and rail-
roads and the getting of the Mexican
peons back to work are deemed of first
fmportance. As Secreiary Lane put it
yesterday morning, “Mexico must sub-
stitute the plek anit shovel for the rifie
and machet" If once she can be
put back to work her rehabilitation s
only a matter of time,

EGG CONTEST

The Wyandottes are rufming strong
in the home stretch of the laylng com-
petition at Storrs; they got the two
best pens out of the first five, J, E,
Watson's White Wyandottes from
Marbledale, Conn., and Dr. N. W, San-
born's Buffs from Holden, Mass,, tied
for first place with 60 eggs each.

The Agricultural College pen of
Barred Rocks from Corvallis, Ore,
were Iin second place for the week
with & score of 46 eggs. The two
leading pens, both White Wyandottes,
entered by Obed G. Knight of Bridge-
ton, R. 1., and Tom Barren of Cat-
forth, England, tled for third places
with 46 eggs each. All the pens taken
together laid a total of 2,511 e ns
compared with 2,609 for the corre-
sponding week last’ year,

There was a total of nineteen pens
inlcuding White and Barred Rocks,
White and Buff Wyandottes, Rhode
Island Reds, White Leghorns, and
Oregons that made a (0 per cent.
vield or better for the week. There
wers on the other hand fifteen pens
that made less than a 2& per cent
vield which means less than an egg
and a half a piece for these 1560 birds.

In the two preceding coempetitions
involving a total of 182 pens of ten
birds each there were seven pens that
Imid 2,000 eggs or better. The man-
agement now predicts that thers will
be at Jeast seven 2,000 egg pens In
the present compelition. Not only
this but these high producing pens
will represent more varieties than ever
bvefore. Twe yearg agoe only two
broeds, namely; Wyandottes and Log-
horns were able to touch this high-

Mexico City, Oct. b.—An order has
been Issued by General Alvaro Obre-

gon, minister of war, abolishing the
title and pasition of “Jefe de las arms™
in the diminishing of military control
throughout Mexico. Heretofore the
powers of the Jjefes de las armas or
m¥litary commanders superceded those
of the civil authoritles and judges.
Hereafter, according to Obregon's de-
cree, the commanders of garrisons will
have authority over their own men
only and will not deal in any way with
the clvil administration. Those who
have been nacting as administrators
without military command have been
ordered to rejoin thejir regiments or
brigades at once.
