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 TRAINMEN SEEK

WM. THAW, HERD E=
P LABOR ALLIANCE

OF SKY BATTLES,

ON 8-HOUR BILL

Brotherhood Chiefs Enlist-
ing Support of American
Federation,

Washington, Nov. 21.—Chiefs of the
four railway employes' brotherhoods,
after conferring here with President
Wilson, officials of the department of
justice and their own legislative agents
went to Baltimore today to appear
before the American Federation of La-
bor meeting there and develop alliance
looking to the betterment of organ-
ized railway working conditions.

W. G. Lee, chief of the trainmen’s
brotherhood, declared the agreement
with the federation did not go so far
as to provide for a joint campaign to
extend the eight hour law to all ralil-
way employes. The brotherhoods have
taken steps to assist the departmernt of
justice in defending the eight hour law
against court attacks instituted hy
railroad managements.

Railroadmen were busy today pre-
paring their slde of the case for the
joint congressibnal committee investi-
gating transportation problems which
begins its hearings Thursday. Pre-
liminary sessions were he'd yesterday.

Decision to hear the rallroad men
first was reached at an ‘executive, ses-
sion of the committee last night after
it had appeared that most of those dt-
tending the first session were not
ready to take the witness stand. The
railroad men, it was thought, were
better prepared to go ahead with their
teatimony.

Notice of the committee's action was
gent to the rallroad executives advis-
ory committee, ‘most of whose mem-
bers will be heard. '

PLAN GETS API'ROVAI.

Baltimore, Nov. 21.—Affiliatlon of
the members of the American Federa-
tlon of Labor and the four big rail-
road brotherhoods for effecting the
general betterment of labor was urged
today befort the federation convention
here. Delegates, who crowded the
hall, cheered all of the speakers en-
thuslastically.

President Samuel Gompers said, “that
the time is not far distant when the
great brotherhoods will be a part of
' the American Federation of Labor.”

RETURNS T0 U.S.

William Thaw, citizen of France for
the period of the war, arrived yester-
day from Bordeaux by the French
steamship La Touraine, awed more by
the batteries of cameras and tiie CToss-
examination of reporters than he ever
has been by German aeroplanes, which
he has fought in dizzy heighils above
the clouds of nature and war at the
| Verdun front. He is a leutenant in
the French aviation service, and
wears, under his coat so none shall
| see it except on request, the cross of
| the leegion of Honor, awarded to him

German aeroplanes above Verdun, .
In his unequal conflict at Verdun
Lieut. Thaw was wounded in the el-
bow, He is here to recuperate and see
the Yale-Harvard football game. He
isailed from Bordeaux in the hope of
attending the bout between Princeton
and Yale, but the Touraine encoun-
tered bad weather, ran short of coal,
and was forced down to the Azores to
replenish her bunkers. There Lieut,
Thaw had to be content with the score
of the game the Touraine received |by
wireless. But he is glad he got here
in tlme for the Yale-Harvard game,
He is on leave of absence for three
weeks and will return to France and |
re-enter the aerial fieet.

A Fighting Aviator.

Lieut .Thaw said thaere were three
classes of aviators in the French flying
corps, one found ranges for the artil-
lery, another dropped bombs on enemy
munition plants and stores and the
other fought enemy airmen. He was
in the last c¢lass and he preferred it
because of the larger possibilitles of
adventure. In his last encounter with !
German fliers, whose skill he admires,
Lieut. Thaw was shot in the left elbow
after his engine had gone wrong and
three big German planes were pursu-
ing him. He wvolplaned back to the
French lines, déropping just within the
safety zone, and unax —-e untll several
French soldiers came toward him that
Le had not landed in enemy territory.

In regard to the report that he had
shot down two German planes just
before he was wounded at <Verdun
Lieut. Thaw declined to talk except in
a general way, remarking that it was
true. What seemed to distress the
lieutenant most ‘was that he was a
“man without a country,” having
sworn allegiance to France for the
length of the war. “Americans,” he
said, “regard me as a Frenchman and
the French lock upon me as an Am-
erican.”

Lieut, Thaw shed a little new light
in regard to the death of his friend
Norman Prince. He said Prince's en-
gine went back on him and that in

with telegraph wires and was hurled
to earth. His death was due to a clot
on the brain'resulting from his in-
jury, which in itself was not serious
enough to cause death. '

Actor Can Fight No More

Lieut. Thaw was met al the pier by
his parents and left for home with
them. " He will sail for France étter
the Yale-Harvard game. He is ac-
companied by C. G. Johnson, also of
the French aerial service, who will
return with him.

Jean Gauthier, French actor, who
Is less than 30 and entered the war
at its _start, arrived by the Touraine
with decoration showing that he
had been honorably discharged after
gallant gervice. He had silver tubes
put in his interior to save hig life af-
ter he had been badly wounded in the
trenches and had spent six months in
& hospital. He can never fight again
but he can act, and will do so he.-ra;T
chiefly for the welfare of France, ap-
pearing in the French theatre, '

The trip of the Touraine from Bor-
deaux was fifteen days long. In
heavy weather in the Bay of Riscay
the .day after she gsailed from .Bor-
dea:ux she fell In  with g British
freighter with war cargo that had
lost her propeller. Capt. Caussin
made an effort to agsist the Briton
but tpe heavy seas. were too muc};
