One Man In Hospital, in
' Serious Condition Other

, Escapes With Slight
1 Burns Shop Employes
Act Quickly.

Fire Chief Johnson Be-

lieves Mishap Was Result
of Careless Lighting of
Match in Vicinity of Ex- -

plosive Vapors.
"Two men were burned, one

very seriously, as the result of
an explosion of gasoline in the
Bridgeport Projectile Go. plant,
Connecticut avenue, this morn-
ing about 8:30, and a brisk fire
of kerosene soaked rags neces-
sitated the calling tof the fire
apparatus to the plant.

In the opinion of Fire Chief John-
son, Joseph Fisher, of 8 Courtland
street, the most seriously injured of
the workers was probably smoking
in the factory and the ashes from the
tobacco or a lighted match, thrown
carelessly away, landed in a can of
gasoline. ...'The gasoline exploded, followed by

sheet of flame which enveloped
Fisher and another workman, whose
identity the company officials refuse
to divulge. Other workmen in the
room were thrown into momentary
panic, recovering their Wits in time
to smother the flaming clothing of
Fisher:

A - hurry call was sent to the
emergency hospital ftr the ambu-
lance and Dr. James F. Canavan and
Alexander McPherson went to the
scene. A still alarm brought Engine

and Chief Johnson to the plant to
extinguish, the pile of burning oil--
soaked cloths. These cloths are us
ed by the workers to clean the sheila
and prevent rusting. -y

Dr. Canavan found Fisher' suffer
ing from second degree burns of the
left leg from his foot to the thigh,
second degree burns of both arms and
first degree bums of the face. A
Cloth vbag tied about Fisher's waist
and containing 90 was burned, hut
the money was found intact.

The secondworker --wis - found 4o.
have only a few slight burns and hist
clothing somewhat damaged and he
went to his home refusing treatment.
Fisher was removed to the Bridge
port hospital. The damage caused by
the flames was slight.

While fire apparatus was respondingto the alarm it was alleged by mem
bers or tne department that Emil
Burnstetn, of 10 Elmore street, Strat
ford, driver of Jitney bus No. 68, re-
fused to halt his machine and give
the right of . way to the Are machines.
He was arrested charged with violat-
ing a city ordinance.

McGuire, always a devout memberor old St. Mary's parish, was 39 yearsof age. As a young man on the East
siae ne was well known in athletic
events until he took to the salt water
uw i ujnienng. .inere ne gained a
spirit of daring which made him the
envy of his latter-da-y associates in "the
U. M. C. shot shell department and
on the police force, where it is. said
in time of critical nn?
he was ever cool and dependable. H!s
courage was undaunted and his
friendships were numerous, warm and
well founded.

His home life was ideal, and when-
ever off duty he sought thee ompan-ionsh- ip

of his four young children,
whom he .leaves to mourn his loss with
a widow. Occasionally-h- e spent odd
moments with brethren of the Court
Iranistan, Foresters of America, of
which organization he was an active
member.

Though apparently in good health
when appointed to the police force,
July 29, 1911, in the last few years
he has complained frequently of ill-
ness and on several occasions has
been confined to his home. His con-
dition, however, was not considered
critical. On duty during the last
criminal session of the superior court
he was suddenly stricken with Bright's
flisease.

Registration
Names Those Who Will Be

Responsible for Carrying
Out of Terms of War
Draft Bill J. W. Banks
of Bridgeport Appointed
One of ffen on Advisory
Council to Meet at Capi-
tol Monday.

Hartford, May 19 Local authori
ties of the cities, boroughs and towns
in Connecticut will constitute the
boards of registration throughout the
state under appointment from Gov.
Holcomb, to carry out the instructions
of President Wilson's proclamation
providing for the registration of males
between 21 and 30 years of age, In-

clusive, on June 5, between 7 a. m.
and 7 p. m., for the purpose of con-
scription to ' the army by selective
draft. This comes about because Con-
necticut does not have county admin-
istrative organizations and is organ-
ized on the town system of govern-
ment. Hence the sheriffs of the coun-
ties will have practically nothing to
do with the registration as the gover-
nor intends to appoint a board of reg-
istration in each town. ' ,

