COMING SERIES WILL SURELY

FINANCIAL PLUM

Capacity of New York and Chicago Parks Makes It Certain
Records Will Be Broken.

New TYork, Oct 1—The Dbiggest
financial bonus of the baseball year
is to be distributed soon in' the form
of a division of the gate receipts of
the World's Series games of 1817.
When the New York National and
Chicago American league players re-
ceive their share of the money, paid
in the form of admission charges by
the thousands of speetators who will
attend the contests, they will be able
to deposit to the credit of their bank
accounts sums larger than the yearly
income of many of the fans who will
witness the play.

The players will not be the -omnly
ones to profit, however, for the club
owners and the National Commission
also come In for a percentage of the
receipts, which are expected to ex-
ceed a quarter of a million dollars
this season. Under the rules of the
latter body, which have governed the
World's Berles since 1905, the division
is made in the following manner: The
National Commission receives 10 per
cent. of the receipts of each and every
gume played by the contending clubs;
the remaining 90 per cent. of the firs{
four games Is divided upon a basis
of two-thirds to the players of the
contesting clubs and one-third to the
club owners. With the playing of thg
fourth game the players cease to share
in the receipts and the two clubs in-
volved divide the receipts equally,
after the National Commission has
taken its 10 per cent. The players’
share of the World’'s Series funds are
apportioned upon 2 basis of 60 per
cent. to the winner and 40 per cent.
to the loser, while the two clubs as
corporations are required to contribute
a certain amount of their portions to

That these sums are not to be con-
sidered lightly, even In the present
days of extraordinary financlal opera-
tions, may be realized when it Is
stated that the receipts of the 13
series played since 1903 have aggre-
gated $2,874,224, of this huge amount
the players have received $§1,180,823,
the club owners $1,411,166, and the
National Commission $282,242. The
rules governing the series specify that
each elub shall name in advance of
the pay the men who are eligible to
participate in the games. These play-
ers each recelve one share of the win-
ning or losing percentage with cer-
tain arrangements for groundkeepers
mascots and others connected with
the teams in & minor capacity.

Some idea of the sums that fall to
the share of players who engage In
the World's Series may be gained
from a glance of the records of pre-
ceding struggles. The largest amount
went to the members of the Boston
Americans who played and won the
eight game series from the New York
Natlonals in 1912, ‘That year weach
regular member of the Red Sox re-
cefved $4,024. The next highest
amount was $3,210, also captured by
the Boston Americans of last season
as a resalt of their defeat of the
Brooklyn Nationals. The smallest
sum recelved since 1903 by the indi-
vidual members of a winning team
was $1,142, by the New York Na-
tionals in the series against the Phil-
adelphia Americans in 1805. The

losers’ record with $439, when the
Chicago White Sox won the title in
four out of six games in 10806.

YANKS WIN FROM
DODGERS IN GAME
FOR THE SOLDIERS

New York, Oct. 1-—Purely as an en-
tertainment the game between the
Yankees and the Dodgers .at Fort
Hamilton vesterday had its merits, but
it is doubtful whether the soldier boys
now training at the fort learned any-
thing from -watching the major
leaguers in action. It was a pretty
sort of exhibition in thr fleld all
through, but the unusually hard hit-
ting was a redeeming feature, and
the 5,000 or more spectators who
jolned the soldiers on the foul lines
were undoubtedly satisfied.
