hl'TLAXIl SAIL WOlSKrt.

O, have you seen the nail machine '("
So begins the old song, which tells of the
wonders of that invention that created such
a revolution years ago. And even in this
enlightened generation but little is known
among tho masses of this invention or of
its uses. We have a nail factory in Hut
land, which, although at picsent in a prim!
the slate, is destined to become of great
value to the community and a manufactory
of wide celebrity. The w orks were started
in January last by Messrs. L. W. Collins
and J. B. Macomber, under the firm name
ot Macomber & Collins, and are located in

onneetlon with the Lincoln iron woiks
mllding on West street at the corner of

Baxter street.
Mr. Collins has had some thirty years'

experience in the manufacturing ot nails at
Kcescvillc, N. ., and at Brulgewatcr,
Mass., and the firm have begun tho enter-pris- e

here with the determination of making
it a success both in tho quality of work
turned out and as a permrnent manu
factory. They started on a small bcale at
first, with six machines, but have already
begun an addition to their works and build
ing by which they will Ineicaso the number
of nail machines to eight, one of which la

used expressly for the making of spikes,
They now manufacture every variety of
nail from a three-penn- y to a sixty-penn- y

and of the very best in use. Secn woik
men arc employed by the firm at present
and the force will bo Increased as soon as tho
other machines are added. The machinery
used was made at Brldgewater, Mass., and
Is the samo substantially in pattern anil dc
sign as the first invention, but little improve
ment having been made in nail manufactuio
during the past twenty-llv- e years. Tho new
Iron Is obtained from Morrison, Colwell it
Page, of Cohocs, N. Y., and the old from

tho marblo mills In this vicinity.
Tho present capacity of tho works ren

der It impossible for the 111 in to meet the
demands that are already made for their
woik and an increaso of capacity is to bo
made. They now inamifaetuio twelvo
kegs, of one bundled pounds each, per day,
and when the proposed increase is made
they will be capable of turning out a ton
of nails per day. A ready market Is found
for the nails and orders are coming in very
rapidly. Most of the work Is used to sup
ply the demands of this Immediate vicinity,
while n largo amount is sent to the Crown
Point Iron Works and other paits of New
Yoik.

In a word tho Hutland Nail Woiks glvu
promise of much success and are bound to

bo tho best manufactory of the kind In tho
state.
