The citizens go
upon the principle that the old saw, "every
man has his price." applies, also, to cor
porations, and that bribes, not the Interests
of the country, or that of the future
patrons of the road, will govern the selec
tion of termini. To this end wo have come
at last, and the offer Is made openly, uu
blushlngly and with a matter of course air
about it.

The Irish Catholics In Englnnd, Ireland,
nnd the United States, showed more sense
and respect for the rights, opinions and
prejudices as some might call It of
others than did their Protestant brethren
of the same nationality.

SPAIN.
The latest Intelligence from Spain gives

no hope of a speedy peace for that once
powerful nation. The Carllsts arc meeting
with seeming success, but wc doubt If they
will ever succcd in accomplishing their
primary object placing Don Carlos, or his
heir, upon the throne. It Is doubtless true
that Spain contains some statesmen who
arc as advanced and pronounced rcpubli-
cans a we understand republicanism in
this country as arc to bo found In the
world, and men, too, they arc, who under
stand the theoretical and practical work.
Ings of republican and democratic Instltu.
Hons. In some parts of the country, are to
be found as pure specimens of democratic
government as there are in Switzerland or
elsewhere. They make their own laws,
nud understand that there can be no true
liberty for a people, or freedom for acoun
try, unless the Inhabitants are restrained by
law. The trouble, however, seems to be
that there Is a want of harmony among the
leaders. Each one is acting, doubtless, as
lie deems best for the country, but they
have not yet learned that where different
interests are Involved, all of importance to
the country, there must be conciliation
nnd concession. Conciliation and conces
sion, do not, necessarily, involve an nban
doument of principle, and, therefore, if the
great republican leaders of Spain, who are
really actuated by patriotism and love of
country, would take hold with a will, da
termlned to stand together, yield when pro.
per, stand linn when necessary, and work
out the freedom of tho State and the estab.
Iishmcnt of free Institutions and a reprcseu
tallve republic, all would be well. With
a large proportion of the Inhabitants of
Spain, is a myth, nnd im-

plies license nnd tho withdrawal of all re.
straint. The excesses of someof tliescmls-
guhjed men have, already, driven a large
numlier of republicans over to tho Carllst
camp, thereby assuring a victory, while
another victory was gained, as our dls-

patches had it, from "a lack of discipline
in the republican forces," which means the
same thing. Other advantages are obtain-
ed by celerity of movement, constant watch.
fulness, and surprises, the Carllsts waging,
In the main, a guerrilla warfare. It is for
theso reasons that we speak of iteming sue.
cesses, and are unabio to see nny assured
future for the cause of Don Carlos. Tho
future of Spain is most uncertain, but
whether republic or royalist, she has years
of trouble, commotion, civil war and
bloodshed beforo her.

We were In hopes that emotional insanity

was played out,as aposslbloor probable dc- -
fenso In criminal cases. It was undertaken
In tho Walworth case, and cut bo ridiculous
a figure, that Charles O'Conor, scnslblo
man that ho was and Is, in spito of his
deep feelings of sorrow for tho more than
widowed mother, did not press its atten
tion upon tho jury, In his argument to their
reason or his appeal to their sympathies.
Frank Walworth stood up with an air of
emulated Indifference, while tho disgust-
ing letters of his murdered father were
being read to show, as ho well knew, not
justification or excuse for his crime, but in.

sanity on the part of tho father which
might baro been Inherited, and thereby
afford a plausible legal excuse for an ac-

quittal founded solely upon pure sympathy)
medical gentlemen, of eminence, were,
also Introduced to prove, that which vras
conceded by every one, that Insanity was
hereditary. The whole plan was well ar-

ranged, and as complete a case of emotion
al Insanity was made out as ever appeased
the easy conscience of a Now York jury
man, but the community had como to look
at these matters with new eyes, the dangers
already Incurred and hereafter to lie ap-

prehended were too gravo and well under-

stood, nnd, consequently, that part of tho
defense was rendered absurd, not only to
the counsel for the prisoner, but to tho
jury and to the people at large. It was
hoped that this would be tho last of tho
absurdity, but wo see that one of our Ver
mont newspapers Is In great doubt whether
the Brooklyn murderess Is not emotionally
Insane. It Is sure that she must be, un-

less It Is a raso of tho "deepest depravity"
and "something more must Iks developed

than Is now made public, to certainly de

cide which It Is." If we go upon tho
theory of the old philosopher that no per
son In his right mind would sin or commit
a crime, then Insanity would be inferred
from every violation of divine or human
law. Neither the Bible the statute book
of God or the statutes of man, however,
are founded upon uny such theory. The
llrst law Instructs us that weaic nil prone
to sin, and the latter, ns well as the former,
holds us accountable therefor. If a dis-

carded mistress, wlio'for months has lived
hi violation of the laws of (1ml and man,
slays her companion in sin and lawlessness
out of revenge, or lieuauso she wished to
continue a life of sin, is to be upheld by
the pret-s- , sympathized w lib by n maudlin
public sentiment, mid let loose again upon
the community, perchance to kill other
lovers who tire of ber charms, upon so ab-

surd and llimsey a pretence ns "emotional
insanity," the sooner we lepeal all laws,
abolish the comts and permit .everyone to
be a law unto himself, as well as a couit to
try and an executioner to carry into effect
his own sentence, the belter It will lie j for
then we shall know what we may expect,
nnd prepare accordingly.