He will constitute the first select-
man, the town clerk and the two regis
trars of voters thd registration board
BTToWfis.'-- n' "cities and boroughs, co-

terminous with towns the mayor, city
clerk and registrars, or the warden,
borough clerk and registrars will con
stitute the board, but in cities or
boroughs In which the limits do not
embrace the entire town the town of-

ficials will be the board of registration.
Under the federal regulations in cities
of 30,000 inhabitants or over the reg-
istration is in charge of the mayor.
The federal classification places only
six cities above 30,000 in this state.'
They are Bridgeport, Hartford, New
Britain; New Haven, Stamford and
Waterbury. ' ;

Ten representatives of all the coun
ties in the state have been appointed
by Gov. Holcomb to advise in the reg
istration work and they wll have a
meeting at the capltol on Monday.
These men are Lucius-??. Robinson
and Judge L. F.' "Burpee of this city;
David E. Fitzgerald, of New Haven;
J. Moss Ives, .of Danbury; John W.
Banks, of Bridgeport; Judge Frank D.
Haines, of Middletown; C. L. Avery, of
Groton ;

- Charles Phelps, of Rockville ;

Attorney General George E. Hlnman,
of Willimantic, and Malcolm D. Rudd
of Salisbury.

At various places in the state on
Wednesday the selectmen and town
clerks of the registration boards or
the mayors or wardens of such boards
will meet and receive definite instruc-
tions for conducting the registration.

The first selectman in each town
has practically taken the place of the
sheriff in Connecticut's registration,
but the county sheriffs have received
a large supply of registration cards,
registration certificates and literature,
and it will be their duty to distribute
them under orders from the governor
to the boards in their counties, except
the six cities classified as having more
than 30,000 inhabitants, in which the
mayors have received the registration
cards and certificates.

NICARAGUA JOINS
WAR AGAINST HUNS

Washington, May 19 Nicaragua,
following the lead of Guatemala- - and
Honduras, has severed diplomatic re
latlon with Germany.

Sometime in August the city, will
vote upon the commission-manag- er

charter, which was completed by the
committee, today, and turned over to
Mayor Clifford B. Wilson. It must be
submitted' to the people not earlier
than eighty, nor more than ninety days
from this date. This will bring the
election into August. i .

For the purpose of nominating and
electing the commissioners, the char-
ter takes effect Sept. 1. For all other
purposes it has force April 1, 1918,
which would have the present govern-
ment holding over until the April date.

A majority vote of those voting will
accept or reject the instrument.

The, charter is drawn by a commis-
sion named by Mayor Clifford B, Wil-
son, acting by authority of the Gen-
eral Assembly.

,It provides for the. election of five
commissioners, by the preferential
plan of voting, which is a distinct
novelty in New England. The com
missioners appoint a city manager,
whom they may remove at pleasure.
He has the duty of actually managing
the- city.

Nominations are by petition. Party
labels are avoided. Preferential vot
ing provides for first, second and third
choices, and one election suffices. The
commissioners' receive nominal pay,
$10 per ' meeting, one meeting a week.

Four departments are provided for;
of safety, of welfare, of work and of
finance. The existing board of educa
tion disappears, All existing boards
and city servants disappear, and the
whole matter of service in the future
is for the commission, which, by, itself
or through its manager appoints or
removes under civil service conditions.

"The present dtjrcharter was; enact
ed in 1907 by special act,, and has been
amended at every legislature since. It
provides for the city a form of gov
ernment modeled after the state and
national governments, but without
any special care for the special pro
blems of city administration. '

Bridgeport has 79 elective and 99
appointive officials. All elective offi
cials hold office for two years only.
All appointive officials either hold for
the same short term, or are put in by

boards.
All elections now are based on party

organization.

The proposed Commission-Manag- er

Charter will -

1. Reduce the number of elective of'
ficials to five.

2. Will vote by the Bucklin system
of preferential voting.

8. Will use the Initiative, referen-dur-

and recall. .,
4. Will elect the commission at

large instead of by districts.
1. Terms of comissioners are for

four years.
i. All administration shall be done

through one man, a City Manager. He
is the hired servant of the commis
sion, subject to be discharged by tt
if they do not like the color of his
eyes. He can be hired from any
where. In him is centered all power
and responsibility for good adminis
tration.

Their visit here was to
ascertain the extent of the Bemingtoij
nlant's capacity, and especially, to look
into the possibility of its producing, if
necessary, aeroplane motors.