It Is refreshing in these latter days, when

so many men are seeking ofllcial position,
no matter how insignificant It may lie, to
find a bod- - of men, called to discharge cer-

tain duties, take a common sense view of
the law and custom which have occasioned
their assembling together. A coroner's
jury, In Brooklyn, Saturday, after having
rendered their verdict upon the subject
matter, which they were called upon to
consider, made, what, perhaps, may be
called, a " presentment of Coroners' In-

quests," recommending their abolition, for
the reason that they had outlived their use-

fulness nnd necessity. Vermont took this
view of the matter several ycare ago, but
for another reason, to which wc shall pre-

sently refer. It has long been obvious,
even to a careless observer, Hint this class
ot investigations were conducted in so
bungling a manner that they retarded,
rather than advanced, the nrrcst of real
criminals, and Unit so far ns the detection
of criminals was concerned, their position
was secondary nnd unimportant. The
modes of conducting these investigations
arc such, and necessarily must be such,
that n suspected person If he is the guilty
party is placed on Ids guard, often in
ample time for him to remove all evidenco ot-hi-

guilt, or, still more often to enable htm to
escape beyond the rcacli of the law. The
evidence upon which they act Is not sought
after or found by them, and If they alone
wcro concerned in tho investigation, i

guilty man never would lie arrested or pun
ished. Tho detection, arrest, nud evidenco
to convict, the Brooklyn murderess was
not obtained through any effort of a coro-

ner or his jury, but was the work of other
olllccrs, working In a different way, and
deriving their power from another immc.
dlato source. The evidence developed upon
the hearing, weeks ago, would have enabled
this woman to have destroyed all evidence
of her crime, and insured her final acquittal,
If 6hc had not been possessed of a singular
fatuity, or guided by a special providence.
The coroner or his jury had nothing to do
with It.

Tho saving of the expense Incurred by
tins cumbersome "relic ot antiquity was
the moving cause of its abolition In Ver-

mont, nud becomes an Important element
in states where so many crimes are com
mitted, as in New York. Here the matter
is left with the selectmen, who in cases of
sudden death, Involving suspicion of vio
lence, may order an Investigation by a jus-

tlee, acting as coroner, without a jury.
Although we talk about coroners and cor-
oner's Inquests, such an olllcer was never
known in Vermont, all inquests being held
formerly by a justice of tho peace nnd jury,
and now by a justice alone by direction of
the selectmen, upon information "that the
dead body of any person, supposed to have
died by casualty or violence" lias been
found, etc. The reform, however, should
bo more sweeping than this. The mere
saving of expense that Is secured by dis
pensing with u jury is trilling, and, besides
this, such Inquiries arc open to the samo
objections ns the other. There is another
consideration, also, connected with the
money question of Inquests. The investi
gations in the interests of reform, that
have been made, within the past two or
three years, into the municipal affairs of
several ot tho largo cities of tho Union,
have developed a fearful amount of fraud
and corruption In thin class of cases. The
number of deaths by casualty and violence,
In some localities, bore no sort of propor
tion to the number of Inquests. There Is

and, perhaps, can be no check upon these
ofllccrs, so but that they can rob tho trcas-
ury with impunity, either by an addition
tothenumbcrof lnquestB,or alike arithmet-
ical sum as to the witnesses, repeated ad.
journmcnts, and by other means, which
will only too readily suggest themselves to
theso grasping, uuconsclonablo olllcials.

Butwhyuot sweep tho whole, entire
system, and its outgrowths, from existence?
Tho suggestion of tho jury, In tho present
instance, seems sound, namely that "Its
placo could bo effectually supplied by some
legally designated criminal or health an
thoritics, or both combined." Tho comb!.
nation of tho two might, perhaps, servo as
a check against corruption and fraud, but,
in any event, tho burden would mainly fall
upon tho criminal authorities. The inves
tigations, to bo conducted successfully,
must be conducted secretly that is in
cases where tho crime is not committed
openly and the criminal known. Tho

of tho institution, except as afford'
ing good pay to somo hungry ward politl- -
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clan, baa been demonstrated by tho pro-

ceedings in reference to every recent mur-

der In New York or Brooklyn. These pro-

ceedings do not even amount to tho dignity
of a court of inquiry, although such was
the original Intention, nnd so reads the sta-

tute. Take tho case of the Ludlow organ
grinder, In this State, who was found dead
some two years ago. An inquest was
commenced, but tho investigation, In fact,
proceeded upon a complaint mado by tho
States Attorney against particular Individ-

uals. In Now York, to be sure, It was dif-

ferent, nil tho work, however, was per-

formed by the criminal authorities, and an-

other "binding up" or committment being
necessary. Even our change, slight ns It
Is, lias worked a great reform, and saved to
tho Slate a large bill of expense. Dining
the Inst completed fiscal year, the whole
expense for inquests was only ninety-si- x

dollars nnd II n cents, tho number of
such Inquests being only six, nnd these, as
the facts show, wcro entirely useless, the
same ground being gone over the second
time by the same justice acting In another
capacity. The simpler the processes of
tho law can be rendered, the better will tho
ends of justice bo served, nnd the surer
will be the detection and punishment of
criminals.

The true story of tho contraband trans-

actions and their detection at Monpeller of
late, has at last come to light, and amounts
In substance to the following :

Some tw o months since, Colonel Frank
E. Howe, government agent forNewYoik,
was advised that smuggling was being ex
tensively carried on from Montreal, bo,
about five weeks ago, bo sent a special
agent of the treasury dcpaitnicnt to look
into the nffalr, who took with him a sturdy
Vermonter nnd entered the Provinces, pro
fessedly for the purpose of buying dray
horses. By tills means they managed to
mix continually with the people, learn the
Import tax on horses, and tho chances of
slipping them over the line free of duty.
They made the acquaintance of Jones,
Smith & Co., in one part of Montreal, and
Smith, Jones & Co., In another part. It
was soon developed that these parties had
special facilities for getting their sales to
the south side of the line duty free. The
sales consisted of sampes for ladies and
gents wear, and orders for suits bad been
taken to a large amount. A Spilngficld
order was captured by the detectives, nnd
goods wcro traced tt Bellows Kails, and
then to Montpcllcr, where they were con
signed, but the consignor's name was not
given. From knowledge already gained,
the detectives thought best to remain there
and await results. Their operations were
quietly conducted, nnd even nt tho hotel
their business was not suspected. Their
suspicions having been confirmed they
arrested Mark French and W. L. Wash
burn on Monday of last week, which or
rest proved to lie the right thing. On
French was found letters from Montreal
parties, advising him of the shipment of

the goods, nud giving directions about
them. The result of their examination has
already been given In the Gi.om:.

From the papers seized, as well as from
the disclosures made by the parties arrested,
Information of much importance was ob.

talned. The operations of tho smugglers
are found to be very systematic and their
organization complete. French has been
one of tho active men in the party not,
probably, because lie is n worse man than
others of the ring, but a bolder man. Other
men In large numliers and moving in
respectable society in each of tho places
above named are found to have a larger in
tcrcst in the success of operations than he.

These goods have generally reached the
states by one and the same route. They
have come from Montreal by railroad to
Bolton, the second township from the line,
opposite to Troy. There they were re
ceived and brought by team through tho
tow n of Bolton to tho south side of the line
by an obscure way, in tho town of Troy
The course from there has usually been
through the towns of Jay, Lowell and Eden
to Hyde Park. From there they have liccn
taken sometimes through Stowe to Water- -

bury station, and at others via Morristown
Elmore and Worcester to Montpelicr. Tho
work of getting them past tho lines, It is
said, has usually been performed by n res!
dent of Boltou.

For how long a time these operations
have liccn going on it cannot be stated but
probably for a number of years.

French is a man who has had plenty o
time upon his hands for tome years to en
gage In just such business and with success,
and undoubtedly has employed n good share
of Ids energies and characteristic brass in
smuggling, by the help of other people'
money, ho doing tho dirty work. It is a
source of much gratification to Vcrmontcrs
to know that this Bystcm of swindling has
liccn ferreted out and, for the present, bro
ken up.

A New Theory of Hie Murder.

LUOHETTE MTRR3 ON THE STAND.

The Goodrich tragedy and the arrest, of
Kate Stoddard has been almost the sole
topic of tho whole country. All the de-

tails are canvassed and read with great
avidity by tho public, and we lay before
tho readers of the Gloiik this morning fur-
ther Interesting details of tho affair, that
havo been developed bIiico Saturday last :

A NEW TIIKOllY OF THE MUliDEIt.
There is n misconception as to the time

when tho murder was committed. Tho
facts are that Kate Stoddard killed Good- -

Ich on Thursday morning, but nflcr doing
the deed she went to her work ns usual, but
before going washed his face, put the
blood which oozed from tho wound on tho
left lateral lobe of the brain In a cup and
laid him out straight on the floor. At
night sho returned from work ns usual, but
fearing tho deal might have been discover-c- d

during her absence, sho purchased an
evening paper nt Fulton Ferry, to learn
the result. Seeing nothing about the mur-
der in It, she became convinced that no
one had been In the bouse, and she went up
to It ns In other days. Ho lay upon tho
Iloor, slark nnd still as sho had left in tho
morning. After bending over him for a
while, and arranging his hair, It occurred
to her to dress him nnd lay him out in
more orderly style. Acting upon this
thought, she procured n clean shirt and
collar from one of the closets at hand, and
these she put on him. This done, she
ngaln straightened him out, put his arms
on his breast, placedsllppcrs on his feet and
put the newspaper which she had pur-
chased and a pair of lioots under his head.
In this manner ho lay until discovered.
When the detectives entered the house
they came to the conclusion that the mur
der must have been committed nflcr the
Issue of the paper on Thursday night, be-

cause of the copy found under his bead,
but that tills conclusion was not justified
by facts appears by Kate's statement that
she had bought It on her way homo from
work and placed It in that position.

It set forth the fact that early on Thurs
day morning a woman of medium height
with n green veil over her face and wrap
ped in a waterproof cloak had been Been to
leave the house. She was the woman, and
over her face nt the moment she purchased
this paper was the identical veil referred to.
Tho policeman did not notice her, and she
was not long in dctcrmlnlugwhat course to
pursue. Abandoning all Idea of remaining
in Brooklyn sho retraced her steps to New
l ork, took a car to Forty-secon- d street
and there obtained lodgings. At that place
she remained until late In April, when she
moved to High street, Brooklyn, and in
the samo hat factory, Mr. J. II. Prentiss'
she continued to work for several weeks
after the tragedy. No one suspected her

no curious speculations when seen In her,
Had she waited from work a few days,
suspicion might have been awakened, but
appearing in the factory both on Thursday
and t riday morning, no one thought of
connecting her with the crime. Tho state-
ments of both Mrs. Meyers and a young
man that they saw Goodrich on Thursday
evening must have been caused by mistaken
identity, as the statement of Kate Stod-
dard to Gen. Jourdan is curiously corrobo-
rated.

After telling how she had shot Goodrich,
ho pointed out the discrepancy between her
account and tho testimony of theso wit-
nesses. " Well," she Bald, " there need be
no doubt about it, for I had the day and
date engraved on my locket." Tills locket
sho wore round her neck when arrested,
but tho chief had taken It off. Asking him
for it now, sho opened it carefully and
there showed this inscription i "Done
Thursday, March 21st, 1873." " That Bet-ti-

It," said Bhe, " I had that put on there
a few days after I BhoUilni." About this
locket there is another curious circum-
stance. It is very large, almost the size of
a watch. When tho chief saw it first lie
thought possibly It was Goodrich's watch,
and therefore bado her hand it to him.
With tills request she was at llrst loth to
comply, but seeing that resistance was re-

sistance was useless, sho passed it over. On
receiving it tho chief took hold to open it.
" Oh, bo careful, bo careful," said Bho.

"There is mineral in that which I don't
want to lose." Despite the utmost caro a
little portion of tho mineral, as sho called
it, fell upon tho lloor, and tills, to tho chief's
surprise, sho picked up promptly, put it
into her mouth and swallowed lt. " What
did you do that for ? " said tho chief.

Tills ho declined to do, as lie, from her
touo of mind, thought suicide likely to bo
part of her purpose, nnd that ho was not
mistaken in this respect the story told yes
terday and the discovery of tho revolver In
iier room proves. In less than two mln
utcs sho could have blown out her brains.
Seeing that Jho would not mnkp the con
cession, she once more assumed an nlr of
reticence. The chief by making tlis prom-

ise asked nnd falling to fulfill it undoubt-
edly could have been taken to the house,
but with rnre honor, he scorned to practice
such a mean deed.

There were villages on the way, the same
houses of years ago, no more perhaps
loss j the samo old stores where In youth,
many a time wo used to rcgalo boyish eyes
upon blight colors wo might not wear
upon candied sweets wo might not taste.

Truly Is East Orange the most ciuict type

of tho New England village hold and
beautiful In its landscapes a u'rltahlc
sleepy hollow, where men me born, grow
up and die, Utile knowing and little eniing
of the busy world beyond-pea- ce tblc, toll,
some nnd honest. Neither bolts or bars
arc needed to lock up treasures, for there
Is no theft. Once a week they gather to.
